A weekly update on Milwaukie happenings
February 12, 2010

. City facilities will be closed Monday, February 15 in honor of Presidents’ Day.
We will resume our normal hours of operation on Tuesday.

. One of the most-asked questions in town has to do with the long-awaited
Trolley Trail. Well, it's expected to begin construction in late August. For
more details from the North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District, see
attachment 1.

. The temporary wastewater surcharge City Council passed on February 2,
2010 will begin appearing on customers' bills in March. The residential
surcharge will be calculated by multiplying the WINTER AVERAGE shown on
customer's bills by $1.00. The commercial surcharge will be calculated by
multiplying each ccf (100 cubic feet of water) used by $1.00. The surcharge
will raise money to bolster the City's Wastewater fund given the financial
uncertainties brought on by Clackamas County's cancellation of Milwaukie's
treatment services contract last summer.

In August 2009 the County terminated its contract with the City and imposed
a treatment rate more than double what Milwaukie has been paying for
wastewater treatment service. City Council has refused to pass the new rate
along to the City’s customers, but all the while Clackamas County Service
District #1 has continued to bill the City at the higher rate. The final cost for
service is still unknown. The surcharge will be in place through 2010, or until
the City and District agree upon a new rate. Negotiations will reconvene in the
coming weeks. An insert will be included in utility bills to help explain the
surcharge and why it's needed, and work is underway on an expanded
website to help clarify the issues.

. The Johnson Creek Watershed Council is coordinating the 12" Annual
Watershed Wide Event on Saturday, March 6 that involves 12 restoration
sites and a volunteer appreciation lunch. For details on the event, see
attachment 2.

. World renowned Japanese Koto performer Mitsuki Dazai will play at the
Ledding Library on Saturday, March 6 at 2 p.m. The standard koto is a 13-
stringed zither having a wonderful palette of sound textures that appeal to
audiences around the world. Ms. Dazai is known for her diverse and
innovative style often incorporating western, pop, and improvisational
elements. This free program is sponsored by the Friends of the Ledding
Library.

6. Council President Chaimov notes in his weekly update that Penelope
Scambly Schott’'s Milwaukie Poetry Series reading this past week was
“vivacious” (see attachment 5). In addition to being spirited Ms. Schott
immediately created a congenial atmosphere with the listeners and charmed
them throughout the evening. Susanna Lundgren was the guest artist this
month. Poetry readings are scheduled from now through June on the second
Wednesday of each month. The next reader will be Sage Cohen on March
10. The mission of the Poetry Committee and Project Director Tom Hogan is
to make poetry more accessible to all members of the community, so we
hope you will attend another great night of poetry. See attachment 3 for a
complete schedule.

7. Stop by Pond House Books, 2215 SE Harrison, for some great book
bargains. Operated by the Friends of the Ledding Library, the shop is open
for business every Friday and Saturday from 11 a.m. to 4 p.m. Volunteers
stock only newer books and classics in good condition at very affordable
prices. Most hardbacks are $2 and paperbacks $1. Proceeds from the
Friends’ fundraising efforts go toward Library programs for the whole
community.

8. At its 5:30 p.m. work session on February 16 the Milwaukie City Council will
hear updates from staff on the Strategic Investment Zone, the Lake Road
Phase 2 Appropriations Request, and the consultant selection for 2010 South
Downtown Planning. The regular session begins at 7 with Boy Scout Troop
259 sponsored by Milwaukie Lutheran Church presenting the Colors. Mayor
Ferguson will read a proclamation naming the month of February as National
Scouting Month in the City of Milwaukie, and members of the Milwaukie High
School Orchestra and Band will announce the annual Spaghetti Serenade on
February 18 (see attachment 4). There will be two public hearings on
Tuesday. The first hearing will have to do with municipal code amendments
related to the Kellogg Treatment Plant site. The second hearing is a zone
change from R-10 Residential to R-7 Residential for an undeveloped lot at
Bowman and Brae Streets in the Lake Road Neighborhood. In “other
business” Council will consider a personal services agreement with Andy
Parks, GEL Oregon, for interim finance director services.

9. City Council work sessions and regular sessions are streamed live from the
City’s website, and archived meetings are available for viewing as well. The
archived videos and action minutes are available the morning after the
meeting.

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Trolley Trail reney:

NCPRD: Trolley Trail expected
to begin construction in late August

The long-awaited Trolley Trail, stretching about 6 miles from Milwaukie to Gladstone
on the eastern side of the Willamette River, will begin construction in late summer
2010.

Here are a few highlights:

» Between now and April, some trees and vegetation will be removed from the trail
property in anticipation of construction. Removal now avoids any conflicts with nesting
and migrating birds during the start of construction season. Many of the plants being
removed are invasive or pose a safety hazard to trail users (ie., falling limbs or
proximity to the trail). Existing concrete barriers will be removed for a few weeks while
this work is being completed.

» General contractor for the project should be selected by public bid in late July,
with significant work beginning in the fall.

» Construction should last about nine months with conclusion of the project in
summer 2011.

* Due to future light rail development between Portland and Oak Grove, Tri-Met is
building the portion of the trail from River Road to Park Avenue south of Milwaukie at a
later date.

» During construction, NCPRD will try to be in contact with the community as the
need arises, but to keep in line with weather and contractual obligations, neighbors and
area business owners won't always receive a personal update. Concerned citizens’
reports from the trail are of course appreciated.

< Be mindful of construction - well-intended interruptions will slow down the work
and drive up costs. Although anticipation for the trail's completion is great, access to
the construction site will be limited for reasons of safety, liability and security.
