The one thousand eight hundred and sixteenth meeting of the Milwaukie City
Council was called to order by Mayor Tomei at 6:00 p.m. in the Public Safety

Introduce Alice Rouyer, Planning Director

M. Bennett introduced Alice Rouyer, Planning Director.

History of Johnson Creek Boulevard Design

M. Bennett provided background of the Johnson Creek Blvd. improvement
project. The Southeast Corridor Study, done in the late 1980's, identified
Johnson Creek Blvd. as a high-priority, multimodal, safety improvement project.
At the time, part of Study recommended that nothing be done to widen or
increase the road capacity.

When the designs were first begun, Clackamas County and the cities of Portland
and Milwaukie assumed the project could be accomplished in the 40-foot right-of-
way. It became evident during the design process and after neighborhood
meetings in which needs were identified that the right-of-way would have to be
expanded to 44 feet. She provided documents that explained the reasons for
increasing the right-of-way and what type of public outreach processes took
place.

The Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) would have to approve any
design changes. Milwaukie's initial position was that it wanted sidewalks on both
sides of the street and no bike lanes. The City was told the project could not be
done without bike lanes, so the compromise for all parties was the right-of-way
for future sidewalk on the north side.
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Additionally, the issue of right-of-way has to do with safety. The City of Portland,
who led the design, found that more right-of-way would have to be acquired in
order to straighten some of the curves. Even if the project were 40-feet wide,
some right-of-way would still need to be acquired.

Bennett referred to staff report page 11.B.5 and 6 outlined the public outreach
efforts. Page 11.B.8 addressed the sidewalk right-of-way acquisition.

Mayor Tomei asked who wrote Attachment A on staff report page 11.B.4 and
when it was written.

Bennett said Attachment A was part of the 1995 grant application City staff
prepared to Metro for Phase 2 funding. The project had originally been designed
in two phases, but the second phase was split again during the last regional
funding cycle. This fall's storm project is Phase 2.

Councilor King understood the concern was losing the project if the City asked
ODOT for a re-design.

Bennett said ODOT would have to concur with the design and explained the
current design went through four years of negotiation and process. The bike
lanes are an ODOT requirement. Milwaukie does, however, have a precedent on
32" Avenue for sidewalk on both sides and no bike lane. Curve mitigation will
still require some property acquisition. The City can ask ODOT, but Bennett was
fairly certain it would not concur with the changes. She was attempting through
this discussion to point out who owned which issues. The reality is that if ODOT
does not concur, the project will not be built. The project is federally funded and
passed through ODOT.

Councilor Lancaster asked how many properties would be affected if the
minimum improvements were made to get the project funds.

Bennett said most of the properties are affected on some way whether or not
property is acquired for sidewalk on the north side. She said she would provide
the details.

Councilor Lancaster understood property owners were contacted.

Bennett said Brink had contacted twenty-four property owners, but he did not
explicitly ask them if they supported the current design.

Councilor Kappa agreed that the project had been going on for years and asked
how much leeway the City had with ODOT on project Phase 3 and if changes
would result in an additional expense to the City.
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Bennett did not know how much flexibility the City would have with ODOT. This
design started in December 1991 and has been under negotiations for a long
period of time. The City received a Phase 3 grant last week for $1.1 million with
Clackamas County and the City of Portland providing the local match. Milwaukie
is getting this improvement for very little cost.

Councilor Lancaster asked what the City would end up with on Johnson Creek
Blvd. if the project is not done.

Bennett said Phase 2 is the installation of storm drains. The City would have an
$800,000 storm system that would not function without curbs, and the pavement
quality would be worse.

Bartlett said the County is the current road authority which means that is the
entity with legal authority. The City's position has been that it will not take over
County roads until they are built and paved to urban standards. The County's
position is that the Urban Growth Management Agreement (UGMA) says the
most that will be done is a 2-inch lift. The Johnson Creek Blvd. project was part
of the failed transportation funding package, so the County is not making any
commitments. The County's model was that it would leave converting roads to
urban standards up to the urbanization process and federal aid programs. The
cities of Portland and Milwaukie pressured the County into providing matching
funds to build Johnson Creek Blvd. to urban standards. When the improvements
are complete, then Milwaukie could take over as the road authority.

Councilor Lancaster asked if there was potential liability relating to Title 3 if the
City failed to improve the road.

Ramis said there was probably no financial liability under Title 3 itself. At this
point it is not known what will happen with the federal government and what
penalties might be imposed. Title 3 is part of the Metro regulations that have
imposed new storm water and wetland protections. Metro decided some time
ago that the regulations that local governments had imposed for protection of
streams and wetlands were not adequate. Title 3 is an additional level of
protection. Metro adopted a set of regulations with which local jurisdictions will
have to comply. The federal government may also be devising salmon listing
regulations that have the potential to be even more stringent.

Councilor Kappa said the federal government may leave local jurisdictions little
choice in the matter. Title 3 and the Salmon Recovery Act complement each
other. He cautioned there could be future impacts based on Council's decision
on the project.
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Bennett said Milwaukie signed the agreement with the City of Portland, and
$800,000 in federal funding is in place. The storm water improvement facility is
at the base to prevent runoff into Johnson Creek, but, without curbs, the storm
water cannot be directed into the system.

Councilor King understood the sidewalk and curb on the south side were
acceptable to the neighborhood.

Bennett said the neighborhood has not been asked if it found the design
acceptable. The current design, however, is a product of many years of public
outreach and negotiations. When Portland designed the project, it sent the
project designer out to meet with the property owners.

Councilor King understood the project to be sidewalk and curb on the south
side and bike lane on both sides.

Bennett said the north side was right-of-way for future portions of the project,
and that is the property in contention. The Council needs to understand there is
a potential risk to the project if certain decisions are made.

Councilor Marshall asked the following questions for Bennett's follow-up: how

many trees would be removed with the 44-foot right-of-way; is a bike lane on the
south side only an option; and how the project timeline would be impacted if the
City asked ODOT about a different scenario.

Bennett said bike lanes only work if there are two. She said she would prepare
a response for the other two questions.

Mayor Tomei was concerned about endangering the project because she felt it
was needed. She understood there were concerns, but the situation will only get
worse.

Councilor Kappa asked how many public outreach processes took place in
Phase 3. He agreed there were neighborhood concerns that needed to be
mitigated, and felt all parties needed to work together.

Aircraft Museum and Other Issues

Bartlett responded to an Audience Participation question regarding City
management and a February 7, 1999 letter. He was seeking a minor Council
motion that would authorize the Mayor to sign a letter to Richard Cayo
expressing regret for not responding to aircraft and property offers. The
proposed letter also suggested Cayo contact "The Bomber." Typically third
parties provide a museum rather than cities.
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Bartlett discussed the legal process of property acquisition. Most property
purchases are in excess of his purchasing authority, and the Council is advised
of opportunities. Council directs staff whether or not to negotiate, and he cannot
close a property deal until due diligence has been completed. Cayo offered
property in exchange for a permit to construct a fence higher than City code, but
that is not the City's practice.

He referred to staff report page I1.C.2 that identified recently purchased
properties, closing dates, prices paid, and funding resources. He discussed the
circumstances under which it was prudent for the City to demolish vacant
buildings. Properties are then land banked pending future development. He
announced that the City would be signing a purchase and sale agreement for the
Lowry Hotel property.

The City has a lease on the vacant Safeway building for $90,000 per year plus
utility and maintenance costs. There have been discussions with Tri-Met since
the mid-1980's about relocating the transit center from the City Hall block to a
safer site. The record will show that the City sent a letter to Tri-Met about
investigating the Safeway site as a bus transit center. Tri-Met has committed to
studying the relocation in its capital plan and understands the City's lease and
purchase option. The City still believes that is a viable property to be designed
as a bus transit center and worked into the ultimate fabric of the Milwaukie
Center Plan.

Cayo also addressed the issue of his offer of a property on Johnson Creek Blvd.
He provided the City Council with the copy of a document presented to the
Planning Commission at the time of the Functional Plan hearings. Traditionally,
the Commission has no dealings with property purchases, so the document was
treated as testimony on the Functional Plan.

There was also a question about the downtown/riverfront planning process, and
he provided copies of the Crandall Arambula contract. The City Council
authorized a contract in the amount of $234,596 for the project. Through this
project, the City hopes to involve businesses who may wish to invest more in the
downtown.

It was moved by Councilor Kappa and seconded by Councilor King to
authorize the Mayor to sign a letter to Mr. Richard Cayo. Motion passed.

It was moved by Councilor Marshall and seconded by Councilor Lancaster
to adopt the consent agenda that consisted of:

The motion to adopt the consent agenda passed unanimously.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Sharon Phillips, 11028 SE 28", co chair Historic Milwaukie Neighborhood
District Association (NDA). Although she enjoyed her NDA involvement, she felt
over the past year that the City was trying to take more control. She had serious
concerns about the Council turning over the Traffic Safety and Transportation
Board (TSTB) duties to the NDAs. She felt she had worked very hard and did
not need to be empowered to do more. The TSTB has done a good job, and the
NDAs do not need more to do.

Ed Zumwalt, 10888 SE 28", co-chair Historic Milwaukie Neighborhood District
Association (NDA). He discussed the loss of civic-minded volunteers and the
current Council’s lack of communication with the NDAs. The NDAs were never
notified of the proposed shift of TSTB responsibilities. He discussed an
information item Bartlett provided the Council about three years ago. It was an
article written by a consultant that advocated for abolishing all citizen boards and
commissions. The previous Council downgraded the Traffic Safety Commission,
and Zumwalt felt that made the advisory body less effective. He asked if this was
just a coincidence or was it the City's management philosophy. Did Stone and
Wisner come up with projects staff did not want to implement? He disagreed
with comments about the cost of staffing the board considering a lot more City
money went to leasing Safeway, hiring facilitators, conducting erroneous light rail
surveys, and scheduling Council retreats to Skamania Lodge. He believed the
whole situation was a political power play. The efforts of Stone and Wisner were
trashed and the NDAs used as pawns. Several Association members are
working on severing all ties with the City and becoming independent. If the
majority of the Historic Milwaukie NDA wishes to stay with the City, he would
leave the organization. He felt the City acted arrogantly with a lack of respect for
its citizen volunteers.

Linda Hatlelid, 8617 SE 36" Avenue. Bennett mentioned that twenty-four
Johnson Creek Blvd. property owners supported the project without
understanding there would be an expanded 44-foot right-of-way. Twenty-one
people were re-contacted, and only one supported the expanded right-of-way.
Seventeen property owners wanted the project to stay within the 40-foot right-of-
way. This seemed to be a major discrepancy between what Brink and Bennett
reported. Phase 3 can be accomplished in a 40-foot right-of-way with one
sidewalk on the south, two curbs, two bike lanes, and two eleven-foot travel
lanes.
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Gene Hatlelid, 4277 SE Johnson Creek Blvd. He concurred with the earlier
comments regarding the TSTB. He stated that the Johnson Creek Blvd.
improvements could be accomplished within the 40-foot right-of-way. Half of the
background information on the project was extremely misleading, and he
intended to respond in writing after reviewing the staff report. Why should a 25
mph curve have to be straightened? He has never seen any documentation of
the safety issue. It appears that it is all to get the street resurfaced and get the
drainage out of the Ardenwald area which is now served by drywells. No one
has ever attempted to clean these drywells. Drywells would slow runoff more
than running it down Johnson Creek Blvd. into a holding pond.

Keith Faust, 11551 SE 27" Avenue. He addressed the TSTB issue. He was
very concerned about losing citizen input. More people need to be involved with
the NDAs and the City's political processes. He understood the City Council was
committed to involvement, and he appreciated what has been done for the City.
He urged the Council to re-evaluate its course regarding the TSTB.

PUBLIC HEARING

Parks, Open Spaces, and Trails Acquisition Program -- Resolution

Mayor Tomei called the public hearing on the Parks, Open Spaces, and Trails
Acquisition Program to order at 6:55 p.m.

The purpose of the hearing was to consider public comment on the Acquisition
Program and Implementation Work Plan effective July 1, 1999. The program
outlines how the City will identify properties, acquire them, and maintain them
prior to development. Mayor Tomei reviewed the conduct of the hearing.

Staff Report: Richards presented the staff report in which the City Council was
requested to adopt a resolution establishing the program. She reviewed the
history of the program including the December 1998 Council work session with
the City Attorney, Metro staff, and a real estate negotiator. Council directed staff
to develop a program for Milwaukie based on the Metro template for property
acquisition.

The program goals are: protect open space and natural areas through acquisition
and other alternatives such as life estates; achieve or exceed acreage goals of
Milwaukie parks standards; acquire one to two acres per fiscal year or as
becomes available based on the budgeted amount; prioritize acquisition efforts;
and provide a speedier acquisition process. The program will support the
policies and goals of the City Council including the Comprehensive Plan,
Functional Plan, Transportation System Plan (TSP), Lake Road Multimodal, and
the priorities set forth in the North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District
(NCPRD) annual budget. The Program also supports neighborhood visions.
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Richards discussed the refinement process. This is the public process in which
City staff, Park and Recreation Board (PARB), and Council interview the
stakeholders for information relating to the target areas. This data will be
analyzed and refined, and the PARB will present it to the public for additional
comments prior to making a recommendation to the City Council. The Council
will consider the recommendation and make the final decision.

The subsequent components of the Program are: acquisition parameters, due
diligence, early acquisition opportunities, stabilization, and land banking. The
acquisition parameters provide a set of pre-approved criteria or conditions under
which the City Manager or his/her designee may negotiate and complete
property acquisition in a timely and businesslike manner. Due diligence is the
process of inspecting the legal title and physical conditions of the property prior
to acquiring it as public land. Early acquisition refers to those properties that are
considered critical to the program because of certain unique attributes and
limited market availability. Stabilization refers to activities related to security and
protection of the property during the land banking phase prior to development.
These activities might include access control, signs, trash removal, hazard
mitigation, and demolition of derelict buildings. Land banking is a set of
management actions taken to maintain a site in stable condition.

Councilor Kappa felt it was important to look for opportunities for federal funding
that might relate to such programs as the Endangered Species Act (ESA).

Councilor King wanted it to be clear that there is a citizen member on the Open
Spaces Acquisition Committee.

Richards said interested persons can contact her by phone or pick up a form at
City Hall that informs staff of a property location and why it is of interest.

Discussion among Councilmembers and Decision:

It was moved by Councilor Kappa and seconded by Councilor King to
adopt the resolution establishing the Parks, Open Spaces and Trails
Acquisition Program and Implementation Work Plan effective July 1, 1999.
Motion passed unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS

Consider County Response to 9-1-1 Dispatch Proposal

Bartlett presented the staff report in which the City Council was requested to
authorize the City Manager, Police Chief, and Fire Chief to continue to negotiate
with Clackamas County for 9-1-1 emergency communications services. He
pointed out correspondence from: Marilyn Wall, attorney and President of the
North Clackamas Chamber of Commerce; President of Revtek, a Milwaukie
corporation; Dolly Macken-Hambright, Linwood NDA; and Clackamas Fire District
#1 Chief Randy Bruegman.

The City of Milwaukie did a request for proposal (RFP) with Clackamas Fire
District #1 to determine the best way to deliver 9-1-1. Initially, it appeared that
Milwaukie would be in the position to compete with CCOM by creating a dispatch
center utilizing the Portland radio backbone. Some of the CCOM users have
expressed disenchantment with its service, and the bond levy that would have
moved the County toward 800 MHz failed.

The Fire Oversight Committee, on which Mayor Tomei and Councilor Kappa are
members, has looked at the issue on a monthly basis since February. The
Committee believes there is significant movement from the County to upgrade its
service. He and Bruegman have been asked to participate on the CCOM
director selection committee, so new leadership is imminent. In addition, the
County will put $1.5 million toward the purchase of 800 MHz towers to serve the
unincorporated rural area of North Clackamas County. Milwaukie is already
prepared so will not have to spend additional funds to enhance the 800 MHz
system.

The City has the opportunity to reduce its dispatch center staffing costs from
$595,000 to $174,000 and still receive the same level of service. He believed the
current County Commissioners, Chief Executive Officer Rhodes, and a number
of fire and police user boards realize the importance of partnering and correcting
CCOM deficiencies. This also moves toward the state goal of one public safety
answering point (PSAP) per county. There will be no risk to Milwaukie's public
safety, and employees will be transferred under ORS 236. Rhodes has written
that the County will pay fair market price for Milwaukie's consoles and other
electronic equipment, so the City will recover those costs. Milwaukie will also be
able to participate in setting the policies for police and fire dispatch under ORS
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190 in the year 2000. If Council authorizes this action, he will continue to
negotiate an agreement over the next twelve months on Milwaukie's behalf for 9-
1-1 services, work with employees to minimize impacts, and develop
performance standards that would ensure that the City receives no service
reduction.

Mayor Tomei asked why the City got a letter from Revtek.

Bartlett said the letters provided to Council were from members of a committee
that reviewed the RFPs and made a recommendation to the Oversight
Committee. The correspondence indicates a level of support for moving forward.
Macken-Hambright met with Chiefs Collier and Bruegman to address her
concerns. Dispatch would not be moved out of the Public Safety Building until he
was assured the City would receive the same level of service. When Canby
combined with CCOM, city officials went through a process of determining needs
and developing procedures. It was a business decision based on level and cost
of service issues.

Councilor Lancaster asked if CCOM would be the only provider if Milwaukie
went through with this.

Bartlett said Rhodes committed to improving the County's relationship with Lake
Oswego Communications (LOCOM) and developing it into a hot electronic
backup linking computer aided dispatch systems. In terms of backup, the City of
Portland and Washington County Communications are negotiating linked
controllers. This is part of an overall emergency management program.

Councilor Lancaster said the purpose behind his question was a concern for
putting too much control in CCOM's hands in terms of type and cost of service.
Can the City anticipate cost increases?

Bartlett said both RFPs had five-year projections, and, in this case, there is an
economy of scale. The cost performance ratio comes with the greater number of
calls being handled because the electronics and personnel are the expensive
components.

Councilor Kappa said many of the issues can be addressed through the 190
agreement, so there will be review opportunities during negotiations.

Mayor Tomei added the inability for emergency service providers to
communicate was untenable, and that is what started the process. ltis a
remarkable accomplishment to reach this point, and she felt people would be
much less concerned when they understood what the program entailed.

Councilor Lancaster asked how many Milwaukie employees will be effected,

and Bartlett said about seven.
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Councilor Marshall was in favor of moving forward with negotiations. He
wanted to ensure that a high level of service would apply to more than
emergency response. Non-emergency response is what truly helps make a
community livable. He did not want that filtered out or lost when consolidation
takes place.

Bartlett added that, in addition to Chief Collier's input, there is an open e-mail
address for employees to post their concerns and suggestions. Following the
City's practice, problem-solving teams will be formed around these issues.

Councilor Kappa suggested that the Council's comments be forwarded to the
Fire Oversight Committee.

Councilor Lancaster asked for additional comments on the County's paying fair
market price for Milwaukie's current equipment.

Bartlett responded there would be a depreciation loss from the point Milwaukie
put the equipment into service until it is transferred to CCOM. The County made
a commitment to being fair.

It was moved by Councilor Kappa and seconded by Councilor Marshall to
authorize the City Manager, Police Chief, and Fire Chief to continue to
negotiate with Clackamas County for 9-1-1 emergency communications
services. Motion passed unanimously.

Traffic Safety and Transportation Board

Councilor Marshall said listening to the community's reaction to the NDAs'
taking over direct responsibility for traffic safety issues was enlightening. His
current conclusion from the input was both eye-opening and disappointing. The
most disappointing was the fact that over a year and one-half ago, the
community was saying that the neighborhoods knew what was best for them and
wanted a say in what is going on. Now, when faced with that opportunity, the
NDAs are saying they should not be forced to make that change. This is the kind
of change for which people have worked hard. When faced with a change that
simply proposed to empower neighborhoods, some individuals reacted
defensively and threateningly. He hoped that change would not be put off until
there was an issue that needed to be fixed. Instead, he urged people to look for
ways to make the City and its NDAs vibrant and healthy through participation.
Citizens have given up local control for too long. A democratic republic is
participatory government. He heard from citizens that many of them do not trust
any government. Change does not mean taking something away from or forcing
something upon citizens. He heard comments like "include us in your plans; let
those who will be effected by your visions, participate in the debate; help us see
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the benefits because some are more apparent than others; work first to
consensus; it's not that we need to agree, but we need to be included."

It was moved by Councilor Marshall and seconded by Councilor Lancaster
to table the proposed Traffic Safety and Transportation Board (TSTB)
ordinance until such time as these citizen requests are filled.

Councilor Kappa supported the motion, but he was frustrated. There are
regional events and regulations taking place in the areas of planning,
transportation, and salmon recovery that will impact Milwaukie. He wanted a
board that would accept Council direction and work on regional issues.
Milwaukie needs to be a part of these regional events and discussions.

Councilor King apologized for not communicating with the NDAs and looked
forward to a community-based decision.

Mayor Tomei said, as candidates, Councilors made a commitment to
communication. Listening to citizen comments over the past few week has been
a painful experience. Councilors are citizens who came out of the NDAs to work
for all citizens. The Councilmembers have no axes to grind and have nothing to
gain from these decisions. She agreed that the Council was remiss in not talking
to the NDAs first, but it was not a mistake. Council moved forward on what it
thought was a great idea but misjudged how to go about implementing it. It has
been painful to be accused of being dishonest and disingenuous. Council is a
group of regular citizen who volunteers dozens of hours, and she urged citizens
to give them some credit and move on.

Councilor Marshall found the false accusations to be disheartening and
disappointing after dedicating so many hours to the community. Councilors
came out of the NDAs and continue to support them strongly.

Motion passed unanimously.

Board and Commission Appointments

With the consensus of Council, Mayor Tomei appointed Mart Hughes and Edie
Kerbaugh to the Park and Recreation Board and Jim Bernard to the Riverfront
Board.

Mayor Tomei noted that in her letter of resignation from the Riverfront Board,
Dodie Linder recommended Jim Bernard take her place as the Milwaukie
Downtown Development Association (MDDA) representative. The MDDA Board
also took the matter under advisement, and Bernard was selected.
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OTHER

Bartlett asked the Council to waive its rules to consider a resolution stating
Milwaukie's continued participation with the cities of Oregon City and Gladstone
in the development of a skatepark near Clackamette Park in Oregon City.

Councilor King asked if there was any response from the School District, and
Bartlett said parties were working on an agreement to move the skate structure
built last summer to Milwaukie Middle School.

Councilor Lancaster asked if this resolution committed funds, and Bartlett
responded that the City has not committed anything beyond $2,500 for initial
facility design. The proposed agreement was non-binding and did not commit
additional funds without Council approval.

Councilor Lancaster asked if there were any preliminary cost estimates for a
regional skatepark, and Bartlett said he would provide information.

It was moved by Councilor Marshall and seconded by Councilor Lancaster
to adopt the resolution possible development of a skatepark. Motion
passed unanimously.

1. Councilor King requested time on the upcoming work session agenda to
discuss the open forum concept.

2. Councilor Kappa requested time on the same agenda to discuss regional
water issues and the Metro Policy Advisory Committee (MAPC) Outreach
Subcommittee.

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7. With the concurrence of Council, Councilor Marshall directed staff to provide
an adequate supply of candy for the parade.
