Another Record Year

Ledding Library’s Director Katie Newell announced that the
Library has just completed another year of remarkable
accomplishments. For fiscal year 2013, 7/1/12-6/30/13, the
Library checked out 720,951 items. This is the third year in a row
that we've circulated over 700,000 items! DVDs and videos
continue to be our most popular collections with 245,911 going
out. During the past year, we added 2,550 new patrons, giving us
a total of 19,364 registered users. Our volunteers gave us close to
9,600 hours of their time. Think about it — 9,600 hours! That's
almost 5 fulltime workers! We had 539 programs with 15,580
people attending. Our patrons have used our internet computers
32,530 times and we had 263,163 patron visits for the fiscal year.
Impressive numbers!

That Adults Will Like Too!

As the hot days of summer linger on, you might find that Family Movie
Night occurs more than once a week! It’s a conundrum to find movies
that your kids will love and won’t leave you cringing or yawning. Here’s a
partial list of great family films available at your Clackamas County
Libraries:

For Younger Kids:

Beauty and the Beast (1991): One of the only animated films to be
nominated for Best Picture at The Academy Awards, this enduring love
story is bound to please the whole gang. It includes a wonderful score by
Alan Menken and the late Howard Ashman.

The Incredibles (2004): This Pixar charmer tells the tale of a family of
superheroes living undercover in the suburbs who are forced out of
retirement to save the world from destruction.

The Wizard of Oz (1939): Can you ever forget that feeling you had
when Dorothy leaves the black and white world of the Kansas plains and
opens the door to the Technicolor magic of the land of 0z? Share it
again with your kids.

Ratatouille (2007): Another great entry from Pixar studios and the mind
of Brad Bird, this charming film tells the story of Remy, a Paris sewer rat
with culinary ambitions. With a young restaurant worker as his partner,
he saves a restaurant and lives his dream.

Enchanted (2007): In a clever pairing of live action and animation, Amy
Adams shines as Giselle, a fairy tale princess forced into our world by an
evil queen. As she learns to exist in a different reality, she wins the heart
of a cynical lawyer and his six year old daughter.

Great Films for Everyone:

Secondhand Lions (2003): Michael Caine and Robert Duvall show their
acting chops in this sentimental tale of young Walter (Haley Joel
Osment), an introverted boy sent to live with his eccentric uncles for the
summer. This is a coming-of-age story with a twist.

The Princess Bride (1987): Swordplay, giants, rodents of unusual size,
torture in the pit of despair. The road to true love is never easy in this
quirky fairy tale. Not to view The Princess Bride would be inconceivable!
Charlie and the Chocolate Factory (2005): You can’t beat the
combination of quirky director Tim Burton and the acting of Johnny
Depp. Together, they give this beloved children’s book by author Roald
Dahl an exciting visual interpretation. Adorable British Freddie Highmore
will steal your heart as Charlie.

Babe (1995): This lovely little tale of a pig who thinks he’s a sheepdog
and the farmer that loves him is sure to delight the whole family.

Back to the Future (1985): The first (and best) of the time traveling
series from the eighties has enough action for the kids and inside jokes
for the adults to keep everyone happy. Remember leg warmers?

Up (2009): This Academy Award-nominated animated adventure speaks
of enduring love as well as helium. Have some tissues ready for the
marriage montage in the early part of the film.

This is only a small sampling of the great family faire available with just a
swipe of your library card. So grab the kids and the popcorn and chill out
with a library DVD tonight!
