The five hundred fiftieth regular meeting!of the Council was
held on the twenty-sixth day of January 1942.

The meeting was called to order by Maycr Roberts.

Present: HMayor Roberts; Councilmen Newman, Walden, Sperr and
Kemmerer; Water superintendant Bevington, Marshel Rigdon, Off-
ieer Burbank, Deputy Treasurer Farrington, Attorney Adams, and
Recorder Martin. Absent: Councilman Makin and Fire Chief. Lewellyn.

The minutes of the five hundred forty-ninth regular meeting
of the Council held on the twelfth day of January 1842 were read
and approved as read. !

Ordinsnce Number 420, AN ORDINANCE requiring property own-
ers or those ln possession of real property as tenants to keep
sidewalks cleer 'of snow and other debris and providing a penalty,
was taken up and read. Ordinance Number 420 was read for the
second and third times by title only with the comsent of the Coun-
cil and put on its passage with the following results being had.
Ayes: Newman, Walden, Sperr and Kemmerer. Nays: None. Ordinance
Number 420 passed the Council.

Ordinance Number 421, AN ORDINANCE providing that the City
Marshal may cause vehicles left on the Clty streets or roadways
for more than 72 consecutive hours, to be placed iIn storage and
providing for the collection of the removal to storage charges;
was tsken up for the first'time end read,

It was moved by Newman and seconded by Sperr that Ordinance
Fumber 421 be amended by changing the time to 36 hours. Motion
carried and so ordered.

Ordinance Number 421 as amended was read for the second and
thard times by title only with the congent of the Council and put
on its passage with the following results being had. Ayes: New-
man, Walden, Sperr, and Kemmerer. Nays: None. Ordinance Num-
ber 421 as amended passed the Councal.

It was moved by Newman and seronded by Walden that the City
purchase a 16 slide Kardex Vigsible Filing Cabinet for the Water
department. Motion carried and so ordered.

. The Mayor read a communication from Sheriff Reaksecker with
regard to the City installing a short wave radio to be connected
with the State Pollce sending station. The Mayor also reported
that the Fire Chlef and Mr., Hoesly were working on such a radio.

It was moved by Kemmerer amd seconded by Newman that the
City Attorney be requested to prepare an Ordinance for ligensing
Passenger Busses, operatlng for hire, traveling on the streets of
Milwaukie; the fee to be $25.00 per year for each vehicle. Mot~
ion cerried and so ordered.

It was moved by Newman and seconded by Walden that the, foll-
owing bills be sllowed and that the Recorder be directed to issue
warrents for the payment of same.
