MEETING OF FEBRUARY 24, 1941.

The five hundred twenty-eighth regular meeting of the
Council was held on the twenty-fourth dsay of February 1941.

The mee¢ting was celled to order by Mayor Roberts.

Present: Mayor Roberts, Councilmen Newman, Makin, Walden,
Sperr, Water Superintendant Bevington, Fire Chief Lewellyn,

Marshal Rigdon,Police Chief Jacob, Attorney Adams, and Recorder
Martin. Absent: Councilman Gillem.

The minutes of the five hundred twenty-seventh regular meet-
ing of the Council, held on the tenth day of February 1941, were
read and approved as read.

It was moved by Newman and seconded by Walden that Mrs.,
Farrington continue as Deputy Treasurer during the absence of the
Treasurer in Morch 1941 at seventy five dollars ($75.00) per month
Motion carried and so ordered.

A comrmunication from C.B.McCullogh, Assistant Chief Engin-
eer of the Oregon State Highway Commission, Vas read.

It ves moved by Sperr and seconded by Walden that the Racorder
request the Portland General Electric Co. to make a survev and est-
imate the cost of moving the Arc light now at 40th and Kihg streets
to 40th and Llewellyn streets, and the light now at 28th and
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Harrison streets to West 29th and Harrison streets. Motilon carr-
ied and s¢ ordered,

A communication from Mr. Chsrles T,Gillem, in which he ten-
dered his resignation from the Council,was read.

It was moved by Makin and seconded by Wewman that the Coun-
cil accept Mr. Gillem's resignation. Motion carried and so order-

was read.

It was moved by Newman and seconded by Makin that the follow-
ing bills be allowed snd that the Recorder be directed to i1ssue
warrents for the payment of same.

It was moved by Makin and seconded by Walden that the matter
be tabled until the regular meeting of the Council on March 10,
1941 in order that the Council members could make proper investi-
gation, Motion carried and so ordered.

A resolution protesting the proposed United States Housing
Project in Milwaukie, signed by M.S.3hrock as chairman of a mass
meeting of citizens held in Milwaukie February 19, 1941 was read.

A communicatlon azpproving the proposed United States Housing
Projeet for Milwaukie, signed by John Washburn, secretary of The
American Security Union, was read.

Petitions approving the proposed United States Housing Pro-
ject for Milwaukie, were presented tc the Council by Mrs. Annie
Hughs.

8 It was voted by citizens present that the Council hold a
special meeting on Monday March 3, 1941.

Mr. Sperr was appointed to investigate the necessity of stop
gign on Jefferson street at Main.

Mr. Sperr was requested to contact Mr. Milln regardaing the
setting of a grade for a sidewalk at the A.E.Linde property on
29th street.

It was moved by Makin and seconded by Walden that the Recorder
contact Mullan's Garage and request that the washing of cars on
Jackson street be stopped. Motion carried and so ordered.

It was moved by Makin and seconded by Sperr that the City
purchase Lot 27, Block 3 Robert's Re-plat, for the sum of twenty
dillars. ($20.00) Motion carried and so ordered.

It was moved by Mekin and seconded by Walden that the City
Hall and Parks Committee be guthorized to proceed with with the
proper grading and preparing the ground for the lawn in the City
Hall grounds. Motion carried and so ordered.

It was moved by Newman and seconded by Makin that the Hunting-
ton Rubber Mills be auvthorized to re-cap two tires for the Water
Department Truck at four dollars snd eight cents ($4.08) each.
Motion carried and so orédered.

On motion duly made and seconded the Councll adjourned.
