MEETING OF FEBRUARY 28, 1944.
COUNCIL CHAMBERS 599th MEETING

The five hundred ninty-ninth regular meeting of the Council
was held on the twenty-eiphth day of February 1944.

The meeting was called to order by ¥ayor Roberts.

Present: Mayor Roberts, Councilmen Bevington, McClure,Saprr
and Rowe; Treasurer Farrington, Water Superintendant Counsell, Fire
Chief Fenton, Officer Hartwick, and Recorder Martin. Absent; Coun-
c1lman Newman.

The minutes of the five hundred ninty-eighth regular meeting
of the Council held on the forteenth day of February 1944, were read
and approved as read.

It was moved by Bev1ng+on and seconded by bperr that Ordinance .
Number 349 be amended and that the business district therein mention-
ed shall include the following: "All property within the City limits
west of the center lime of 2lst Street" Motion carried and so ordered

Fire Chief Fenton reported his findings at the building now
under congtruction at Block 2 Streib's First Addition. Mr. Fenton
stated that 1n his opinion the building woula be unsafe for occupancy.
The Recorder was raquested to write to the owner of the building and
request his presence st the next regular meeting of the Council to
show cause why tne building permit should not be revoked.

Mr. Garling came before the Council and requested a permit to
operate a pool hall and card room in Milwaukie. It was moved by Rowe
and seconded by Bevington that the permit be not granted. Motion
carried and so ordered

Ordinance Number 445, AN ORDINANCE amenaing Ordinance Number
424 by changing the minimum water charge ana by eliminating reduced
rates during May-June and Julv-August, was read for tne first tiume
Ordinance Number 445 was read the second snd third times by title
only with the concent of the Council and put on 1ts passage with the
following results being nad: Ayes: Bevingbton, Mcclure, Sperr, and
Rowe. Nays: DNone, Ordinance Number B43 »nassed the “ouncil and was
g0 declarec by the Mayor.

Ordinance Number 446, ~N ORDINANCE regulating the businesces
of hospitals, convalescent homes, homes for the aged and infirm in
¥ilwaukie and providing for the licensing of such establishments,
was read for the first time. Ordinance Number #4#5 was read the sec-
ond and third times bv title only with the concent of the Council,
and put on 1ts passage with the following results belng had, Ayes:
Bevington, McClure, Sperr,and Rowe. Nays: None. Ordinance Number
448 passed the Counoll and was so declared by the Mayor.

Mr Harry Dean appeared before the “ouncil and recuested that
the Citvy put gravel on the south side of Jefferson street along the
Episcopal Church property. It was agreed to comply with the request.

It was moved by Bevington and seconded by McClure that the
Treasurer be authorized to have one year's supply of water bille
printed. Motion carried and so ordered.

It was moved by Rowe and seconded by Bevington that McCready
Lumber Co, be Tequested to appear before the Youncil ana show cause
why they should not get a permit to do adartion or alteration to

, their building at Main and Harrison streets. Motion carried and so
ordered.

It was moved by Rowe and seconded by Bevington that the foll-
owing bills be allowed and that the Recorder be directed to 1ssue
warrants for the payment of same,
