MEETING OF MAY 11, 1953

COUNCIL CHAMBERS 820th MEETING

The eight hundred twentieth regular meeting of the Council wus held on
the eleventh day of May,1953

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Mullan.

Present: HMayor Mullan, Councilmen Shook, Clay, Klein and Wright; Man-
ager Sperr,Attorney Kirkpatrick and Recorder Martin.

The minutes of the eight hundred ninteenth regular meeting of the Coun-
cil, held on the twenty-seventh day of April,were approved as written.
