MEETING OF NOVEMBER 13, 1944

COUNCIL CHAMBERS 616th MEETIKG

The six hundred sixteenth regular meeting of the Council
was held on the thirteenth day of November 1944.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Roberts.

Present: Mayor Roberts; Councilmen Newman, Bevington,
Sperr and Rowe; Water Buperintendant Counsell, Auditor FPhillips,
Officer Butler, and Recorder Martin. Absent: Councilman McClure,
Treasurer Walcott and Fire Chief Lewellyn.

The minutes of the six hundred fifteenth regular meeting of
the Council held on the twenty-thlrd day of October 1944 were read
and approved as read,

The matter of purchasing a police car was discussed. Auditor
Phillips stated that in as much as the City was paying out close to
$50.00 per month to operate a praivately owned car,that in his opin-
ion a new car owned by the City would be a considerable saving and
help pay for i1tself over a period of three years. A warrant on the
emergency fund was ordered drawn in an amount to cover the cost of
a new car, and Mrs Newman, Mr. Phillips and Officer Butler were
authorized to purchase the car,

Mr. R.A.Nelson, and Silas Peake, representing the elementary
schools and Union High school, appeared before the Council and reqg-
uested that either a bicycle path or street_be opened at the north
end of 23rd Street to connect wath Kellogg Fark. They pointed out
