A special meeting was held November 30, 1933 for the purpose of further
considering Civics Works Progects and the financing thereof pursuant to the call of
Mayor Nlller. Present: MNayor Miller; Councilmen, Dean, Sanders, Shrock and Walsh,

City Marshal Keck and Recorder Adams, .

Councilman Dean stated that the Civics Works authorities were clamoring for
more projects upon which to put men to work and suggested that Milwaukis put in
applications for the coustruction of more projects for the reasons that Milwaukie
should do its share towards cooperating with the Government and in relieving the
unemployed of ¥ilwaukie and thet it would be an excellent opportunity for ilwaukie
to mak .1mprovements, repairs and replacements at a low cost which imphovements,
repalrs and replacements would have to be made in any event within the next few years,
Mr. Dean stated that the zovermment would supply all the labor and approximately nrue-~
half the costs of méterials on civies works projects and estimated that Milwaukie's
would recelve five dollars to each one expended on the projectsa
