Klein Point will include a small plaza
overlooking the confluence of
Johnson Creek and the Willamette
River and interpretive signage
explaining historical aspects

of the area as well as habitat
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enhancements being completed
by the Johnson Creek Watershed
Council.

to create a riffle near an exposed
sewer pipe that crosses the Creek
and installed one of several

The Riverfront Board meets on the third Wednesday
of every month at 6 p.m. at the Pond House (near the
Library downtown.

Milwaukie Riverfront Park is a 6.5 acre park located
west of McLoughlin Blvd., Johnson Creek to the north
and the Kellogg Wastewater Treatment Plant to the
south.
