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Storm Water Quality Facility Maintenance Guidelines:

This document provides guidance for completing the inspection and maintenance schedules of water quality facilities based on the City’s approved Stormwater Management Manual.

The sediment and debris will be disposed of at an approved disposal site.

Underground drywells or Underground Injection Facilities:

Inspection: Inspect annually prior to rainy season.

Maintenance: Remove sediment from base of drywell (to bottom of rings and/or sand) annually. Piped underground injection facilities: Clean with high pressure nozzle semi annually, remove water and sediment.

Rain Garden:

Inspection: Inspect annually prior to rainy season.

Maintenance: Remove all sediment, garbage and weeds annually. Replace any vegetation as needed.

Water Quality Vault/Manhole:

Inspection: Inspect annually prior to rainy season.

Maintenance: Remove sediment in sump semi annually.

Bio-Swale:

Inspection: Inspect annually prior to rainy season.

Maintenance: Remove all sediment, garbage and weeds annually. Replace vegetation as needed.

Ditch Inlet and/or Catch Basins:

Inspection: Inspect annually prior to rainy season.

Maintenance: Keep grates clear of debris at all times, remove debris from sump semi annually.

Storm Sedimentation Manhole:

Inspection: Inspect annually prior to rainy season.

Maintenance: Remove sediment from sump semi annually.
Storm Pipe:

Inspection: Inspect all assets tied to storm mains for sediment annually.

Maintenance: Clean pipes with high pressure nozzle semi annually.
Detention Pond:

Inspection: Inspect annually prior to rainy season.

Maintenance: Remove sediment from bottom of pond semi annually. Clean associated pond inlet/outlet structures, and overflow weirs with high pressure nozzle semi annually.
