Historic Milwaukie NDA Minutes 9-13-10

The meeting was called to order by Chair Dion Shepard at 6:30 PM at the library pond house. Special guests included Mayor Ferguson, Councilor Chaimov, and Police Chief Jordan. Our city liaison was JoAnn Herrigel. At total of 18 people attended the meeting
First to speak was Linda Hedges. Linda is Milwaukie’s emergency coordinator. She brought several handouts regarding emergency preparedness. Linda was instrumental in creating Milwaukie’s emergency preparedness network. She is working on organizing CERT teams, and has so far 6 designated emergency shelters and is hoping more will be added. These shelters will be different from the Red Cross in that Red Cross shelters are not announced until after the emergency strikes. The shelters will have at a minimum blankets, heat and food.
There will be a CERT team organizational meeting at the end of September. Each member will be assigned a shelter site and trained in the FRS radio system. This is being coordinated with the Milwaukie police department. More information is available at MilwaukiePSF.org or by contacting Linda at Linda@hammy.org. 

Next Officer John Truong updated us on recent police business. One officer has recently resigned making 2 positions now open. John asked if there were any questions and he was asked questions about the number of detectives in the department, photo radar, speed enforcement and animal control. He was also asked about the Neighborhood Watch Program.
Third was Nicole West from the city representing the Walk Safely Milwaukie Program.

She also had handouts for the group.  The first was on changes to Milwaukie school zones. School zones are being changed to comply with new state laws and to make them more consistent. The changes will be going to city council for approval later this month.
The WSMP is funded though the state gas tax, Milwaukie’s revenue from the tax is being increased. Some of it is going to streets repair but part of it will fund the WSMP. There are three types of projects that may qualify for their share of $47,000 the first year and $100,000 the following two years. NDA’s need to submit there walk safely reports by Jan 1, 2011. Our October meeting will be dedicated to addressing this opportunity.
Annie suggest we develop a questionnaire to get input from the neighborhood and include contact information so they can be kept up to date and made aware of the meetings.
The Historic Milwaukie NDA will hold an election forum on October 20th at 6:30 PM at the Episcopal Church. Everyone felt it was important to get the word because it will be held after the ballots are mailed.  Ray made a motion to use $75 in grant money to pay for the room. It was passed.
The final agenda item was reserved for announcements and any other issues someone wanted to raise.
We will be hosting a down town cleanup on Saturday October 9th. From 9 AM until 12 PM
We had a discussion on Kronberg Park cleanup and master planning.

We also had a discussion on downtown planting and maintenance of the landscaping. 

October 1st will be opening of sculpture garden at city hall along with the First Friday event.
City Manager candidates have been interviewed by a representative of each NDA.
