ISNA MEETING MINUTES – MAY 13, 2010

1. ProTECT STUDY: Dr. Craig Warden, Medical Director for the Clackamas Fire District #1 and an Associate Professor of Emergency Medicine at OHSU, spoke about the ProTECT study. It is a research study designed to see if progesterone, a hormone normally found in our bodies, can reduce the amount of brain damage caused from a traumatic brain injury (TBI). Because a person with a TBI will not be able to give consent at the time of injury and there might not be enough time to locate and speak with the person’s legal guardian about the study prior to implementing use of progesterone, researchers are providing information to the public regarding the study and the opportunity to “OPT OUT” of the study.

2. HYDROPLANE RACES: Mike Johnson of CORA and Mike Lueck of the American Legion Milwaukie POST 180 spoke about plans for the boat races to return to the Jefferson Street Boat Ramp on June 12 and 13th from 10am – 6pm. Carolyn Tomei expressed her dismay with the amount of noise the event created and was curious to know what amount of money was raised last year for the boat portion vs. the crusie in portion of the event. She also questioned the %age that went to RAH vs. the Oregon Military Department.

Alicia Hamilton questioned where they were in the permitting process. They have submitted all necessary permits and are waiting for a City Council Hearing to discuss the Noise Variance permit as well as waiting for final approval from the US Coast Guard.

Alicia suggested that any other questions for Mike are presented to him  in an e-mail that she would write that they could respond to and present to the ISNA.

3. MILWAUKIE DAZE 5K WALK/RUN: Lisa Shippy spoke about the May 22nd event that is being put on to raise money for the Milwaukie Daze event in July.
