Island Station Neighborhood Association
9th September Meeting Minutes

CALL TO ORDER: Meeting was held at the Sewage Treatment Plant. Meeting began at 6:30.

JULY MINUTES: Motion to approve July’s minutes was seconded and passed.

CITY COUNCIL POSITION 2: Dave Hedges and Chris Stark joined the meeting to share their positions. They are running for the same position on the Milwaukie City Council.

Dave Hedges, a retired police officer, spoke first. Originally from the United Kingdom, Dave has lived in Milwaukie for over ten years. He values the construction of light rail and holds some concerns about station security. He argued for improved interaction between neighborhood associations and city council, a system which he says is broken. Chris Stark works with marriage ministries and owns a martial arts school in downtown Milwaukie. His goal is to work within local families themselves, as a key to improving community. He believes the council needs family-oriented members as well as local business owners. He wishes to fix the connection between residents and the city council and is working on uniting downtown businesses.

The Chair opened the moment to questions. Carolyn Tomei asked how the two had been involved in their neighborhood associations. Hedges stated that he attends and participates in discussions of his NDA. His wife is secretary. Stark admitted to missing most of his meetings due to schedule constraints.
There will be a candidates’ forum at city hall on October 4th at 6:30 p.m. It will be televised by Willamette Falls Television.

PEDESTRIAN FOOTBRIDGE: Alex Campbell brought and shared the current designs for a footbridge crossing Kellogg Lake. Elevation changes, trees and the floodplain will call for an elevated boardwalk connecting downtown Milwaukie to the crosswalk on Mcloughlin. The project is still seeking grants from national and state grants.

The Chair expressed appreciation that the city appears to consider this bridge a priority. Campbell noted that local fundraising may be required once the project is underway.

WALK SAFELY MILWAUKIE PROGRAM: This program seeks to empower NDAs to fund projects with priority. The 2010/11 year presents $47,000 funding for development of pedestrian amenities and relevant street design.

MILWAUKIE ROTARY: Casey Clark informed the association that the rotary was teaming up with Portland Parks and Recreation to care for Elk Rock. They are interested in engaging in work at Spring Park, as well. Recently, the Milwaukie Rotary had 17 volunteers working on the island. The rotary is excited to team up with the Boy scouts and cub scouts for related activities.

ELK ROCK ISLAND: Mark Wilson joined us again this week to stress that camping and fires of any sort are not allowed on the island. 

It was shared that the fire department has been responding to calls about campfires on the island and recommended that they be contacted in those instances.

Enforcement of these regulations is difficult. Mark is working on establishing procedures with the City of Portland and the City of Milwaukie and their police departments. He is also working to get Dunthorpe residents to keep an eye on the west side of the island.

EMERGENCY NETWORK: Mary Weiss informed us that tents, water purifiers and first aid trauma kits have been purchased. The neighborhood will be holding a get together on September 18th to practice setting up the rather large tent and determining its reliability. They are seeking about 4-8 volunteers.

A motion to provide money to pay to feed volunteers was seconded and passed.

TREASURER’S REPORT: The treasurer was unavailable for this meeting. The report was submitted for the minutes. According to the treasurer:
The Island Station Account began in August with a total deposit of $22,212.00  There were six payments made during the months of August and September including Neighborhood picnic, Daze Festival, Community Outreach and Emergency Preparedness Committee pre-authorized purchases for services and items.  A total of $1624.58 was spent, leaving our current balance at $20,587.42.  
 
I did attempt to contact two outstanding debts listed inlcuding the Milwaukie Museum and Milwaukie High school, however phone calls were not returned and addresses not provided to allow for payment.  In addition, at this point only one payment has been made through bill pay, placing at risk the $250.00 bonus offerred by Key Bank. Although I did encourage services and items to be paid by Bill Pay. direct checks were requested from the Treasurer.  
 
Finally, I created a Purchase Order Form to be filled out, and signed by both President and Treasurer before payments are made for services/goods.  This will ensure the record keeping is clear.  All payments made are listed below:
