· Suggested look at theme of How Public Art Makes a Difference
· He wants to do a photography or video project highlighting how art has ‘exploded’ in Milwaukie in the last decade.
2. High School Purple Glove Project

· Two students met with us to film us moving to the music, purple hands raised to support for Relay for Life (cancer benefit).
· Filmed with joy and silliness in the Sculpture Garden!
3. City Council Meeting on revising city Code

· Beth Ragel presented to CC with Lynn Kelland and Jason Lavery (Dizzy) to consider revising the City code to include language for incorporating murals in commercial and industrial zones.

· CC wants #’s that reflect staff time involved in that process.
·  Two City Councilors were not sure if a review process was necessary while three indicated they thought some review was necessary. One Councilor thought the committee should have consulted the NDAs before bringing the issue to the Council.
· Since we need to present an update on our work in August, it might be opportunity to lay groundwork for this process as viable and valuable for Milwaukie

· To keep mural project alive: 

A. Look into grants

B. work within parameters of current sign code

C. document current murals and their impact/presence

D. determine if there are businesses/artists interested in incorporating a mural on their building

4. Mural preservation project:
· Jeff was contacted about need to repair a historic-themed mural removed from Howard Dietrich’s building/side of Chopsticks 

· Original artist and Gary Michaels offered to do repairs

· Need for conversation, perhaps at neighborhood meetings, for interest in restoring and finding a “home” for this piece.

· Suggested a meeting of all parties concerned would be appropriate to discuss the process and possibility and value of re-installing the mural

· Could it be installed with the riverfront project? The new light rail station?
· Beth said she would contact Howard Dietrich about seeing the mural where it is stored.
