Other Items
· Eric proposed we have a photo project between Oak Grove and Milwaukie.  Residents or students from Oak Grove would take photos of Oak Grove and Milwaukie residents or students would take photos of Milwaukie. · Grant requests are due in October.  Coral suggested making historic theme tiles sponsored by Milwaukie businesses and displayed at their business.  A youth organization would be brought in to help with the project. Beth thought a project with the new M.O.V.E center could be good—maybe a poetry or creative writing workshop or some kind of art show. The group will discuss more at their Sept. meeting.

· Flash project – Eric will let us know the date in October. The thought is to have artMob members’ paint with easels while the Century Theater members come around and critique the work.  Dizzy has 4 easels.

· Beth and Jeff gave a recap of the City Council joint work session meeting.  City Council members were impressed with everything artMob has done to date.  One Councilor asked what artMOB would like from the Council and they relayed that they want support for the mural program.
