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Meeting Notes
April 13, 2009, 7pm
Public Safety Building

Introductions and Welcome: David Aschenbrenner, Chairman; in attendance were Pat Duval, Staff Liaison, Councilor Deborah Barnes, Gary Parkin, City Engineering, Police Chief Bob Jordan, and 8 neighbors
Police Report: Chief Jordan distributed a crime statistics report for the neighborhood. He said some federal stimulus money is available to hire new officers, but he wants to take a conservative approach to hiring so that the officers are protected in their positions after the 4th year of the grants when their salaries become the responsibility of the city. There also is a $30k grant available for changing over radio equipment to digital and other equipment for sending traffic data direct to the court system. The Chief invited anyone interested in attending this year’s Citizens Police Academy to complete the application and return it to the police station.
Kellogg Wastewater Treatment  Councilor Barnes reported that last week every member of the Community Partnership group agreed to address Milwaukie’s request to remove the Kellogg Wastewater Treatment Plant and that this will be written into an agreement.  All jurisdictions covered will have to agree to move the treatment plant to Oregon City, but this is an important and long-awaited step forward
Minutes: Pat Rollison made the motion, Darlene Albertson seconded, and the previous meeting’s minutes were approved as written.

Information: 

COHO for Kellogg Group are working toward rehabilitation of the salmon habitat in Kellogg Lake after the dam is removed. They attend public meetings, raise funds and do rehab work in the wetlands. There is federal stimulus money from NOAA in supporting the project.
First Budget Committee meeting is April 23rd.

Farmers Market opens May 11th.

Grants:  Checks were written for MPSF and the PTA Carnival.  A motion was made by Mr Bischoff and seconded by Mrs Rollison to commit $1,000 to Milwaukie Days, the motion passed 7 to 2. 
Parks Report:  Sarah Smith reported that the grand re-opening of Homewood Park was a great success, and many families are enjoying the new play structure and picnic areas. 
Public Safety Advisory Committee Report: Dave Hedges reported that the Officer and Reserve Officer of the Year Award Dinner was a big success and that it will likely be held at the Masonic Lodge again next year. Revised by-laws have been submitted to Council for review. The Milwaukie Public Safety Foundation actually paid for the Officer of the Year dinner, and continues to raise funds for the sustainability of the K-9 project and other projects of benefit to the police department.  MPSF is seeking Board members – contact Dave Hedges if interested. 
Projects Update:
Railroad Avenue School Zone: Gary Parkin of City Engineering reported that as the police department does not feel that the Railroad Avenue zone does not conform to school zone criteria (sidewalks, etc), and that the flashing lights on Monroe at Garrett are not that helpful, it is likely that the result will be the removal of the school zone on Railroad Avenue and putting one in at Home Avenue and Park, with eventual relocation of flashing lights to that location. He was asked to be sure that the city puts some replacement signage on Railroad, such as “Children at Play” or “Slow – Children Playing”.  Another neighbor requested that a reduced speed zone should still exist, such as 30mph. 
Capital Improvements in the budget will include an attempt to renew the bid for a Quiet Zone. Also, about 90% of the funding will be used to upgrade existing lines. 

The neighborhood clearly wishes the city to begin whatever preliminary work that they can now toward the future Railroad Avenue project. Any early engineering, surveys or other work should be started now. 
Snow Storm Response by Public Works:  The draft letter was approved with removal of paragraph and it will be sent to Council, City Manager, and Public Works.
Linwood NDA Support Letter:
A letter of support will be sent to County Commissioners, OIT Tri-Met, Clackamas Community College and City Council and City Manager
Next Meeting will be 7pm on May 11th.  Elections will be held for Chair, Secretary and Treasurer.  Mr. Aschenbrenner announced that he will be stepping down as Chair after more than 10 years.
