Meeting Notes
7:00pm, April 9, 2012
Public Safety Building Community Room
Introductions and Welcome: Mary Weaver, co-Chair, led the meeting. Present: Chief Bob Jordan, MPD, Co-Chair Linda Hedges, Parks and Gardens Director Sarah Smith, Treasurer David Aschenbrenner, Staff Liaison Pat Duval, Kelli Moosbrugger, PSU Masters Student, Ron Stewart, North Clackamas SD Asst. Supt for Operations, Councilor Dave Hedges, and 7 neighbors
Milwaukie Police Update: Chief Jordan distributed the monthly property crime stats. He reported that suspects have been detained by West Linn and Lake Oswego Police Departments and their suspects may also have been involved in the recent spate of home burglaries in Milwaukie. There has since been a decline in burglaries.
The Chief reported that the Police Department was collaborating with the four elementary school principals and middle school principal this year to be able to include all the city’s public schools in the Bike Give-away. The Police department last year gave away to children at Lewelling Elementary School reconditioned bikes that had been previously recovered as lost or stolen bikes. Given along with the bikes were custom-fitted bike helmets, a blinky light and a bike lock. The Police have had a smaller intake of bikes this year and so they are looking for neighbors who can donate bikes in reasonable working order that they or their children no longer use. Bikes can be brought to the Public Safety Building at 3200 SE Harrison Monday-Friday, 8am-5pm, or call 503-786-7400 (business number) to arrange for a pick-up. Donations of cash are also welcome. The donations are tax deductible through the Milwaukie Public Safety Foundation. 
The Third Annual Prescription Drug Take Back will be held from 10-2 on Saturday, April 28th at the Milwaukie Public Safety Building. Providence Milwaukie Hospital will provide medical staff and the Police Cadets and Public Safety Advisory Committee will staff the turn-in area in the parking lot. It’s a good idea to turn in expired or unused prescription drugs because they can be targets for residential burglars or visitors to your home because of street resale value of certain medications. It is environmentally unsound to flush medications down the toilet. Used sharps and used pill bottles can also be turned in.

Minutes from the March meeting were approved by consensus.
Treasurer and Grants  Report – David Aschenbrenner reported that we are “OK”. 
City Liaison Pat DuVal reported that the Budget Committee will begin public meetings on April 26th. First Friday will resume May 4th. The next topic of the Mayor’s Forum on Emergency Preparedness will be a presentation by the American Red Cross on Together We Prepare-Oregon at the Milwaukie Senior Center May 7th from 6:30-7:30pm. Pre-registration for this FREE event is online at http://emergemilwaukie2.doattend.com/. The Farmers Market will resume May 13th. Friends of the Ledding Library will have their annual plant sale on  May 12th at the Pond House. The Library is giving free classes on how to use your EReader. 
Parks and Community Garden Report: Sarah Smith reported that the trilliums are in bloom in Homewood Park. She reported that the lease with the School District has been signed, Planning permission has been approved and North Clackamas Parks will till the soil for the community garden when the soil is dry enough. Utilities should be located this week. Landscape East and West have offered to donate the materials for the hose connections in the garden, including pipe, back flow prevention, and hose bibs, and some of their employees will donate their time to install them. Wichita Sanitary Services has donated weekly garden debris pick-up during the growing season. Celebrate  Milwaukie Inc. is helping to finance the cost of fencing (quoted at $2801), along with discounted lumber by Milwaukie Lumber. City development costs and the cost of water meter installation are several thousand dollars. There is also a cost to NCSD for the lease. Insurance costs will be about $350. She reported that basic start-up costs for the garden will be at least $9,000. 15 plots have been reserved and the remaining 13 are available to others in the city. Four of those plots will be planted with vegetables to be donated to food banks. Plot costs will range from $30 to $55 or so per year, dependent upon the plot size. This should generate about $1195 in revenue. The garden should be self-sustaining once it is set up. There will be construction work parties at the garden throughout the spring. Neighborhood Main Street Project: Kelli Moosbrugger, a PSU Masters student, explained the project’s efforts so far, which include a community survey, visioning workshop and walking tours of the two targeted areas on 32nd Avenue and 42nd and King Road areas. She distributed a flyer that portrays the results from the workshops and survey input to date. These results for the 42nd and King Road area include wanting a small local restaurant, satellite library, gathering areas, small scale buildings and establishments and personal services such as book and craft stores, hair salons and even a pub. Councilor Hedges remarked that it was interesting that their survey had found considerable support for a satellite library branch when the Library Task Force’s survey had shown the opposite result.

The PSU students asked to be invited back in a couple months to present their final results and recommendations, which will be handed back to city staff for writing new zoning ordinances that will allow the desired kind of development to occur. 
Grants:  Linda Hedges requested that the previously approved purpose for the use of $298 remaining Awareness and Education funds remaining in the WSMP fund for our neighborhood be expanded to allow for the purchase of bikes, as well as bike helmets, lights and locks. Darlene Albertson seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Campbell Elementary School Security and Community Good Neighbor Asst. Supt. Ron Stewart and Chief Bob Jordan discussed the rise in criminal activity at the school since its closure, mostly vandalism. The Chief encouraged neighbors to report any suspicious activity as soon as they see it, either to 9-1-1 if they believe a crime is in progress, or the non-emergency number 503-786-7500 if they believe suspicious activity is going on. The Chief supports a “no broken window” policy, i.e., intolerance of any kind of criminal activity so the behavior does not escalate from smaller crimes to something worse. There was a discussion regarding lighting at the school. The School District has adopted a dark campus approach because they believe that where light is available people will gather, i.e., teens playing basketball or skateboarding. No cameras exist because of the cost to the school district (at least $9k). Supt. Stewart reported that there currently is school staff from the Services for English Language Learners program housed at the school so they are there Monday-Friday, and will be there throughout the summer. There is also a custodian and groundskeepers. They do check the grounds during the work day. There were questions by neighbors about the focus of the lighting and the amount of lighting; some neighbors felt the lights were too bright and incorrectly focused away from the school property and others felt there was not enough lighting, especially in the dark corners. 
The following understanding of commitments by NCSD and the neighborhood: 
1) NCSD and MPD to look into lighting for improvements (including motion-activated lighting in the dark areas; 
2) The MPD will continue collecting stats on criminal activity at the school site; 
3) NCSD will inform HCNDA on regular user agreements approved by school district for Campbell school; 
4) Question on whether the lower parking lot should be locked or left open – NCSD; 
5) NCSD asked to put Campbell activities on the district on-line calendar; 
6) Garden users will not be on school property after dark. With the garden open during the day and weekends, however, there will be more eyes on the property which should improve security during daylight hours; 
7) The custodian will be asked to walk and check the grounds daily; 
8) HCNDA asked NCSD to check into possible camera installation.
9) Neighbors who notice suspicious activity will immediately report it to either 9-1-1 or 503-786-7500.

Boards and Commissions report  
PSAC Report: Mary advised that she has been term limited as our representative and that a new rep should be voted in at the May meeting, to begin in July. 

Councilor’s Questions: Councilor Hedges was asked to report on the Baseball feasibility committee. He reported that this past week the economic feasibility was reported on by consultants, and he was told by members of the task force that the outcome was that the stadium complex would not produce any income for the city. The committee had discussed putting a more positive spin on this outcome when it presents the consultant information to Council. Councilor Hedges also reported that the city’s bi-annual (two year) budget is currently under discussion and that it will be necessary to cut services and staff to balance the budget, and that still means reserves will be tapped and no allocation has been made to meet the Tri-Met $5 million obligation. Water and waste treatment charges will have to be raised substantially to meet the city’s obligations to the county and to make necessary repairs to the infrastructure. He said he has asked the Finance Director to investigate what could be saved by closing the library to the minimum hours required in order to still retain county funding.
May elections: We discussed the necessity for new officers to volunteer, and a proposed new process that may encourage more involvement. Please see below for more information.
There was no further business. The meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.

An initial ballot for Chair will be distributed and a vote made. Ballots will be counted by our city liaison and the person with the majority of votes will be elected. Those who were nominated for Chair but not elected can, if they wish, roll their name into the Vice Chair ballot as a write-in candidate (if not having already been nominated for the Vice Chair position on the nominating ballot).
