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Meeting Notes
7:00pm, June 13, 2011
Public Safety Building Community Room
Introductions and Welcome: Mary Weaver, Chairperson, welcomed those who attended. Milwaukie Police Chief Bob Jordan, City Recorder and Staff Liaison Pat DuVal, Jason Smith, Blount International, City Councilman David Hedges, Jason Loomis representing Milwaukie Riverfront Board, Mary Weaver, David Aschenbrenner, Sarah Smith, Linda Hedges, Darin Smith, Frank Lamp (rep. Milwaukie Community Club), Renee White, Ruby Inman, Darlene Albertson, Wally Bischoff, Lars Campbell, and Glen Ropella.
Jason Smith, Blount International, introduced himself and outlined the history and current status of what used to be Oregon Chain Saw, then Omark and now Blount International, located in the industrial park on International Way. He described the environmental performance awards the company has won, their global operation, and their preparation for emergency response so that any incidents caused by their operations could be quickly and properly dealt with. He answered one neighbor’s question about purported dumping large amounts of water into the city’s water system (which was reported to cause brown water coming from household water pipes) and that he felt that would not have happened given the way that their system operates. He said most of their water is non-polluted in any way, comes from a groundwater well, and is discharged safely into Minthorn Creek. He left his company business card so that anyone with questions can contact him right away. One neighbor voiced the thanks of everyone for coming and talking about his company and making the effort to be a good neighbor to our community.

Milwaukie Police Update: Chief Jordan distributed the monthly property crime stats.  He reported that the new medical marijuana dispensary store that has opened on Bluebird and River Road has been operating as allowed and there have been no reports of crime on the premises. He reported that one individual from the Johnson Creek Secure Treatment Facility (JCSTF) will be allowed to have a pass for unescorted travel for school this fall. He also reported that the individual who assaulted a person in Portland and was sent back to the Oregon State Hospital has been replaced with another client. The JCSTF did have an attempted suicide incident. The person was transported with police escort to the hospital and has now been returned to the facility. The Psychiatric Board will make a decision as to whether his location at JCSTF will be revoked. 
The Chief advised that the person arrested recently at the Aquatic Center was a known predatory sex offender who used to live in Milwaukie. When he did live here the police department advised those living nearby of his status, but he eventually moved out of the city. He was arrested for his behavior at the Aquatic Center.

New cellphone law update: only hands free devices are acceptable, with a few exceptions. Texting is even more dangerous than using a hand-held cell phone. (After meeting note:  There are legislative amendments to the original cell phone use in motorized vehicles law that will take effect January 1, 2012, and which narrow down some of the exceptions previously allowed.)
A question by a neighbor as to whether bikes are supposed to use the sidewalk was answered no. They are to be using a bike lane or use the road as any other vehicle. 

A question by a neighbor about what to do about barking dogs was answered that Milwaukie Code Enforcement should contact the owner of the dog in question and advise them of their responsibilities. Code enforcement can escalate the level of enforcement if necessary. If a dog or person is in danger, a call to 503-786-7500 (police non-emergency) or 9-1-1 should be made.

Treasurer and  Grants  Report – David Aschenbrenner moved to approve a $500 grant to Milwaukie Festival Daze. Darin Smith seconded. The motion was approved unanimously. David Aschenbrenner moved that the cost for 500 magnets for the picnic be approved. Wally Bischoff and Darlene Albertson seconded the motion. It was approved unanimously.

The group agreed that a similar amount as last year should be spent on the August picnic, about $1500.

City Liaison Pat DuVal reported that the Grocery Co-Op meeting will be Tuesday night the 12th at 6:30pm at the PSB Community Room. City crews have been flushing the city’s fire hydrants to assure water is clean. Neighbors who have changed their phones should be sure to re-sign up for Code Red (on city’s website). There are 3 Board and Commission vacancies at this time (see city’s website). A new Assistant to the City Manager, Teri Bankhead, has been hired. The 5 year capital improvement plan is available on the city’s website.

Light Rail report – David Aschenbrenner reported that the Light Rail bridge has started construction. There was lively discussion over the proposed choices for artwork at the Tacoma Street, Park Avenue and Lake Road stations. Other discussion revealed strong support for a small-bus route looping through the Milwaukie neighborhoods and leading to the Light Rail stations, downtown and Milwaukie marketplace. One neighbor made the excellent suggestion that businesses in the industrial areas ought to be consulted so they can encourage the use of public transport by their employees. Tri-Met has not, so far, begun planning for connector bus service after light rail begins.www.trimet.org/pm/

Parks Report: Sarah Smith reported that she attended the North Clackamas School District’s board meeting and that the proposed Campbell Community Garden might still be possible but she is hesitant to invest in running water pipes and building raised beds without a long-term commitment from the School District. Sarah and David Aschenbrenner reported that they have been working with a sign maker for a wooden carved sign for Homewood Park. Some city restrictions prohibit placing a two-sided sign in front of the park so it is likely the sign will be attached to the railings on the Home Avenue side of the park. A proposed design was passed around. They are discussing the requirements with North Clackamas Parks and Recreation, which has reservations about allowing the sign to be different than at other parks they maintain.

Boards and Commissions reports

Riverfront Board. Jason Loomis reported on the beginning of work on the north end of the Riverfront Park, at Klein Point. Funding from Metro has allowed for some work on a nature trail to begin there. This is Phase 1 of the overall plan. The US Army Corps of Engineers has been dragging their feet for approval of a permit to start construction in or near the water. It may still be some time before that permit will be issued. Mr. Loomis distributed flyers showing the park plan. He was thanked for taking the time to come and talk to us and to help encourage better communication between the boards and commissions and the neighborhoods.
Campbell School replacement report:  Mary Weaver reported that the North Clackamas School Board has decided to take no action for use of the Campbell School property for a year, due to recent legislation that will allow open enrollment across district boundaries, which might mean more students would want to come to North Clackamas in the future. The School District will continue to discuss possible use of the property by North Clackamas Parks and Recreation and the Campbell community garden, and the District may relocate an existing district office in the building during the short term.
August 8th Neighborhood Picnic Planning: The third annual picnic will be held in Homewood Park in the open area by the play equipment on Home Avenue August 8th, 6-7:30pm. Volunteers were asked to assist with the set-up and clean-up, and solicitation of donations of raffle prizes. A postcard will be sent out to all neighbors in our boundary in late July. The menu will again be hot dogs but veggie dogs will be added, and both macaroni and potato salad will be available. We might also have frozen yogurt again this year. Discussion followed about equipment requirements and activities. Those willing to help should contact one of the NDA officers. A neighbor suggested that the principals for the two new schools our children will be attending should be invited to our picnic.
