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Meeting Notes
7:00pm, July 9, 2012
Public Safety Building Community Room
Introductions and Welcome: David Aschenbrenner, NDA Chair, led the meeting. Present: Chief Robert Jordan, Milwaukie Police Department, Vice Chair Lars Campbell, Parks and Gardens Director Sarah Smith, Secretary-Treasurer Linda Hedges, Staff Liaison Gary Parkin, PSAC Representative Mary Weaver, Councilor Dave Hedges and two neighbors
Milwaukie Police Update: Chief Jordan distributed the monthly property crime stats Tri-Met has requested noise variances for work in the north industrial area starting as soon as August. He has requested that the city require Tri-Met to reimburse the city for the cost of hiring an expert sound engineer to assist it with determination of results on possible noise violations as part of agreeing to the noise variance. He returned two noise variance requests for work to be done on the south and north ends of Kellogg Creek Bridge because they are more than a year away. 
Chief Jordan is participating in the Special Olympics Torch Run as a fundraiser and also coordinator for law enforcement for the route. 
The Chief was asked why fire marshals are allowed to cite for illegal fireworks and not police. He said that usually when the police find illegal fireworks (i.e. those that shoot into the air or explode – not those sold at Oregon fireworks stands) they confiscate them. When they are called to respond to noise violations they are authorized to deal with those complaints and will. 
The Chief was asked to clarify the area NCSD plans to fence at Campbell school. It will be the covered area on the lower level, between the office area and the south buildings and gym. There have been issues with people sleeping in the covered area and the school district feels that this may help with this security issue.
City Councilor:  Councilor Hedges was asked about what is happening on the baseball project. He reported that both a team must be identified by the end of July and provision for a new location for ODOT must also be identified by then. Whether these are achieved or not may determine the outcome decision to be made in August. 
City Liaison Gary Parkin (newly assigned to replace Pat DuVal) began to describe the paving projects on Harrison and Monroe but was asked to cover that later on the agenda.
Treasurer’s Report – Linda Hedges reported that we have a balance as of July 2nd of $1,567.86 in checking and $6022.0431 in savings.  July 20th we will receive this year’s city allocation of $4,000. This will bring our balance to $11,590.17. The Community Garden has spent $10,303.69, has had NDA grant allocations and grants and renter fees of $10,382.99, leaving a positive balance of $79.30.
Minutes from the June meeting Motion made by Sarah Smith to accept, Wally Bischoff seconded; they were approved.

Parks/Campbell Community Garden City Report:  Sarah reported that the garden plots are all rented. The grand opening of the garden was Friday June 22 at 4pm. Sarah Smith and Lars Campbell will approach the other six NDAs in September to explain the request for a multi-NDA grant request to help raise funds for Phase Two, which would include building a shed for the garden as well as off-set the construction costs from phase one. HCNDA has already passed a $500 grant toward this phase of the garden. Sarah is waiting for Tri-met or others to donate more wood chips to finish the paths. Crops are already being harvested and everything has really put on a lot of growth since the first of June. She has been working on obtaining donations of tools from various possible providers. There is an expectation that water bills will not be huge but a big insurance cost will be coming soon.
Boards and Commissions reports: 
PSAC: Linda Hedges reported that PSAC has begun planning for a Crime Prevention Fair to accompany next year’s Shred Day. Mary commented at the last PSAC meeting about the controversial issue of coal trains running through town and their possible impacts on the environment and traffic across the tracks.  It was agreed that we did not have enough information at the time to discuss the issues or to determine if PSAC had any role to play at this point.  Mary was asked to monitor the situation. (Note: suggest those concerned contact State Rep. Carolyn Tomei at cst11907@gmail.com – this issue will need to be addressed at the state level).

Project Updates:

Street Paving:  International Way is being repaved between 37th and Harmony. Reconstruction of Harrison Street between Campbell Street and 42nd Avenue and improvements at the railroad crossing will be made so that the Quiet Zone can eventually be implemented. This work will last about 5 weeks from August into September. The reconstruction of Monroe Street between Railroad Avenue and Linwood Avenue is planned to begin about July 23rd. The city has sent letters to households affected by this construction with information about the projects and contact information if they have questions or complaints. Some neighbors had not received these letters, so additional letters were delivered door-to-door. NDA officers suggested that the city could put out sandwich board signage as additional ways of letting those who use the streets will have traffic disruption.
A neighbor asked if the curve at 52nd and Monroe can be made safer during the repaving. Gary Parkin said they would look at that location and possibly sharpening the curve which would slow traffic at that location and make it safer for pedestrians. Staff will investigate what the best solution would be there. 
Gary asked if the idea of marking the pavement for bike sharing of Monroe when the restriping is done was a good idea. With smoother surface increased speed may occur, and attendees were unanimous in agreeing that this was a good way to remind drivers that the road is shared by both bike riders, pedestrians and cars.

Light Rail Monthly Meeting: The next meeting on July 16th will be concerning the Kellogg Creek Bridge. The meeting will be at the Holman building, 2300 SE Beta in the north industrial area off Main Street. Federal rules do not allow until the end of the construction adding back into the project any elements that were removed due to concern over the budget, for instance, the multi-level parking garages at Tacoma Station and Park Avenue station. 
There is a right-of-way 60 x 100 ft at the south side of Monroe and 44th which the city is looking into uses for. Once it is determined how the right-of-way was acquired and any restrictions on the use of the property the city will decide what disposition will be made for that property. There is a large cherry tree at the back of the right of way that has been designated for removal due to its poor condition.

Planning for National Night Out Homewood Park August Picnic:  The picnic will be held on Monday, August 13th from 6-8pm. Permission has been given by NCSD to hold the picnic next to the Community garden in the upper field. Sarah distributed a draft for the postcard to be mailed to neighbors, and it was approved. As in past years people will need to RSVP if they plan to attend and those who do will be entered into the raffle drawing. 
Ledding Library Raffle Tickets: The NDA did not win anything on the raffle.
First Friday: Mary Weaver asked what role the city plays in First Friday and to whom one would send comments about the July First Friday.
There was no further business. The meeting adjourned at 8:37pm.
