Ray handed out PSAC survey about door hangers. The group filled them out.

Officer Les Hall provided crime stats. Said it's been slow and the transit center has even been slow which is unusual since school started last week. He noted that bike patrols are starting up and should help with transit center issues. He noted that their day shift was doing extra patrols in the school zones for the first few weeks of school.

Ray asked about promotions and Les listed a lot of promotions that have gone on in the department. He said that good news is they will be fully staffed. Beth noted that she had talked with Chief Jordan and is hoping to do a training about sex offenders and how to protect yourself as well as how to understand what the classifications are etc. She hopes to do something in October or November. 

Ray gave update on PSAC related issues. He said they are soliciting ideas for the NTMP--projects that are not expensive but would enhance safety and transportation. He thought a good idea was to put sidewalk in front of the old cash spot site where the rose bushes are. This would enhance visibility as well as pedestrian flow. At the least, the group noted that the rose bushes need to be trimmed as you cannot see past them as you are trying to take a right going north on McLoughlin. Tim: Please follow up with ODOT.
Dion noted that there is no speed sign at the curve going south on Lake Road from 21st. She said that 2 people have run into the telephone pole there and she thinks perhaps it's because they don't know to slow down. Gary: Please give update.

Ray noted that improved crosswalk between MHS and St. Johns had been prioritized as NTMP project but it hasn't been done yet. Gary: Please give update.
Dion noted that Chase had a training recently and told the attendees to park on Monroe. Since that is the only parking for most of the neighbors along there they think it should be reserved for them and businesses should direct their employees to park elsewhere or in the municipal lot. The group discussed a residential permit parking program and what it would take to get that going. It was noted that this should be started in advance of Light Rail going in and that overflow parking into the NDA is increasingly becoming a problem. Beth noted that a full-time position would probably be necessary and that Comm Services had put it in the budget this year but it didn't get funded. Sarah: Can you follow up with Chase and give an updated on parking manager issues?

Beth was asked to give an update on the sewer rate situation with the County. She noted that there was not much more to report than that the City and the County are in litigation and in the meanwhile rates have gone up. There was a lot of frustration expressed. Beth noted that as soon as we know more we'll try and update the neighborhoods. 

Ed noted that he had heard rumors that Light Rail would not make it to Park Ave due to budget constraints and questions as to whether or not the FTA would fund at 50% or 60%. He asked if Beth had heard as such. Beth said that no, she had heard the opposite--that TriMet was reviewing the budget to figure out how to make it to Park Ave and that this was  a high priority. The following questions came up: What if they don’t have the money to make it to Park? What can the City do? Could have get it to stop at Southgate? The group felt strongly that if it can't get to Park it should not come into downtown Milwaukie. Ed and Dion noted that they would ask this question at the next monthly meeting. Kenny: Please note for next week's monthly meeting.

Ray noted pooling water at newly installed speed bump at 27th and Washington. He said it looks like the asphalt just needs to be corrected so it slopes down so it drains. Gary: Please give update.

Dion asked about starting Master Planning for Kronberg Park. She thinks it should be started soon and coordinated with the Light Rail project. Beth noted that the Parks District would be the agency doing something like that and suggested contacting Michelle Healy. Ray and Dion wanted to know if they should attend the next Parks and Recreation Board meeting and Beth said that might not be a bad idea. Several people noted that any planning effort would require a lot of coordination and involvement from various stakeholders including the Kronberg Family, Kellogg Watershed Council etc. Beth said she would talk JoAnn about what next steps should be.
