Attendees: Chantelle Gamba, Mark Gamba, Madaline Murphy, Ed Zumwalt, Ray Brian, Jean Baker, Ore Baker, Dion Shepard, Mark Pinder, Joe Loomis, Kenny Asher, Greg Bowman
Milwaukie High School principal, Mark Pinder provided an update on the MHS reader board approved by the city council in 2007. Reader board was approved to replace the existing one ( not a  reader board)however, the bid rec’d at $35,000 for replacement is considerably  higher than  anticipated.  Principal Pinder indicated that there is no plan to replace, has other concerns and budget issues which would not justify upgrading at this time.   There were concerns expressed by some of the attendees with the size of the approved sign and if the school would be willing to consider a smaller sign in the future. 
Police Report:  Chief Jordan discussed the photo radar van which is planned for deployment soon, now has new equipment.  Milwaukie High School is producing a video explaining how the photo radar works to help educate the public.
Chief Jordan also provided an update on the issues being addressed with the Spring Creek Apartments.  He met with the apt mgmt to review the significant number of police calls to the apt complex.  Chief Jordan recommended that the mgmt attend landlord tenant training to assist in minimizing tenant issues.
Baseball: Counselor  Joe Loomis and Kenny Loomis discussed the proposal for minor league baseball team.  It would be a minor single A league team.  Location that is being considered is in the North industrial area, ODOT site.  It could be a catalyst for other development.  Many of those contacted are supportive of baseball.  In the next 60 days, more information will be solicited with individuals experienced with baseball stadium construction.    
 Still many questions about funding 20-30 million, if it would be funded by a bond measure,securing a tenant,  other uses.  City would also need to find a site to relocate ODOT.   
Jean Baker asked if there were any noise studies planned.  Kenny indicated that there are not any planned at this time.   
Picnic Debrief:
There was a brief discussion about the NDA picnic, what worked, what could be changed. Chantelle thanked Ray and Madaline for work in distributing flyers to neighbors.
Other business:
Greg Bowman discussed creation of a tool library, would need to location and insurance. More info to follow.  Chantelle provided an update on a grocery co-op.  There is a steering committee working on it.  More to come.
