6:40 PM Meeting Called to order by the chair, Cindy Miguel 

Jo Anne Bird immediately nominated Charles Bird to serve as the Secretary, the vote was unanimous in 

favor 

Minutes:  notes were presented for the August 19 2015.  Last month meeting.  The secretary is to 

reduce them to writing and are included below.  Last month the Sparrow 19th to 22 and 19th green street 

planning session was held at the Grange in lieu of the regular meeting. Notes form that meeting are 

available on the city web site. (http://www.milwaukieoregon.gov/planning/19th-avenue-sparrow-

street-greenway-design).  

Treasures Report: Current Balance = $12,920 

A general discussion of the ISNDA budget followed.  Some remembered discussing $4 or $5,000 to be 

offered to consider as a match when a Kronberg park development plan was put forward.  The City of 

Milwaukie is working on locating grants to develop the park which would require a grant.  

It was noted that Historic Milwaukie Neighborhood District Association voted to put up $1,000 toward 

Kronberg park in a similar manner. 

Board commissions and committee Reports; 
 

 Land Use Committee – Nothing to report 

 Grand Funding – Carolyn Tomei reported they reviewed two requests for grants. 
o $250.00 for refreshments at this Saturday’s Spring Park Planting work party.  Discussed 

that the refreshment organized by Lisa would be purchased from Cha Cha Cha’s 
restaurant on Main in Milwaukie and will consist of 30 burritos cut in half to be able to 
adjust for a large team of volunteers. 50 bottles of water will be available and on hand 
from the picnic. The item was approved. 

o $185.00 requested by the non-profit Public Safety Foundation (not the police) to 
support the annual officer and cadet appreciation dinner.  ISNDA has supported this 
event several times over the past few years since it started.  Carolyn did not seem to 
have all of the data on the event at hand.  However, she made a case that it did not fit 
within the grant guidelines established under her watch on the City Council.  The 
application and justification was not available for the meeting. (the grant application 
and city criteria are attached to these minutes for the record).  Cindy said that although 
this was not specifically listed on the budget there was $2000 in discretionary fund

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which could cover it.  A discussion followed then Cindy went around the table asking for 
everyone’s opinion on the contribution.  In the end the question was called and it failed.  
The vote was 7 against 4 in favor and 1 abstention. 

o Carolyn suggested a better way for the foundation to get funding was to solicit from the 
individuals in the neighborhood. Cindy took it up to pass around a pledge sheet which 
gathered several commitments. 

 PSAC (Public Safety Advisory Committee) Meg Elston reported.  She asked for input from the 
neighbors for projects to take back to the committee 

o The city is working with the committee to ensure that accessibility problems in the city 
are brought up to be mitigated.   

 The neighbors discussed that the path into Kellogg Park may be too steep where 
it leaves 19th.  could not think of any other accessibility problem areas. 

o The neighbors waned to discussed cross walks school bus stops and children walking 
paths and their safety. 

 Cross walk markings were faded worn and difficult to see.   
 It was suggested that flashing crosswalks be installed at critical locations 

including:  

 22nd and the Trolley Trail 

 Bluebird and 22nd,  

 Crossing McLaughlin at the traffic light at River Road,  
o The Beacon Box (the city provided box containing emergency provisions) location was 

suggested for city property (Eagle Right of Way) at 19th.  The previously nominated 
location, 19th and Sparrow, was tested and the radios could not reach it. The GMRS 
radios were able to communicate between 19th and Bluebird and incident command at 
the Public Safety Building and to the American Legion (shelter space). There were 
several comments in support and no objections were noted. 

 KGNC (Kellogg Good Neighbor Committee) update was provided by Carolyn Tomei 
o Weed maintenance is to be the county’s responsibility on the plant property. However, 

the Eagle Right of way is not.  Carolyn asked for support to follow up on this.  The county 
agreed to come back to the KGNC meeting with an action plan next meeting. 

o Lights on the path have been supported since the KGNC was formed in 2013.  The Karin 
and the city are working to form a proposal for lighting which would be consistent with 
the water front park and add; Dark Sky’s provisions as well as a time off for example 
when light rail stops running and possibly a motion detection on feature.  The 
neighborhood reaffirmed their support for this project. 

o Additionally, the KGNC is considering providing significant funding to match a grant to 
develop Kronberg park.  The EDU income stream of $11,000 per month could be used to 
pay for a bond, and as time passes the un allocated fund value now at the $95,000 level 
could also be used to “buy down” the amount that would be borrowed.  However, the 
committee is reluctant to commit to this project until the direct impacts from the plant 
are being taken care of, primarily ODOR. 

o The approx. $1.1 million aeration basin cover is still part of the Kellogg update project 
scheduled to begin in 2016.  The remaining seed money fuds assigned to the committee 
for odor projects have been committed as long as construction starts by mid-2016.  
Charles Bird is in communication with Randy Rosanne the county’s project manager.  
The RFP is currently in purchasing at the county expected to be on the street soon. 
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o More benches, more than the three being installed now 
o Checker / chess board on the tables 
o An accessible path is being planned to access one of the picnic tables. 

 FILOC committee (Funds in Lieu Of Construction) money paid to support the community 
common features such as sidewalks, related to a permit requirement of a remodel of an existing 
home or construction of a new one. Milo Dunham reported on this. 

o $9000 reverted back to an owner as the city did not provide an appropriate project.  
Milo encourage the members to contact City Council to ask for a better program.  Lisa 
assured the group that council was of this issue.  Milo suggested that the Engineering 
Director be invited to the neighborhood meeting to discuss FILOC projects for the 
neighborhood. 

 FERI/SPARK (Friends of Elk Rock Island and Spring Park) 
o Pavers are being reset getting the park ready to re-open 
o The dogwoods set in the pavers are being moved to behind the bike rack. 
o One is to be set at the top of the mound. 
o Park to open this Saturday for the public planting event 

 
Items from the group: 
 
o Pam suggested a dog park in the triangle of property near the grange between 21st and the rail road.  

It is already park like due to years of care from Jim Mishler and the ISNDA riding mower. The 
property belongs to the Rail Road however a beautification easement can be applied for.  Some 
neighbors have one which gives them rights to maintain and use the surface.  Cindy offered to with 
the city to see who to contact at the RR. 

o Mary requested that the disaster tent be set up at spring park this Saturday as an exercise.  Lisa 
agreed to meet there starting at 08:30 AM  

o Pam reported that the $300 neighborhood meeting signs are in progress. 
o Cindy reported the welcome to island station bags are in progress 
o Cindy reported that the Air B&B issue is still under discussion. 
o Milo announced that Charles Bird was elected Chair of the KGNC committee at its November 

meeting.   This was to replace Dion Sheppard as she is moving to Astoria. 
 
The Next ISNDA meeting will Be in January, 2016.
