[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of Island Station Neighborhood Association Meeting, Monday, October 8, 2012
Island Station residents in attendance:  Jo Anne Bird (chair); Mary Weick; Dan Platter; Greg Chaimov; Carolyn Tomei; Gary Michael; Lisa Batey (Secretary)
Others in attendance:   Council candidates:  Scott Barbur, Richard Cayo, Scott Churchill, Mark Gamba;  Officer Bartol, Milwaukie Police Dept; Claudia Steinberg, Tri-Met;  JoAnn Herrigel, City of Milwaukie (late arrival, coming from Historic Milwaukie meeting); Sarah Smith, Hector Campbell neighborhood; Amy Kyle, Water Environment Services.
Chair Jo Anne Bird called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.   Introductions were made.  The minutes of the September 10th meetings were approved.    The treasurer wasn’t present, but sent a report stating the balance in the account is $21,447.44.  
Chair Bird had a few announcements regarding the upcoming ARTmob scarecrow competition and the pumpkin-carving competition at the final farmers’ market.  
Campbell Community Garden:  Sarah Smith circulated a small album with photos of the Campbel Community Garden (about which you can find more at www.campbellgarden.org).  She reported that the first planting took place on June 1, and the cost had been approximately $11,000, nearly half of which was for costs of installing water to the garden, including a water meter and system development charges.  There are 28 plots at the garden, 75% being used by Hector Campbell residents, but two are being used by apartment dwellers from our neighborhood.  Over 550 pounds of produce was donated by the garden to various local food pantries.  Smith is approaching Milwaukie neighborhoods to seek additional funding for continuing needs, including building a tool shed, cover beds in the winter, etc.  [Later in the meeting, the neighborhood voted to provide $100 to the Campbell Community Garden.]
Automatic External Defibrillator (AED): A second funding request came from the CERT team and emergency preparedness folks for helping fund the purchase of an AED for emergency resuscitation purposes, for the American Legion hall, which is the first official emergency shelter in Milwaukie.  [The neighborhood later approved giving $200 toward the cost of the AED.]
Police:  Officer Bartol distributed crime maps, then discussed the fact that Chief Jordan has written to ODOT seeking solutions for making safer pedestrian crossings of both Highways 99E and 224.  The Chief and Carolyn Tomei will possibly be meeting with ODOT representatives.  Bartol further reported that there have been no noise complaints yet about the TriMet construction, and all testing has shown noise levels to be within permitted limits.  The noise issue will arise for Island Station in February.  
Candidates:  The four City Council candidates (named above) each made a brief presentation and fielded questions.
High-Speed Rail:  Chair Bird reported on having attended the open house on the high-speed rail project, and says that ODOT continues to favor the line that goes through Island Station, although Mayor Ferguson and Lake Oswego leaders are working to urge a different alignment.  
Kellogg plant:  Amy Kyle for WES reported that a few repairs/upgrades were being made at the Kellogg plant this winter, and neighbors could expect more odor problems while this work is underway.  She also mentioned she is working with Alicia Hamilton on the idea of having a mural on the side of the clarifiers as a way to deter graffiti.  Kyle also encouraged people to check the website, www.riverhealth.org.  She also mentioned that there would be a watershed health event at Rex Putnam on Oct. 27th.  Neighbors noted that the odor problems had been worse than usual this summer.   Carolyn Tomei noted that since the Trolley Trail is closed and bikes and pedestrians are routed behind the plant, that the lighting needs to be improved.
Milwaukie Parks Board:  Mart Hughes, who serves both on Milwaukie’s Parks and Recreation Board and on the NCPRD District Advisory Board, asked what concerns the neighbors had bout Spring and Kronberg parks.  Chair Bird noted that a master plan is needed for Kronberg.  Dan Platter encouraged retaining Kronberg as greenspace rather than space for active recreation.  Hughes noted that NCPRD would likely have the lead on master planning, and also noted the plans underway for phase II of Spring Park.  He suggested the neighborhood write a letter asking the PARB to advocate on behalf of Spring and Kronberg Parks.  
Light Rail Construction Update:  Claudia reported that a home was being demolished on Monroe for the electrical building, and that a home is being removed in the south end of Island Station because the hillside needs to be more tapered to prevent a mudslide.  She said we would see significant tree removal over the coming two weeks.  That Friday, one of the Trolley Trail artists was coming to get a log from one of the cut trees for a sculpture.  Wood from trees removed in downtown Portland was milled and went to the Waldorf School and three other Clackamas County groups.  The waterline work in 22nd Avenue is just about complete.  Pile driving for the abutment on the south side of Kellogg Creek was to be done the next week, and downtown Milwaukie utility work would begin soon.  
Riverfront Park:  JoAnn Herrigel reported that the walls went in today on the overlook being built at Klein Point, on the north end of Riverfront Park.  This is the first phase of the Riverfront Park project.  Chair Bird asked about whether the large redwood tree on the riverfront could be saved when the project is built.  
Committee and  Board reports:  Chair Bird noted that volunteers are needed for four boards – the Citizens Utility Advisory Board, the Library board, the Public Safety Advisory Committee, and the ARTmob.  
Gary Michael noted that festival for the dedication of the renovated Oregon City bridge was the coming weekend, and he would be one of three artists painting the falls from the bridge.    
Lisa Batey presented two draft letters that had been discussed at the previous meeting:  one urging City Council to take action against the idea of coal trains coming through Milwaukie, and the other thanking City engineers for the new crosswalk/sidewalk that was constructed under the Walk Safely Milwaukie Program.  Carolyn Tomei moved to approve the letters for sending, and Dan Platter seconded.  The letters were unanimously approved.  
Carolyn Tomei moved to approve giving of $100 to the Campbell Community Garden and $200 for the AED at the American Legion, and Mary Weick seconded.  The funding was unanimously approved.
Meeting adjourned at approximately 8:30 p.m.
