[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of Island Station Neighborhood Association Meeting, Monday, July 9, 2012
Island Station residents in attendance:  Jo Anne Bird (chair); Cindy Miguel (Vice-Chair/Treasurer); Mary Weick; Charles Bird;  Carolyn Tomei; Gary Michael; Lisa Batey (Secretary)
Others in attendance:   Chief Robert Jordan, Milwaukie Police Dept; Tonia Burns, North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District; Claudia Steinberg, Tri-Met;  Robert Lowe and Tahroma Alligood, OHSU;  Amy Kyle, WES (arrived late, left early).  
Chair Jo Anne Bird called the meeting to order at 6:38pm.   The minutes of the June 11th meeting were deferred.   Vice-Chair/Treasurer Cindy Miguel reported that the balance in the neighborhood account are $19,155.34, and that expenditures in the past month was $400 sponsorship of Chief Jordan in the Law Enforcement Torch Run.  The neighborhood has committed $10,000 as a match for the crosswalk to be built at River and Sparrow, and $1,000 for continued habitat restoration work in Spring Park.  Miguel further noted that the City had established four priority areas for the neighborhood grant program:  (1) neighborhood organizational development, (2) physical improvements, (3) neighborhood preservation (including public safety, health, and beautification efforts) ,and (4) cultural programs.
Chair Bird had a few announcements.  She announced that the Law Enforcement Torch Run would start from Riverfront Park at 9:30am on July 13th with runners coming through Island Station shortly thereafter.  Because of the ongoing construction of the bridge from Oregon City to West Linn, runners would be transported across the river, so essentially the run was divided into two legs.  Other announcements included that construction for Klein Point (the northernmost section of Riverfront Park) had been delayed, and that repaving of Harrison Street was planned for August.  She also provided an update on planning for the WSMP pedestrian improvement project, which had been delayed when bids came in higher than had been anticipated.
Police Department update:   Chief Jordan passed out the monthly crime map, noting that the only crime in Island Station had been the theft of tools from a truck belonging to Rebuilding Center staff engaged in salvaging materials from homes being torn down for the light rail project.  He also discussed how there were several noise variance applications in conjunction with the light rail project, and the process for the variance in the North Industrial/Mailwell Street area was under way.   Of more relevance for Island Station is the variance for Kellogg Bridge/trestle construction, but that variance isn’t needed until 2013, so will be resubmitted next year.  Measurability is the key to the noise ordinance and variance process – TriMet had hired an expert to measure ambient noise at all locations along the alignment prior to the start of construction.  Chief Jordan noted that police officers are not generally trained in noise measurement and the City might need to hire an acoustic expert.  
Oak Grove WalMart:  A speaker was supposed to come address the association with concerns about the WalMart proposed for the old GI Joe’s site, but she did not show up.
OHSU Seizure Study:  Dr. Lowe and Ms. Alligood from OHSU came back to report on the results of the NIH-funded seizure study that they had come to talk to us about a few years ago before it began.  Because the study involves giving drugs to seizure victims unable to give informed consent, OHSU was required to reach out to residents throughout the study region, which is why they came to our neighborhood association.  OHSU was one of 17 participating administrative centers, from which patients were taken to a total of 79 receiving hospitals.  The study was focused on on whether anti-seizure medications, and in particular, Atavan, are as effective when given in muscle rather than intravenously.  There were 24 cases in Clackamas County as part of the study, which was lower than in most participating areas.  The study overall showed that 73% of patients who got the drug injected into muscle (as with an autoinjector) were seizure-free by the time they reached the ER, whereas only 63% of patients who received the drug intravenously were seizure free.  The researchers anticipate that the autoinjector medication would be used in military and emergency response applications first, but would perhaps be put through the FDA process for home use in the longer term.  
Light Rail updates:  Claudia Steinberg of TriMet quickly ran through a number of updates.
· Trolley Trail detour would be in effect for 18-24 months, and temporary signage had gone up, but more permanent signage was in the works.  
· Utility relocation around River Road and Bluebird had been delayed because bricks had been found and some archeological research was being conducted (likely site of prior brickyard).  
· On July 18th, the artists being considered for the Park Avenue station would be presenting their proposals.
· DaVinci restaurant and the Drift On In were to be demolished in August.  
· July 16th at 6pm was to be the next Milwaukie monthly meeting, at the TriMet offices on SE Beta Street in the North Industrial area. 
· Lake Road behind the Post Office would be closed during bridge construction, and the mailboxes would be relocated to the middle of the street and a traffic turnaround provided.
· Pile driving in Kellogg Creek was to begin on July 16th, and pile driving also to start at the Tacoma station area.  
· Utility line upgrades under future rail track areas in downtown would be going on in late July and August.  
· TriMet and the City of Milwaukie were optimistic that funding would be found for the pedestrian bridge.  [Note:  it was announced later in July that funding had been secured from ODOT]
Spring Park update:  Tonia Burns, director of the natural resources programs for the North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District (NCPRD), provided an update on Spring Park Phase II planning.  She presented a draft management plan that shows the proposed alignment which would get the path out of the wetland.  The plan has to be reviewed by a number of entities, including the Milwaukie Parks and Recreation Board and the NCPRD District Advisory Board.  When finalized, Burns intends to seek $25,000 in the NCPRD budget to use as matching funds for larger grant programs to fund the Phase II work.    Charles Bird had some questions about the proposed path alignment, and Burns volunteered to meet neighbors in the park to walk through the proposed alignment.  [Note:  this walkthrough took place on July 12th, with Charles Bird, Gary Michael and Lisa Batey participating.]
PSAC Election:  It was time again to select a representative from the neighborhood to the Public Safety Advisory Committee.  Chair Bird indicated her interest in continuing to serve in this capacity.  Carolyn Tomei nominated Bird to be our representative, Cindy Miguel second the motion, which was approved unanimously.  
Emergency Preparedness update:  Chair Bird’s reminders for the month were to check on elderly or ill neighbors when the heat sets in, and also never to leave kids or pets in a hot car.  
Neighborhood Picnic:  At the June meeting, the neighborhood had settled on having the picnic on the official “National Night Out,” the first Tuesday in August.  The group discussed the various logistical things needed to make the picnic a reality.  Carolyn Tomei moved that the Chair be authorized to spend neighborhood funds on chicken, beverages, paying the band, and other miscellaneous necessities, and Lisa Batey seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.  Tomei also volunteered to approach downtown businesses for prizes to be awarded at the picnic.  [Note:  She subsequently obtained a number of gift certificates from downtown businesses which were awarded at the picnic.]
Committee and  Board reports:  
Chair Bird noted that the PSAC was planning to review and revise the standards for the Walk Safely Milwaukie Program (WSMP).  
Chair Bird provided a further report on a recent meeting on the Kellogg-for-Coho Initiative – the plans to remove the dam and restore Kellogg Creek to a free-flowing stream.  She said the City was doing more sampling of the sediments at the bottom of the lake, and also some research on where the outlet of the stream should be – apparently it was changed when the dam was installed, but had previously been closer to the boat ramp area.  The City is exploring whether funding for the project can be found in the Portland Harbor superfund clean-up fund.  
Meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
