[bookmark: _GoBack] Minutes of Island Station Neighborhood Association Meeting, Monday, March 11, 2013
Island Station residents in attendance:  Jo Anne Bird (chair); Mary Weick; Greg Chaimov; Charles Bird; Karin Power; Alicia Hamilton, Paul Rasmussen; Lisa Batey (Secretary).
Others in attendance:  Greg Geist (Clackamas County Water Environment Services (WES)); Steve Butler (Milwaukie Planning Director);  Sgt Steve Bartol (Milwaukie Police Department).
 
Chair Bird opened the meeting at 6:33pm.  Greg Chaimov moved for approval of the February minutes as written, and Mary Weick seconded.  Minutes were approved.  There was no Treasurer’s report.  
Chair Bird made a number of announcements:
· The City is surveying residents about historic images of Milwaukie for use in the future lanterns along the Adams Street Connector project.  See http://www.ci.milwaukie.or.us/communitydevelopment/adams-street-connector
· The neighborhoods are being given additional time to review and comment on the Transportation System Plan (TSP), and there will be a public open house as well.  Stay tuned for details.
· The Officer of the Year banquet will be held on March 27th, and tickets cost $22 per person.  Available from www.milwaukiepsf.org
· The Police Department and Public Safety Advisory Committee (PSAC) will hold their annual prescription drug turn-in and shredding events on the same date this year, April 27th.  For details, see http://www.ci.milwaukie.or.us/police/milwaukie-police-offering-pair-prescription-drug-turn-events
· Although there will be no Milwaukie Daze festival this summer, due to a number of reasons, the 9K for K9 fundraising walk is still expected to take place in late July.  
Steve Butler, sitting in for JoAnn Herrigel this month, had a number of announcements as well:
· The City will have a big Earth Day clean-up event on April 20th from 9am to noon.  Volunteers will be treated to lunch afterwards, courtesy of Cha Cha Cha and Pietro’s. · Some citizens have expressed an interest in seeing the Pilot return to print form, the budget implications of which will be discussed by City Council at their study session on Thursday, March 21st.
· Celebrate Milwaukie, Inc. will not hold the Milwaukie Daze festival for the next couple of years, but hopes to hold a bigger, better festival to celebrate the opening of Riverfront Park in 2015.  For details see http://www.milwaukiedaze.com/
· There will be an open house for residents to review and comment on the Takoma Station Area Plan on March 20th at the Public Safety Building.
· The downtown rezoning project will launch with an outreach session led by PSU grad students on Monday April 1st.  
· The improvements required for a railroad quiet zone over along the Main Line (north of Hwy 224, behind Milwaukie Marketplace) will be completed by fall, and the quiet zone is expected to be in force before the end of the year.
· The City is looking at how to master plan four undeveloped parks:  Wichita, Kronberg, Balfour, and the new park at Bowman & Brae in the Lake Road neighborhood.

Police Department Update:  Sgt. Bartol reported that the application period for two special officer postings – as the officer detailed to serve with TriMet, and as the new K-9 officer -- had both closed on March 9th, and interviews were underway.  He also reported that he would be attending training at the FBI Academy at Quantico, Virginia this summer.
Kellogg Good Neighbor Committee Report:  This discussion took the bulk of the meeting, and all present participated to one extent or another.  Our representatives to the Committee, Karin Power and Charles Bird, reported on the first meeting.  The agreement between the City and WES provides for $1mil for odor control, plus $1 of each ratepayer’s monthly rate to go to the “good neighbor fund.”  This fund is expected to reach approximately $2mil over the next 20 years, and is not limited to odor control, but can fund other improvements within 200feet of the plant, including paths, lighting, landscaping, etc.  The Mayor has proposed borrowing against this $2mil fund to fund the required match for state grants for building some elements of Riverfront Park.  Because WES has never determined what it would cost to bring resolve the odor problems once and for all, the neighborhood is put in a difficult position – give up funding that could be used for odor control, or cause further delay in the long-delayed Riverfront Park.  There was a discussion of what sort of leverage the neighborhood had, and what we could ask for – such as that the Council promise to replace the funds with parking fees or boat launch fees if the $1mil alone would not resolve the odor issues.   Neighbors were encouraged to attend the next Council meeting to express their concerns about this dilemma. 
Grant funding – how do we want to allocate our grant funds:  The neighborhood just addresses funding requests as they come up, and there was some interest in establishing some priorities.  The City’s criteria for neighborhood grant expenditures have four categories:  Neighborhood Organizing/Organizational Development, Neighborhood Physical Improvements, Neighborhood Preservation, and Neighborhood Cultural, Social or Recreational Initiatives.  Although the neighborhood spends some funds on the first and fourth categories (such as for the neighborhood picnic), the big expenditures we have made fall in the physical improvements category – our contribution toward the new crosswalk at River & Sparrow, and a few contributions over the years for Spring Park.  In contrast, some of the requests we receive from outside entities don’t really fall into these categories.  Neighbors came up with a list of categories that our expenditures typically fall within:  (1) traffic and pedestrian safety, (2) parks, (3) emergency preparedness, (4) police and Milwaukie Public Safety Foundation, (5) picnics and other events, and (6) arts.  The group agreed to discuss further at the next meeting.  
Annie Ross House contribution:  A motion to donate $1,000 to Annie Ross House had been made at the February meeting, but had been tabled.  Mary Weick withdrew that motion and made a motion to donate $200, which Alicia Hamilton seconded.  The motion passed, with two votes against.  
Earth Day event:  The City asked if the neighborhood would be a sponsor of the Earth Day cleanup in Downtown on Saturday, April 20th.   The request was not for financial sponsorship, but to use the neighborhood name/logo on promotional materials, and also for the neighborhood to try to get volunteers to participate.  There was consensus on agreeing to be a sponsor.
Letter re ODOT gravel yard:   The letter that resident Dan Platter had presented at the February meeting and which Chair Bird circulated by e-mail just before the meeting was briefly discussed.  Greg Chaimov moved that the letter be sent to Council, and Charles Bird seconded.  The motion passed.  
Emergency Preparedness:  Chair Bird’s tip of the month was to hand out a flyer listing a 72-item checklist for items to include in your emergency preparedness kit.  
The meeting was adjourned at 8:14 p.m.
