Lake Road NDA Minutes for May 11, 2011; approved June 8, 2011
Location: Rowe Junior High

Meeting brought to order by chair Debby Patten at 6:40.

Secretary Phil Favorite read the minutes from the April meeting. The minutes were approved.

Treasurer Kathy Buss gave a treasury report. She said we have $45.72 less in our account, which theoretically would leave a balance of $14,080.89 in the accounts.

Land-use chair Paul Hawkins said there is no new construction in the neighborhood.

Chris Runyard and Dick Shook spoke to the group about efforts preserve the 3 Creeks Natural Area and stop construction of the planned Sunnybrook Boulevard extension. Mr. Runyard said the area has a habitat that includes protected fish and other animals. They used maps to help neighbors get a picture of the area in question. They said their group has presented their case to the Clackamas County Department of Transportation & Development. They said all the NDAs in Milwaukie oppose the extension plan along with city leadership and other groups focused on natural resources.

They reported that the Clackamas County Board of Commissioners will have the final say in the matter, and that now is the time to stop it. They passed out fliers and post-cards to send commissioners expressing opposition to the extension plan. They expressed hope that our NDA would re-send our letter of opposition to the Commissioners. Chair Debby Patten said she will resend the LRNDA letter of opposition to the county commissioners.

Debby Patten led neighbors the election of officers for next year. She asked the current officers to speak about the time commitment and responsibilities of their positions. Debby expressed her wish that someone step up as a co-chair for the coming year. Debby was nominated and elected LRNDA chair for the sixth year. Neighbor Vince Alvarez was nominated and elected LRNDA co-chair. Vince was also nominated and elected LRNDA treasurer. Phil Favorite was nominated and elected LRNDA secretary. Paul Hawkins was nominated and elected LRNDA land-use chair. Neighbor Sue Richardson was elected as LRNDA representative to the Public Safety Action Committee. 

Debby spoke to the group about the city leadership committee’s concerns about the closing of two Milwaukie schools by North Clackamas Schools K-12 without notifying or asking for input from neighbors. She said the leadership committee will send a letter to NC K-12 asking for better transparency regarding their decision-making process.

Debby asked Phil to review his notes from our October meeting regarding a discussion about photo radar with Milwaukie Police Chief Robert Jordan. Debby opened the floor for more discussion. Paul Hawkins said he thought the motivation for photo radar is money, not safety. Debby expressed her interest in supporting Chief Jordan in his efforts to have photo radar renewed. Kathy Buss said she hoped people who are speeding will be caught one way or another. Debby mentioned that all the NDAs support renewal of photo radar, as does PSAC. A lively discussion ensued. 

Debby made general announcements.

Neighbor Jim Young asked about what could be done about a barking dog on Southeast 38th Ave. City representative Grady Wheeler said he would look into it.

Mr. Wheeler passed out fliers with updates on the Lake Road Project.

The meeting adjourned at 8:08 p.m.
