Lake Road NDA minutes for June 11, 2008
Meeting brought to order by chair Debby Patten at 6:29.

Secretary Phil Favorite read minutes from May 14; minutes were approved.

Attendees vote not to meet in July and August. Next meeting will be September 10 at a site to be determined.

Debby asks for volunteers for two main summertime activities for the LRNDA, the Milwaukie Daze Parade and a neighborhood picnic.

Group decided it will carry a banner in the parade.

For the picnic, group determined that Rowe Middle School would offer the best exposure to neighborhood residents. Group also discussed ideas about food, games and other activities. Group agreed that passing out fliers would be the best way to get the word out about the picnic. Group agreed to target Aug. 9 for the picnic.

Group agrees to have non-formal meetings ahead of both the parade and the picnic.

Milwaukie Police Officer Ulrich Neitchi spoke on police activity in the neighborhood and also citywide. She spoke of a recent series of car break-ins and warned attendees to be smart about not leaving things in your car and openly visible to passersby. She also spoke about summer curfews for teens and younger children. She encouraged attendees to call the police to report kids who appear to be breaking curfew.

Debby Patten made announcements about upcoming events in the community, such as Milwaukie Clean Up Day. She also asked neighborhood volunteers to be sure to log their volunteers hours, such as time spent at the community booth at the Farmer’s Market.

Treasurer Kathy Buss gave a treasury report. She commented that the group spent a lot at the May meeting, and that the group has $7,000 in its two accounts, minus the checks that were written at the May meeting. She estimated we had about $5,000 left.

City representative Beth Ragel gave us an update regarding drinking water in the community, and spoke of the “ride along” she did with community drinking water experts. She said it was a great learning experience and offered a few tips for homeowners regarding ways to keep your drinking water safe.

Neighbor Cami Waner spoke about signs posted at the Immovable Foundation Church property regarding trespassing and the on-site public park being temporarily closed. She said the city will not issue building permits until the park is re-opened. Neighbor Beth Wasko expressed concern about the LRNDA’s relationship with the Church. Kathy Buss commented that we should reach out to the church about being involved in the picnic.

Group expressed concern about the stalled progress on construction on the new house at Lake and Vernie and asked Beth Ragel who to contact at the city for progress reports. The group also expressed interest in receiving updates on current roadwork projects and the proposed light rail line from Downtown Portland to Milwaukie.

The meeting was adjourned by Debby Patten at 7:50 p.m.
