Lake Road NDA Minutes for Dec. 10, 2008; approved Jan. 14, 2009

Location: Rowe Middle School

Meeting brought to order by chair Debby Patten at 7:12.

Secretary Phil Favorite read the minutes from the November meeting. The minutes were approved.

Treasurer Kathy Buss gave a treasury report. She also gave a report on how grants work. She said that other neighborhood district associations have written guidelines for grants. She read a copy of the Hector Campbell NDA’s grant guidelines as an example. Neighbor Susanna Pai gave a review of our previous practices, and mentioned that applicants who donate matching volunteer hours always earned greater consideration. Neighbor Beth Wasko said she liked the idea of a vote without the recipient present. The group agreed to review these ideas and to share more ideas in January. Beth asked what qualifies as volunteer hours and how do they effect how the NDA is treated by the city. Kathy said volunteer hours translate into greater grant funds for the NDA; an hour rates $15 in grant funds.

City of Milwaukie representative Grady Wheeler said the Lake Road Neighborhood sign will be back up in February. Mr. Wheeler also reported that Tri-met had done its test to see how busses interacted with traffic at the corner of Lake Road and Oatfield Road. He said there would be a Jan. 6 public meeting to discuss the results.

Debby Patten gave a quick report about how the Immovable Foundation Church’s bid to ban dogs from its 10-acre property at 4011 S.E. Lake Road was successful at the planning commission’s November meeting.

Bob Lowe and Rachel Stone from Oregon Health Science University stopped by to tell the group about a study they’re conducting to find the best way to treat seizures in the paramedic environment. They said Clackamas County is where the study will be done. Mr. Lowe provided some background on what happens when seizures occur and difficulty faced by paramedics in treating a seizing patient. Mr. Lowe passed out a sheet with an explanation of how the study will work. Mr. Lowe said recruitment for volunteers has been difficult so far.

Debby Patten made general announcements.

Neighbor Keena Hormel gave a report about the open house at Rowe Middle School coming in February. She said the open house will be oriented toward connecting the students to the community. Kathy Buss suggested the neighborhood association have a kiosk and information available for people visiting the open house.
