Spring Park Management Plan

Tonia Burns from NCPRD provided an update on the Spring Park management plan.
Comments from Board:

Lisa GR: has the neighborhood provided input?
Tonia said she had met with the Island Station NDA once and planned to attend again in
July. She also planned to meet with the abutters before moving forward with the plan.

How do we get rid of the old trail?
Replant, install signage and use “de-compactors” on old trail

What can we do to mitigate concerns of neighbor to the south re: fires and trespassing?
Place signs on property line, plant vegetation that won’t burn and/or “knock plants down’
once a year
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Mart H: Why are we considering the overlook?

It's a common place for people to go (highly used). We've tried replanting but it keeps
getting trampled. People want to get as close to the water as possible. If we take this
access area away — they will find another spot to use to access the water. This
proposed overlook will “contain the use” to this area.

Bob and Ray: this is a nice area to go look at the bald eagles. Concur that if we block off
this area people will go to other areas.

Mart H: Does NCPRD have money to implement this plan?
NCPRD has reserved funds as a match for this project and staff is pursuing grants from
Metro, OWEB and other organizations.

What will be constructed?
No construction (other than the overlook). Just open space and revegetation

Will there be signage?
We plan to place signage near the trail head — where it may avoid vandalism

Next Steps?
Go to NDA in July
Talk to abutters to the north and south

% inch rock w/decomposed granite surface
Powell Butte at 148™ has an ADA compliant trail with a similar surface
