ACTION REQUESTED
Council provide direction on the potential acquisition of a new City Hall to consolidate

operations for the City of Milwaukie.

HISTORY OF PRIOR ACTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS
In late April, the City was contacted by a local property owner through their broker as a

courtesy to gauge whether the City would be interested in purchasing the property. The City
Manager and Community Development Director toured the site a few days later and
determined that the building size and location would be ideal for consolidation of City
departments currently existing in separate facilities. Staff subsequently began investigating the
financial feasibility of acquiring the property. The purpose of this report is to discuss this
unique opportunity and whether staff should hire a broker and public opinion firm, conduct

additional due diligence, and investigate specific financing options for acquiring the property.

ANALYSIS

The property under consideration is in the heart of the downtown core and would enable the
City to consolidate Community Development, Engineering, and City Hall functions in one
facility and provide for future growth and expansion. City operations are currently in different
buildings throughout the City, which presents both operational and functional inefficiencies. In
addition, this separation has created a silo effect that has consistently been a top issue in every
Employee Engagement Survey the City has conducted. Consolidation would also help decrease
and possibly eliminate trips that staff make between buildings for meetings and would allow

more staff access to public transit opportunities.

Furthermore, several workspace studies have been conducted over the last 25 years to evaluate
and project the City’s existing and future workspaces needs. Each of these studies have
recommended consolidation of all public-facing services. Consolidating and moving these

services into the downtown core also assists City staff in achieving the City’s vision by being

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more accessible to the public. The high costs associated with new construction and the lack of
site control have prevented the City from moving forward with this recommendation. Other
options such as renovating City Hall and potentially partnering with a private developer on the
City/Metro owned lot at Harrison and Main have also been considered. However, the high costs
associated with new construction, and the risk and cost of renovating and expanding City Hall,

have been barriers to advancing these projects.

This opportunity presents the highest value/ least cost option that the City can expect for
several reasons. First, the building is in the heart of Downtown Milwaukie and would allow the
City to consolidate public-facing services in the most accessible part of the City. The building is
also in good condition, has the square footage and amenities needed, and would require limited
tenant improvements to meet the City’s needs. From a cost per square foot perspective, it is also
far more economical than new construction. The opportunity for the City to move into an
existing building that will meet the City’s current and future needs is simply the chance of a

lifetime that staff believe is worth serious consideration.

POSSIBLE NEXT STEPS

This is an unprecedented opportunity for the City. However, it is not something this City was
anticipating and there are currently no dedicated funds in the budget to support an acquisition
of this size. Several funding options are being explored to fully understand the feasibility of
this acquisition. In addition, staff have identified City-owned properties that could be declared
surplus for the purposes of offsetting the cost of this potential acquisition.

To better understand and evaluate the City’s options, staff is recommending that a public
policy-oriented opinion research firm be hired to survey residents on several funding scenarios.
Staff is also recommending that a brokerage firm be hired to facilitate the purchase and sale of
various City-owned properties and to conduct additional due diligence as required for
acquisition of the property. The City Manager has already approved appraisals for properties
that can be declared surplus and is working with the City Financial Advisor on various funding

mechanisms.

QUESTIONS FOR COUNCIL
1) Does Council want staff to continue pursuing this project?
2) Does Council have concerns with staff using existing City funds to hire the survey firm,

brokerage firm, and pursuing any other necessary due diligence?

BUDGET AND WORKLOAD IMPACTS

If approved, the initial steps would require approximately $12,000 for the engagement survey,
and likely commissions for the acquisition of the property and sale of any City properties to fund
the acquisition. Initially, brokerage fees are estimated to be at an hourly rate to not exceed
$10,000.

Dear Island Station Neighborhood District Association:

Over the past six weeks, there have been multiple discussions, media articles, meetings, and a
barrage of emails to City Councilors and staff regarding a recent decision made by the Island
Station Neighborhood District Association (ISNDA) on the use of City-provided NDA funding.
This letter is to address questions that have arisen through these incomplete and inefficient
communication channels and to make the City’s position clear. The City has considered all
information provided to it by the ISNDA, its leadership and members, and other individuals
from throughout the City. After assessing this information, the City Council unanimously
agrees with the City Attorney and City Manager’s determination that City-provided NDA
funding cannot be used for legal expenses incurred by the ISNDA chair while disputing a
temporary stalking order entered against him. Mr. Denham’s status as chair of the ISNDA does
not alter the analysis or otherwise entangle the City in Mr. Denham’s dispute with the Arnells.
Nor does his status as chair obligate the City through the ISNDA to pay for his legal expenses.

It has been suggested that the use of the funds as proposed by ISNDA should be allowed
because Mr. Denham received direction from the ISNDA and/or his activities were part of a
“crime watch.” This is not true for several reasons. First, a review of the ISNDA’s minutes
from January 18 and July 18, 2018, indicates that motions were made at those meetings to
prepare a letter in opposition to the Arnells” encroachments and submit it to the City. No
motion was made to direct Mr. Denham or anyone else to visit Spring Park, check the
placement of survey markers, or photograph/document the Arnells” property or Spring Park.
While Mr. Denham may have been directed to prepare and submit a letter to the City, which he
did, the activities underlying his dispute with the Arnells appear to be beyond the direction he
received from the ISNDA. While this does not impact the City’s determination regarding the
unauthorized use of City-provided funding by the ISNDA, because the issue of NDA
direction has been repeatedly raised, the City feels compelled to state that it can find no
evidence of a motion from the ISNDA directing Mr. Denham to engage in the behavior that
resulted in his dispute with the Arnells or his subsequent decision to retain counsel.

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Second, a review of past expenditures by ISNDA reveals that no money has ever been spent, or
proposed for expenditure, for organizing a crime watch program. A crime watch program is an
organized group of people who desire to make their neighborhood safer by working in
conjunction with local law enforcement to reduce crime and improve the quality of life in their
neighborhood. A crime watch program as contemplated in the resolution is a coordinated effort
between an NDA and the Milwaukie Police Department that typically includes joining a state or
national program, formalized volunteer training, neighborhood watch signage and educational
materials, and implementing an organized, trained volunteer patrol and communication tree.
Neither the City nor its Police Department has ever been approached by the ISNDA to establish
such a program. A crime watch program is not an informal, ad hoc activity undertaken by a
group or individual with no training or supervision. Nor is a crime watch program a catch-all
safe harbor for vigilante “looking for law violations” activity that somehow subjects the City to
unanticipated liability. This is true even if the behavior at issue results in thwarting an actual
crime. The reasons for the City not ordaining such activity are legion and beyond the scope of
this letter.

Lastly, the encroachments underlying the dispute between Mr. Denham and the Arnells were
not a trespass, criminal, or otherwise illegal activities. The encroachments into the City’s right-
of-way and Spring Park were documented and permissive in nature as established by the
attached letter dated August 7, 2010 and subsequent enforcement activity undertaken by the
City. Numerous email communications over the years reflect that neighborhood leaders were
well aware of the August 2010 letter and the permissive nature of the encroachments. That
some neighbors were unhappy with the Arnells” encroachments and the City’s perceived
inaction to eliminate or reduce them did not change the legal status of the encroachments or
transform them into criminal activity. The encroachments at issue were permissive until City
Council issued a directive to staff on August 7, 2018 to delineate the park, identify
encroachments for removal and abatement, and begin a dialogue with the Arnells regarding the
boundary of Spring Park. Up until that point and continuing until the City completes this
work, the Arnells” encroachments in whatever form they existed remain legally present in the
right-of-way and Spring Park. No citizen, group of citizens, or NDA has the authority to
enforce the park boundary or to authorize or take any action against the Arnells. That authority

has been and remains solely with the City.

We have been informed that the NDA intends to hold another vote regarding the NDA funds at
issue despite being informed that no vote is necessary to approve a return of the funds. If the
NDA does not assume control of the funds, which the City understands have been returned by

Mr. Denham, and redirects them once again for an unauthorized purpose, the City will cease

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allocating funds to ISNDA and reserves its right to pursue any and all available remedies,

including legal action, to secure a return of the funds.

Mayor Mark Gamba called the Council meeting to order at 4:08 p.m.
Present: Council President Angel Falconer; Councilors Lisa Batey, Wilda Parks, Kathy Hyzy
Staff:  Assistant City Manager Kelly Brooks Climate Action and Sustainability Coordinator Natalie Rogers

1. Public Safety Advisory Committee (PSAC) Annual Update

Ms. Brooks introduced Ms. Backhaus as the staff liaison to PSAC. Ms. Backhaus
reviewed PSAC’s 2019-2020 work plan, noting the status of the Safe Access for
Everyone (SAFE) program and work to update the alternative street design standards.
She reported that PSAC had been discussing its focus and was interested in focusing
on disaster preparedness. She noted projects PSAC may take on and confirmed that
the committee would work with the city’s emergency operations manager. Chief Strait
confirmed that Steve Hoffeditz had been hired as the emergency operations manager.

Council President Falconer suggested that PSAC partner with the Davis Graveyard
and the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) to sponsor zombie-themed
disaster preparedness events. Councilor Hyzy noted a former professor of hers taught
a class on zombies and social theory and suggested she could contact the professor to
such an event. Councilor Batey and Ms. Ober noted that CERT members could get
insurance coverage through the fire district. Councilor Parks noted that outreach could
take place during the Milwaukie Public Safety Foundation’s 9K for K9 event.

Ms. Brooks believed PSAC still had a role to play in looking at bike and pedestrian
safety. The group discussed how PSAC could engage in several issue areas.

Council President Falconer and Ms. Backhaus discussed traffic control requests.
Ms. Brooks and Mr. Stauffer noted PSAC was currently looking to fill vacant positions.

Councilor Batey encouraged the Ardenwald and Lake Road neighborhood district
associations to do painted intersection projects next to completed SAFE projects.

2. Climate Action Plan (CAP) Update

Mr. Passarelli introduced the topic and complimented Ms. Rogers’ work. Ms. Rogers
provided an overview of the CAP’s goals and what the city had done to work toward
achieving the goals. She and Mr. Passarelli noted the city’s move to become a carbon
free agency through a partnership with Portland General Electric (PGE). Ms. Rogers
discussed work on community renewable energy and a home energy score program.

Ms. Rogers discussed the city’s electric avenue station, efforts to optimize the city’s
vehicle fleet, and develop a workplace charging policy for employees. The group
discussed food waste and encouraging the reuse and repair of items. Ms. Rogers
noted the Ledding Library’s Library of Things that was being developed. The group
discussed the city’s bulky waste event.
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Ms. Rogers noted the creation and adoption of the city’s Urban Forest Management
Plan (UFMP) and the group discussed tree canopy analytic tools.

Ms. Rogers discussed outreach and engagement efforts. Mr. Passarelli noted projects
that the city and PGE were working on together, including the Green Futures Impact
and the Clean Wind programs. The group noted the benefits of the Green Futures
Impact program in terms of new local infrastructure and that Council would make a
motion of support for the program at the May 7 Regular Session.

Mayor Gamba commented that addressing refrigeration would have a big impact on
climate change. The group noted that the Waverly Greens Apartments solar program
could serve as an example for other commercial and residential energy users.

Mayor Gamba asked staff to let Council know if additional funding was needed for CAP
programs going into the next budget cycle.

3. Milwaukie Youth Empowerment Coalition (MYEC) Update

Chief Strait introduced Brian McCrady with Clackamas County Health, Housing and
Human Services, and Lana Shotwell with Trillium Family Services. He explained that
they worked on the MYEC which targeted underage drinking.

Mr. McCrady shared information about the coalition’s work to focus on positive norms
and highlight the fact that most youth do not use drugs or alcohol. He noted park clean-
up events and the partnerships with local agencies and schools.

Ms. Shotwell distributed a flyer with the coalition’s accomplishments and reported that
the coalition’s federal grant funding would be ending soon. She explained the ways in
which the program would be able continue with different partners. Mr. McCrady pointed
out that the work would continue in the region and suggested that the coalition was
seeking $10,000 to continue operations for a year.

Council President Falconer asked if students helped with the park clean-up events.
Mr. McCrady noted that there had typically been adult volunteers and that there was a
need for more student volunteers. The group discussed student volunteer opportunities.

Mayor Gamba and Mr. McCrady noted where children get alcohol, including family
members and using fake identification cards. Councilor Batey commented that the
Oregon Liquor Control Commission had data on their operations to reduce underage
drinking. Mr. McCrady noted that Clackamas County was one of the few counties to
receive marijuana tax revenue that had been dedicated to prevention work.

4. Adjourn
Mayor Gamba announced that after the Work Session, Council would meet in

Executive Session pursuant to Oregon Revised Statute (ORS) 192.660 (2)(e) to
deliberate with persons designated by the governing body to negotiate real property
transactions.

Mayor Gamba adjourned the Work Session at 5:22 p.m.

1. CALL TO ORDER
Pledge of Allegiance.

2. PROCLAMATIONS, COMMENDATION, SPECIAL REPORTS AND AWARDS

A. Poppy Days — Proclamation

Jerry Craig, American Legion Post 180 Chaplain, remarked on the American Legion
Auxiliary’s Poppy Day program and read the World War | poem “In Flanders Field.” Mayor
Gamba proclaimed May 24, 2019, to be Poppy Day in Milwaukie.

Chief Strait and Mr. Craig discussed Post 180’s partnership with the Milwaukie Police
Department (MPD) to provide veteran services resources to those in need. They
explained that a fund for veterans in need had been set-up that Post 180 would administer
based on referrals from MPD officers. Ms. Ober and Council thanked Mr. Craig and Chief
Strait for working to assist Milwaukie’s veterans.

Councilor Batey and Mr. Craig noted that Post 180 sponsored an annual summer camp
for youth interested in pursuing a career in law enforcement.

Support for Statewide Teacher Walk Out

Council President Falconer explained that Council members were wearing red in
support of the statewide teacher walkout scheduled for May 8. Mayor Gamba remarked
on the need for government to better fund public education.

B. City Manager Updates

Ms. Ober reported that a Council representative to the Clackamas County Water
Environment Services (WES) advisory board needed to be selected. Council discussed
who should serve and Council President Falconer volunteered to be the Council
representative to the board. Councilor Hyzy offered to attend the next board meeting in
Council President Falconer’s absence.

Ms. Ober announced details of the Kronberg Park walkway groundbreaking ceremony.
She reported that the MPD had been working to address a recent increase in the use of
bicycles on downtown sidewalks. The group commented that bicyclists and
skateboarders had been using the sidewalks more possibly due to construction projects.
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Ms. Ober reported that the state legislature would be considering a resolution honoring
former Chief Steve Bartol’s service. The group noted who would attend the ceremony.

Ms. Ober noted that Council had expressed interest during the May 7 Work Session in
considering a motion endorsing the City’s participation in Portland General Electric’s
(PGE’s) green futures program. It was moved by Councilor Batey and seconded by
Councilor Parks to endorse the City’s participation in Portland General Electric’s
new Green Futures Impact Tariff and to authorize the city manager to sign a letter
of commitment to participate in the Green Future Impact program. Mayor Gamba
remarked that the program would allow PGE to invest in new wind, solar, and battery
energy sources. The group noted that the program would use local energy sources.
Motion passed with the following vote: Councilors Hyzy, Falconer, Batey, and
Parks, and Mayor Gamba voting “aye.” [5:0]

3. CONSENT AGENDA
It was moved by Council President Falconer and seconded by Councilor Parks to
approve the consent agenda as presented.

D. Resolution 36-2019: A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Milwaukie,

Motion passed with the following vote: Councilors Hyzy, Falconer, Batey, and
Parks, and Mayor Gamba voting “aye.” [5:0]

4. AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Mayor Gamba reviewed the public comment procedures. Ms. Ober noted that there was
no follow-up from the April 16, 2019, audience patrticipation. She reported that the MPD
officer that had been shot in the line of duty was doing well.

5. PUBLIC HEARING
A. None Scheduled.

6. OTHER BUSINESS

A. Implementation of New Alarm Program — Discussion

Chief Strait introduced the topic. Ms. Coyle explained why the alarm permit database
program needed to be replaced and reviewed the benefits of the recommended
replacement system. The group noted that Council was asked to provide feedback on the
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plan to replace the database at the current meeting and would consider alarm related
Milwaukie Municipal Code (MMC) amendments and fees at future meetings.

Council President Falconer remarked on the number of registered alarms and asked if
there would be an effort to bring non-registered systems into the database with the new
system. Ms. Coyle commented on the increased use of standalone video monitoring
phone applications and differences between systems that do and do-not connect to a
monitoring company. She explained how the recommended system vendor, PM/AM,
works with alarm companies to remind customers to register their alarm systems. She
and Council President Falconer noted that the new system would collect better
information that would help run the permit program and inform first responders in an
emergency. Ms. Coyle discussed the data and manual entry issues of the current
database and confirmed that the new system would be online-based and would feature a
rolling annual registration timeframe.

Councilor Parks commented on her alarm system. She thought the $10 annual permit
fee for residential customers was fine but expressed concern about raising the business
fee from $20 to $50. Ms. Coyle explained that the proposal to raise the business fee was
based on an analysis of fees in neighboring cities. The group discussed the costs of
responding to false alarms and noted the high rate of false alarm calls.

Mayor Gamba and Chief Strait liked that the new system would give MPD officers
access to permit information at all times of the day. Councilor Hyzy and Ms. Coyle noted
that the new system would also track false alarms. It was the group consensus that
moving to the new program made sense.

B. Construction Excise Tax (CET) Oversight Committee — Discussion

Ms. Flores reported that the CET had collected over $290,000 for affordable housing
projects. She explained that it was time to assemble an oversight committee and
recommended that the committee consist of 7-9 members with a mix of financial and
development experts and community members.

The group discussed how to recruit committee members. They expressed interest in
creating a diverse committee like what had been done for community visioning and the
Comprehensive Plan review. Ms. Flores suggested that 4-5 members be technical
experts and 4-5 be at-large members representing diverse groups. The group expressed
interest in recruiting high school and college aged individuals to serve.

Councilor Batey asked if the CET oversight committee should be the same committee
or work with an urban renewal oversight committee. Ms. Flores suggested the CET and
urban renewal committees would have different responsibilities and tasks.

Council President Falconer asked how long the committee would last and Ms. Flores
suggested it would have a 6-month duration. The group remarked on the impact of the
committee’s lifespan on the ability to include high school students.

Ms. Flores summarized that Council supported a broad outreach effort to recruit
committee members. The group discussed whether Council should interview the
candidates for the community member positions. It was Council consensus to recruit
candidates and have a Council interview process.

Mayor Gamba and Ms. Flores noted that a technical expert could include someone with
experience in building low-income and non-profit housing.
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Ms. Flores reported that the Milwaukie Redevelopment Commission (MRC), the City’s
urban renewal agency, was scheduled to discuss an urban renewal committee in June.

C. Council Input on Legislative and Regional Issues — Discussion

The group noted that Ms. Brooks and Mayor Gamba had provided updates on state
legislation by email. Ms. Ober distributed a draft letter regarding the status of the North
Clackamas Parks and Recreation District’'s (NCPRD’s) District Advisory Board (DAB).

The group discussed state legislation the City had been tracking, including House Bill
2001 related to middle housing options, House Bill 2007 addressing diesel train
emissions, and House Bill 2020 that would create a carbon cap-and-trade system. They
discussed House Bill 3099 that would allow the City of Happy Valley to leave NCPRD and
whether the City of Milwaukie should take a position on the bill. They remarked on the
potential impact of the bill on Milwaukie, NCPRD, and other regional issues. They
considered the feasibility of proposing an amendment to the bill to protect Milwaukie’s
assets and it was noted that members of Council and staff would check-in with legislators
while in Salem for former Chief Bartol's recognition resolution.

Ms. Brooks reported that Hwy 99E projects had been submitted for inclusion in Metro’s
possible transportation bond measure and the draft letter regarding the NCPRD DAB.
Councilor Parks reviewed the recent history of the DAB and work to update NCPRD’s
system development charges (SDCs). She explained that the letter asked the NCPRD
Board to reconstitute the DAB as soon as possible and to include a member of the City’s
Park and Recreation Board (PARB) on the DAB. Councilors Batey and Parks remarked
on the timing of asking that that DAB be reconstituted. It was Council consensus to
support the draft letter to the NCPRD Board.

Mayor Gamba noted that he had been asked to testify in support of House Bill 3216 that
related to unlawfully summoning a police officer. The group commented on local incidents
of inappropriate police calls. It was noted that Council had no issue with Mayor Gamba
testifying in support of the bill on behalf of the City. The group suggested that Mayor
Gamba not mention certain incidents in his testimony.

7. INFORMATION

Mayor Gamba announced upcoming events including the return of the Milwaukie Sunday
Farmers Market, a South Downtown projects (SoDo) coffee event, and community plant
sales. Councilor Hyzy noted a Spring Park and Elk Rock Island clean-up event.
Councilor Batey noted a youth event at Rowe Middle School and solar event sponsored
by Clackamas County.

8. ADJOURNMENT

It was moved by Council President Falconer and seconded by Councilor Hyzy to
adjourn the Regular Session. Motion passed with the following vote: Councilors
Hyzy, Falconer, Batey, and Parks, and Mayor Gamba voting “aye.” [5:0]

Subject:  Appointments to City Committees

ACTION REQUESTED

As outlined in the Milwaukie Municipal Code (MMC), consider approving a resolution making
appointments to the Audit Committee, Budget Committee, and Public Safety Advisory
Committee (PSAC). There are three sets of appointments being made by the proposed resolution:
the first is the appointment of a Budget Committee member to the Audit Committee, the second
is the appointment of the Historic Milwaukie Neighborhood District Association’s (NDA’s)
nominee to the PSAC, and the third are reappointments to the Budget Committee and PSAC.

HISTORY OF PRIOR ACTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS

In March 2019, the previous Budget Committee member representative to the Audit Committee
resigned, which created vacancies on both committees. At its May 20 meeting, the Budget
Committee nominated Mary Rowe, a Budget Committee member, to serve as the committee’s
representative on the Audit Committee.

In December 2018, the previous Historic Milwaukie NDA representative to PSAC resigned. Since
that time, the NDA has worked to recruit a new representative. As reported by the NDA Chair,
Ray Bryan, at its May meeting the NDA nominated Lori Dorman to represent the NDA on PSAC.

Most of the terms for the City’s boards, commissions, and committees (BCCs) expire at the end
of March, but terms for the Budget Committee and PSAC expire at the end of June. Therefore,
each year it is necessary for Council to appoint new members or reappoint current members to
these committees. In Spring 2019, staff contacted current committee members, whose terms expire
at the end of June, to find out if those members were interested in being reappointed.

ANALYSIS

Authority to fill BCC vacancies is granted to the Mayor and Council by Section 26 of the City
Charter. To fill vacant positions, members of Council along with appropriate staff liaisons and
BCC chairs conduct interviews from applications received by the City. The interview panel makes
appointment recommendations to Council, which considers and approves recommendations
through the Regular Session Consent Agenda. Appointed individuals serve for a term length
determined by the MMC. Upon the completion of a term, if the individual is still eligible, Council
has the discretion to reappoint the individual to serve another term.

BCC appointments are made when a term has expired or when a position has been vacated.
Generally, position terms expire in March or June, but appointments are also made as needed to
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fill vacancies. Some BCCs have positions nominated by neighborhood district associations
(NDAs) instead of by an interview panel. NDA-nominated appointments are noted.

All BCC positions are term-limited, meaning there is a limit to the number of times that members
can be re-appointed. The nominated individuals are eligible to serve in the noted positions.

Budget Committee members serve four-year terms and are limited to two successive terms. Jon
Stoll has served on the Budget Committee since 2011, when he was appointed to complete a term
that was started in 2010. For the purposes of term limits, it has been the city’s practice to consider
partial terms, such as the partial term Mr. Stoll was appointed to in 2011, to be a zero-term that
does not count against the individual’s limited number of terms. Therefore, Mr. Stoll’s
reappointment in 2014 initiated his first full term, which means he is eligible for reappointment
in 2019 for his second full term.

Similarly, PSAC members serve two-year terms and are limited to three successive terms. Nicole
Perry has served on PSAC since 2015 and has been reappointed once before. At the end of June,
she will complete her second full term, meaning she is eligible for reappointment to a third, and
final, term that would end in 2021.

Ms. Dorman, who has been nominated by the Historic Milwaukie NDA, would be filling a term
that started in 2018, so she would be in a zero-term that will expire at the end of June 2020.

BUDGET AND WORKLOAD IMPACTS
There are no fiscal or workload impacts associated with the recommended actions.

COORDINATION, CONCURRENCE, OR DISSENT

Staff received confirmation from the individuals listed below that they would like to continue to
serve on the noted committee. In addition, staff received nominations from the Budget Committee
and Historic Milwaukie NDA for individuals nominated to represent those bodies.

ACTION REQUESTED

Adopt resolutions to extend the city’s declared housing emergency for a six-month period, with
a new expiration date of December 4, 2019, and maintain the renter protection measures in
Milwaukie Municipal Code (MMC) Section 5.60, which require landlords to provide 90 days’
notice to renters for no-cause evictions.

HISTORY OF PRIOR ACTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS
April 19, 2016: Council approved Ordinance 2117, which authorized the Council to declare a

Housing Emergency in the city; adopted Resolution 46-2016, which declared a Housing

Emergency in the city for a period of one year from the effective date of the resolution; and
approved Ordinance 2118, MMC Chapter 5.60 (Renter Protections), which requires landlords to
provide 90 days’ notice to tenants prior to a no-cause eviction.

March 7, 2017: Council held a work session to discuss whether to maintain the renter protection
measures in MMC 5.60 and to extend the city’s declared housing emergency for an additional six
months.

April 18, 2017: Council adopted Resolution 46-2017, maintaining the renter protection measures
in MMC 5.60.

May 2, 2017: Council adopted Resolution 52-2017, adopting three Council Goals for the 2017-2018
Biennium. Goal 1: Housing was directly related to housing affordability.

December 5, 2017: Council adopted Resolution 94-2017, maintaining the renter protection
measures in MMC 5.60 for a period of one year or until the metropolitan region’s vacancy rate
rises above 4%, whichever comes first.

July 17, 2018: Council adopted Resolution 62-2018, approving the Milwaukie Housing
Affordability Strategy (MHAS).

December 4, 2018: Council adopted Resolution 101-2018, maintaining the renter protection
measures in MMC 5.60 for a period of one year or until the metropolitan region’s vacancy rate
rises above 4%, whichever comes first.

ANALYSIS

Housing Emergency

On April 19, 2016, Council unanimously approved Ordinance 2117, which authorized the Council
to declare a housing emergency, and adopted Resolution 46-2016, which declared a housing
emergency in Milwaukie for a period of one year from the effective date of the resolution. Section
2 of Ordinance 2117 states that the “initial duration of a housing emergency shall not exceed one
year, but may be extended in six-month increments.” The housing emergency has since been
extended four times (April 18 and December 5, 2017, and June 5 and December 4, 2018), and is
currently scheduled to expire on June 4, 2019.

When the housing emergency was declared three years ago, Milwaukie and the rest of the
Portland metropolitan region was experiencing a rapid increase in rental rates and home sale
prices. US Census data showed that the region had the highest rent increase (11.3%) and lowest
vacancy rate (2.4%) in the nation for the 12-month period ending in December 2015. The regional
housing market has cooled somewhat in recent years and vacancy rates have fluctuated (more
detail is provided below in the discussion of the 90 day no cause eviction ordinance). These
fluctuations can be attributed to seasonal variations, and, as previously noted, thousands of units
of new supply in Portland that periodically come online, much of which was entitled as
developers sought to get projects approved before Portland’s inclusionary zoning ordinance took
effect in early 2017.

During the same period, Milwaukie has consistently outperformed the region and continues to
experience a very tight rental market. According to a Fall 2018 survey by Multifamily NW, which
represents property owners and property managers whose members manage over 200,000 rental
units between Medford and Southwest Washington, Milwaukie had the second lowest vacancy
rate (3.0%) of 20 areas within the Portland region. Milwaukie’s vacancy rate did rise to 4.1% in
Multifamily NW’s Spring 2019 survey (the overall rate for the region was 4.95%), while rents per
square foot increased by 5% over the same six-month period.

Since the declaration of the housing emergency, the city has dedicated significant time and
resources to topics related to housing and housing affordability. In December 2016, the city

completed a Housing Needs Analysis (HNA) and Housing Strategies Report, which provide the
technical analysis and foundation required by Statewide Planning Goal 10 to support the city’s
Comprehensive Plan update. The HNA found that 45% of Milwaukie renters spent more than
30% of their income on housing (the generally accepted “housing affordability quotient”), with
22% of renters spending more than 50% of their income on housing (which qualifies as being
“severely rent burdened”).

In March 2018, the state legislature passed House Bill 4006, which required Oregon Housing and
Community Services (OHCS) to monitor the percent of severely rent-burdened households in
each Oregon jurisdiction. Communities that have at least 25% of their renter households
classified as severely rent-burdened are required to hold public meetings and report information
to OHCS and the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD). 27% of
Milwaukie’s renter households were found to be severely rent-burdened in 2018. In response, the
city held a housing forum on December 6, 2018, to discuss ways to improve housing affordability
in Milwaukie. In April 2019, data from OHCS showed that the percent of Milwaukie renter
households that were severely rent-burdened dropped to 24.5% in 2018, just below the threshold
that requires reporting and public meetings. However, with nearly % of all renter households still
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spending more than 50% of their income on housing costs, housing affordability continues to be
a major issue in Milwaukie.

Recognizing the importance of the issue, Council included housing affordability as one of its three
goals for the 2017-2018 Biennium period, and directed the city manager to work with partners to
develop housing options that are affordable for Milwaukians at every income level and stage of
life. Beginning in late 2017, the city worked with Portland State University’s Institute of Portland
Metropolitan Studies to create actions and strategies to address this goal, in the form of a
Milwaukie Housing Affordability Strategy (MHAS). Council adopted the MHAS on July 17, 2018.

As Council and city staff continue to implement actions and strategies outlined in the MHAS, and
develop updated goals and policies for the Comprehensive Plan’s housing chapter (currently
scheduled to be pinned down by Council resolution on July 16), staff is recommending that
Council extend the declared housing emergency for a period of six months (until December 4,
2019). Staff will continue to monitor the local housing market and will check in frequently with
Council to receive direction on priorities and strategies for addressing the current housing
affordability crisis.

90 Day No Cause Eviction Ordinance

On April 19, 2016, Council approved Ordinance 2118, creating MMC 5.60, which requires
landlords to provide tenants with 90 days’ notice for no-cause evictions (excluding week-to-week
tenancies). No-cause evictions are defined as evictions that are carried out for reasons other than
those listed as “for cause” under Section 90.392 of the Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS). For cause
evictions include, but are not limited to, failure to pay rent or a material violation of the rental
agreement. MMC 5.60 outlines the applicability of the 90 day no-cause eviction provision as well
as possible punitive damages for violating the provision, and supersedes the 30 days’ notice that
is required by state law for no-cause evictions as codified in ORS 90.427.

Section 2 of Ordinance 2118 states that Council “shall reconsider the protections herein if the
Portland metropolitan region’s residential vacancy rate rises above 4%, or after one year,
whichever comes first.” When Ordinance 2118 was approved, the most recent Census quarterly
rental vacancy rate for the Portland Metropolitan region was 2.4% for the 4% Quarter of 2015. In
the three years since the ordinance was approved, the metropolitan region’s vacancy rate has
crisscrossed the 4% threshold on several occasions. The vacancy rate peaked at 6.7% in the second
quarter of 2017, dropped to 2.4% by the fourth quarter of 2018, and rose to 5.6% in the most recent
results for first quarter of 2019. However, as staff noted above, the Census’ regional vacancy rate
is sensitive to surges in new supply that come online during specific quarters, and Milwaukie’s
vacancy rate has consistently been below the regional rate.

On February 28, 2019, Oregon Governor Kate Brown signed Senate Bill (SB) 608, which
established a maximum yearly rent increase (7% plus inflation) for housing units built before 2004
and aimed to prohibit no-cause evictions beyond the first year of tenancy. There are some
exceptions to the ban on no-cause evictions, including owner-occupied duplex tenancies; if the
landlord moves into the unit; and if major renovations are needed. SB 608 does require that
landlords provide 90 days’ notice in these situations, and to pay relocation costs in the amount of
one month’s rent (landlords with four or fewer units do not have to pay relocation costs).

With the passage of SB 608 and the apparent prohibition of no-cause evictions statewide (with
the listed exemptions), staff asked the city attorney whether Ordinance 2118 should be repealed.
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The city attorney noted that the Oregon State Bar’s Real Estate and Land Use Section has had
numerous conversations about SB 608, and that attorneys have raised concerns about how some
of the ownership and other exemption provisions have some ambiguity that could lessen the
intended protections of SB 608. Given this, the city attorney has recommended that Council hold
off on repealing Ordinance 2118 until additional analysis and interpretation of the bill occurs.
Based on this guidance, staff is recommending that Council adopt a resolution maintaining the
renter protection measures in MMC 5.60, until the city attorney can further evaluate the
protections offered under SB 608.

BUDGET IMPACTS
The community development department has adequate staffing to continue this work with no
additional budget impacts.

WORKLOAD IMPACTS

Staff will continue to monitor the local housing market, and housing has been a major focus of
the Comprehensive Plan update’s recent work, with updated housing policies scheduled to be
pinned down by resolution on July 16.

COORDINATION, CONCURRENCE, OR DISSENT

Representatives from several local, county, and state housing agencies, and other community
partners, have been involved in the discussion of Milwaukie’s declared housing emergency and
measures that have been taken to address the emergency, including the declaration of the housing
emergency and adoption of the 90-day No-cause Eviction Ordinance.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that Council adopt the attached resolutions, which extend the city’s declared
housing emergency for a six-month period, with a new expiration date of December 4, 2019, and
maintain the renter protection measures in MMC 5.60, which requires landlords to provide 90
days’” notice to renters for no-cause evictions.

ALTERNATIVES
Council may choose to let the declared housing emergency expire on June 4, 2019, and develop
an ordinance that revises or revokes the renter protection measures in MMC 5.60.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MILWAUKIE, OREGON, AUTHORIZING THE
CITY COUNCIL TO DECLARE A HOUSING EMERGENCY UNDER SPECIFIED
CIRCUMSTANCES, DEFINING DURATION AND CITY COUNCIL POWERS DURING
A HOUSING EMERGENCY AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the Portland metropolitan region had the lowest residential
vacancy rate in the nation as of the fourth quarter of 2015, estimated at 2.4%; and

WHEREAS, the region’s low vacancy rate has resulted in significant rent
increases over the last several years, including a 11.3% yearly increase as of the fourth
quarter of 2015; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukie’s proximity to Portland has resulted in increased
gentrification and displacement of residents in recent years; and

WHEREAS, at the same time, many city residents have experienced a
decrease in inflation adjusted wages and a reduced ability to find adequate and
affordable housing; and

WHEREAS, the combination of high rents and low vacancy rates has resulted
in heightened housing uncertainty for many Milwaukie residents; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the uncertainty created by the possibility
of losing affordable housing and homelessness is a danger to the public health, safety
and welfare,

Now, Therefore, the City of Milwaukie does ordain as follows:

Section 1.  The City Council is authorized to declare a housing emergency when
there is an immediate need to address the shortage of affordable housing,
in order to avoid human suffering.

Section 2.  The initial duration of a housing emergency shall not exceed one year, but
may be extended in six-month increments.

Section 3.  The Milwaukie City Council shall terminate a housing emergency by

resolution when the emergency no longer exists or when the threat of an
emergency has passed.
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Section 4.  Upon the declaration of a housing emergency, in addition to any other
powers that may be exercised by a local government, the City Council
may:

A) Utilize City owned resources;

B) Designate persons to coordinate the work of public, private or
nonprofit relief agencies responding to the housing emergency;

C) Order such other measures as may be necessary to protect the life,
safety and health of persons, property or the environment.

Section 5.  Emergency. With increasing housing uncertainty and fear of
homelessness for city residents, this Ordinance is necessary for the
immediate protection of public health, safety and general welfare;
therefore an emergency is declared to exist and this Ordinance shall
become effective upon the date of its adoption.

PROTECTIONS, ESTABLISHING NEW CODE CHAPTER 5.60 AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the Portland metropolitan region had the lowest residential vacancy
rate in the nation as of the fourth quarter of 2015, estimated at 2.4%; and

WHEREAS, the region’s low vacancy rate has resulted in significant rent
increases over the last several years, including a 11.3% yearly increase as of the fourth
quarter of 2015; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukie’s proximity to Portland has resulted in increased
gentrification and displacement of residents in recent years; and

WHEREAS, the combination of high rents and low vacancy rates has resulted in
heightened housing uncertainty for many Milwaukie residents; and

WHEREAS, in recognition of the impact of the low residential vacancy rates and
increasing rents, the Milwaukie City Council has declared a housing emergency; and

WHEREAS, the Milwaukie City Council has authority under Ordinance No. 2117
to take legislative action to provide adequate written notice of a no cause termination;
and

WHEREAS, the Residential Landlord and Tenant Act (ORS Chapter 90) allows
for no-cause terminations of month-to-month rental agreements with 30 days’ notice
during the first year of a tenant’s occupancy, and with 60 days’ notice after the first year
of occupancy; and

WHEREAS, the Milwaukie City Council has determined that 30 or 60 days is not
adequate time for displaced tenants to find and secure new rental housing; and

WHEREAS, in order to provide tenants enough time to find and secure a new
rental unit, the minimum written notice of a no cause termination of tenancy should be
90 days.

Now, Therefore, the City of Milwaukie does ordain as follows:

Section 1. A new Chapter 5.60 is adopted and added to the Municipal Code of
Milwaukie which will read as follows:

5.60 Milwaukie Renter Additional Protections

Page 1 of 3—0Ordinance No. 2118 49979-36735 Flores - No Cause Eviction Ordinance REVISED 4.19.2016.docx\MMD/4/19/2016
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5.60.010 Purpose and Intent. The purpose of this Section is to provide
residential renters in the City of Milwaukie with adequate protections in the
event that they are served with a no cause eviction.

5.60.020 Definitions.

Act — the Residential Landlord and Tenant Act, codified in Chapter 90 of
the Oregon Revised Statutes. For the purposes of Chapter 5.60,
capitalized terms have the meaning set forth in the Act.

5.60.030 Applicability. The following apply to Tenants of Dwelling Units
within the boundaries of the City of Milwaukie, which are in addition to the
requirements and protections set forth in the Act:

A. A Landlord may terminate a Rental Agreement without a cause
specified in the Act (“no cause eviction”) only by delivering a written notice of
termination to the Tenant of (a) not less than 90 days before the termination
designated in that notice as calculated under the Act; or (b) the time period
designated in the Rental Agreement, whichever is longer. This requirement does not
apply to Rental Agreements for Week-to-week tenancies or to Tenants that occupy
the same Dwelling Unit as the Landlord.

B. A Landlord that fails to comply with any of the requirements set
forth in this Section 5.60.030 shall be liable to the Tenant for an amount up to three
months’ Rent as well as actual damages, reasonable attorney fees and costs
(collectively, “Damages”). Any Tenant claiming to be aggrieved by a Landlord’s
noncompliance with the foregoing has a cause of action in any court of competent
jurisdiction for Damages and such other remedies as may be appropriate.

Section 2.  The Milwaukie City Council shall reconsider the protections herein if the
Portland metropolitan region’s residential vacancy rate rises above 4%, or
after one year, whichever occurs first.

Section 3. Emergency. With increasing housing uncertainty and fear of
homelessness for city residents, this Ordinance is necessary for the
immediate protection of public health, safety and general welfare;
therefore an emergency is declared to exist and this Ordinance shall
become effective upon the date of its adoption.

Mayor Gamba and Councilors:

The Stable Homes for Oregon Families Coalition (Stable Homes) is a broad-based coalition of
housing advocates, labor unions, education and health professionals, businesses and community
members convened for the common purpose of promoting housing stability throughout our state.
Members of our coalition have testified before you on numerous occasions in the past couple of
years, urging you to maintain and strengthen tenant protections in Milwaukie. We submit these
comments today to thank you for preserving the 90-day notice provision in Milwaukie code and
to underscore the continued need for this important, though modest, protection.

As you know, amidst the escalating housing crisis, this Council approved Ordinance 2118 in
April 2016, which imposed a 90-day notice requirement for landlords to terminate a residential
tenancy without cause (aka, “no-cause eviction”). Until the recent passage of SB 608 in the
Legislature, state law required only a 30-day notice of a no-cause (60-day notice after the first
year of occupancy). We have heard consistently from tenants and other members of our coalition
that the 90-day timeframe is critical for tenants to have a greater chance of finding new housing
after a no-cause eviction.

Importance of 90-day notice

Tenants and their families in Milwaukie who pay rent on time and follow the rules should be
protected from unfair displacement, and yet no-cause evictions put these tenants at risk. Too
often landlords use no-cause evictions as a screen for otherwise discriminatory or retaliatory
reasons to end the tenancy. As such, many tenants are afraid to ask for repairs or assert their
rights. Tenants fear a no-cause eviction in response, when they have little recourse and very little
time to settle safely somewhere else.

When tenants are displaced from their homes through no fault of their own, the 90-day notice
protection is a crucial safety measure to help them move. 30 or even 60 days is not enough time
for most tenants to save for moving expenses, applicant fees and new move-in costs. Low
vacancy rates decrease a tenant’s chances of being approved for a new place on such a tight
timeframe. Often times tenants are lucky to find any place at all, but are likely forced into
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June 4, 2019
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housing that it is in worse condition than the place they left, and must move further from the
community roots they have developed over time. For some, the 90-day notice period is the
difference between finding housing and becoming homeless.

Stable Homes thanks you for recognizing the importance of the 90-day notice protection.

After SB 608, some tenants still need 90-day notice protection
Signed into law on February 28, 2019, SB 608 significantly limits the circumstances under which
landlords may issue no-cause evictions, but it does not ban them altogether. Two exceptions to
the eviction protections in SB 608 leave many tenants vulnerable to involuntary displacement:
1. All landlords, regardless of business size or number of units owned, may issue a no-cause
notice to a tenant within the first year of occupancy with a 30-day notice, and
2. Landlords who live on the same property as their tenant, and the property has two or
fewer units, may issue a no-cause notice even after the first year of occupancy with a 60-
day notice.

Unless and until the Legislature amends state law to eliminate these exceptions, the 90-day
notice protection in Milwaukie remains a necessary part of the City’s housing stability strategy.

Local relocation assistance ordinances

For these same reasons, Stable Homes continues to support local relocation assistance policies
and urges the Council to recommit to developing such protections in Milwaukie. SB 608
provides for relocation assistance to tenants in limited circumstances: only when a landlord
terminates a tenancy for one of the four listed “landlord-based”? reasons. In these cases, the
landlord must provide 90-day notice to the tenant and a relocation assistance payment equal to
one month’s rent. Landlords with an ownership interest in four or fewer units don’t have to pay
at all, and landlords who invoke what is known as the “3 strikes” exception? under SB 608 don’t
have to pay at all.

Sadly, for most tenants, a relocation assistance payment of one month’s rent is better than
nothing but not nearly enough to cover the costs associated with an unplanned, involuntary

1 SB 608 prohibits landlords from giving a no-cause notice after the first year of occupancy, with few exceptions.
Landlords can end a tenancy after the first year if the tenant commits a lease violation or if the landlord has one of
the following landlord-based reasons:

0 Landlord intends to convert the unit to non-residential use or demolish;

0 Landlord intends to make repairs or renovations and unit is or will be unsafe to live there;

0 Landlord or immediate family member plans to move in;

0 Landlord has accepted an offer to buy the unit to a buyer who plans to move in

2 Unless Landlord and Tenant agree to a new lease term, a fixed-term tenancy automatically rolls over to month-
to-month, unless one of the above tenant-based or landlord-based terminations apply, or the 3 Strikes exception
applies: A fixed-term tenancy does not rollover at the end of the fixed-term if the tenant has violated the terms of
the rental agreement 3 separate times during the preceding 12 months. The landlord must give written warnings
to the tenant at the time of each violation and the warnings must inform the tenant of the risk of non-renewal for
3 violations. Landlord must give 90-day notice that the tenancy will not renew at the end of the term or at the end
of the 90 days, whichever is later.
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move. A better estimate of the burden is closer to three month’s rent, which accounts for a
security deposit, first and last month rent payment at a new place. Of course, this estimate does
not include application fees and moving costs. Nor does it account for a general assumption that
a tenant is likely to end up in a new place with a higher rent than the prior home.

Nothing in SB 608 preempts a local government’s authority to enact a stronger relocation
assistance ordinance that would provide for a relocation assistance payment that better addresses
the reality of moving costs, and to fill the holes where SB 608 does not require assistance at all.
We hope to be a part of upcoming discussions in Milwaukie to pursue this option.

Thank you again for the action you are taking to preserve important tenant protections in
Milwaukie.

ACTION REQUESTED
Council is asked to adopt the 2019 Work Plan for Elk Rock Island by resolution.

HISTORY OF PRIOR ACTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS
January to December 2016: Mayor Gamba and city staff held multiple meetings with Mayor
Hales and City of Portland staff to plan and negotiate the property transfer.

January 17, 2017: Council adopted Resolution 17-2017, which authorized the Mayor to sign an
intergovernmental agreement (IGA) with the City of Portland and Metro to amend Portland’s
Urban Services Boundary (USB) and Milwaukie’s Urban Growth Management Area (UGMA) to
add Elk Rock Island to Milwaukie’s UGMA.

March 15, 2017: Portland City Council declared Elk Rock Island surplus property and
authorized an IGA to dispose of the property and transfer it to the City of Milwaukie.

April 2017: Title to Elk Rock Island was officially transferred from the City of Portland to the
City of Milwaukie in 2017. The City of Milwaukie is now the sole owner of the island.

October 2017: City Manager Ann Ober filed the city’s required annexation petition.
December 2017: Council adopted Ordinance 2158, which annexed Elk Rock Island into the city.
May 2018: Council adopted the 2018 Work Plan for Elk Rock Island

ANALYSIS

The IGA to transfer ownership of Elk Rock Island from the City of Portland to the City of
Milwaukie, executed in April 2017, defines Portland and Milwaukie’s obligations to legally
transfer ownership. As part of the agreement, Milwaukie agreed to provide Portland Parks and
Recreation (PPR) with a written report detailing actions taken and expenditures made since July
1 of the prior year to implement the 2016 Management Plan for Elk Rock Natural Area and a work
plan and proposed expenditures for the upcoming fiscal year.

This report and work plan was developed by North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District
(NCPRD) on behalf of the city. The report provides information on actions related to Elk Rock
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Island accomplished during the 2019 Fiscal Year.

The report also documents NCPRD’s work plan for the following fiscal year. The work plan action
items were developed by Tonia Williamson of NCPRD in coordination with PPR and the Portland
Bureau of Environmental Services (BES).

The 2016 Management Plan for the Elk Rock Natural Area outlines five ecological and site
management goals to maintain these habitats. The work plan incorporates key intervention
actions from these management goals:

1. Protect water quality; and

2. Establish robust and diverse native vegetation communities; and

3. Create and maintain vertical and structural complexity; and

4. Identify, establish and protect healthy habitat; and

5. Public Outreach and Community Engagement.

The intergovernmental agreement (IGA) with the City of Portland to transfer ownership of Elk Rock
Island from the City of Portland to the City of Milwaukie that was executed in April 2017 defines
Portland and Milwaukie’s obligations to legally transfer ownership. As part of the agreement, Milwaukie
agreed to provide Portland Parks and Recreation with a written report detailing actions taken and
expenditures made since July 1 of the prior year to implement the 2016 Management Plan for Elk Rock
Natural Area, a work plan, and proposed expenditures for the upcoming fiscal year.

FY 2018/2019 Completed Actions:
The actions related to Elk Rock Island during Fiscal Year 2018 can be broken down into three groups:

1. Collaboration for public safety.

a. City of Milwaukie Police: In coordination with NCPRD, Fire District #1 and response to
citizen complaints, the City of Milwaukie police visited the site numerous times to
resolve issues.

2. Strategic Actions from 2016 Management Plan:

a. Goal 1. Protect water quality

i. NCPRD replaced signage at the site removing PP&R logo and contact with
NCPRD and City of Milwaukie — including leave not trace signage. Used icons
instead of lengthy verbiage to communicate better with users speaking different
languages.

ii. Dog bags and signs that say pick up your dog’s poop are now at several
locations.

iii. NCPRD provided a portable restroom at the site for more months than past
years.

iv. City police and NCPRD worked together to manage illegal camping at the site.

ACTION REQUESTED
Council is asked to approve an ordinance adding Milwaukie Municipal Code (MMC) Chapter
13.24.220 Business Food Waste Requirements.

HISTORY OF PRIOR ACTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS
[une 2017: Council, Metro, Clackamas County and staff discussed Metro’s plans for a food scraps
recovery plan and adding a voluntary residential program.

[uly 2017: Council approved a voluntary residential food scraps recovery program.

ANALYSIS

In July 2018, Metro mandated that all local governments adopt business food scraps requirements
by July 31, 2019. Staff worked with Metro, Clackamas County, and the solid waste haulers to
create a program for the city. Since 2017, several commercial businesses and residents have been
voluntarily participating in similar programs. Additionally, staff has collaborated with internal
city departments in development of the program.

PROGRAM DETAILS

The proposed ordinance will apply to businesses with full-service restaurants or on-site food
preparation. Currently, the list of impacted restaurants includes approximately 68 businesses.
Implementation will be phased over a period of three years. Beginning on March 31, 2020, the
first phase will affect 8-10 businesses producing 1,000 or more pounds of food waste. The second
phase, beginning on March 31, 2021, would affect 30 businesses that produce between 500 pounds
and 999 pounds of food waste. The third and final phase begins on September 30, 2022, and covers
an additional 30 businesses, that produce 250 pounds or more of food waste. During each phase
the effected businesses would be required to separate food waste from all other solid waste.

BUDGET IMPACTS
None. The proposed ordinance may affect solid waste rates in the future.

WORKLOAD IMPACTS

Clackamas County and Metro will provide assistance to effected businesses. City staff should not
see any increase in staff time or labor. Code enforcement staff may be called upon to assist the
county with enforcement.

COUNCIL ORDINANCE No.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MILWAUKIE, OREGON, CREATING MILWAUKIE
MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 13.24.220 BUSINESS FOOD WASTE REQUIREMENTS.

WHEREAS, the City is within Metro’s jurisdiction for solid waste management; and

WHEREAS, Metro mandated that local governments adopt business food waste
requirements by July 31, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the City finds it is in the public’s interest to enact this ordinance.
Now, Therefore, the City of Milwaukie does ordain as follows:

Section 1. Milwaukie Code Chapter 13.24.220 is hereby added to read as follows:

13.24.220 BUSINESS FOOD WASTE REQUIRMENT

All covered businesses in the City that fall within the Metro District boundary and
Clackamas County shall comply with this Chapter and regulations promulgated
hereunder. A business, for the purposes of this Chapter, is a business that cooks,
assembles, processes, serves, or sells food or does so as service providers for other
enterprises and generates more than 250 pounds per week of food waste.

A. PURPOSE AND INTENT

1. The purpose and intent of this Chapter is to:
a. Source separate food waste and prevent that waste from entering the solid
waste system; and
b. Comply with applicable provisions of Metro’s Solid Waste Administrative
Rules and Clackamas County’s Solid Waste Management Ordinances.

B. DEFINITIONS

“Business” means organizations that cook, assemble, process, serve, or sell food or
do so as service providers for other enterprises.

“City staff, or Designee” means duly appointed representatives of the City of
Milwaukie.

“Food waste” means waste generated from the distribution, storage, preparation,
cooking, handling, selling, or serving of food for human consumption. Food waste
includes but is not limited to excess, spoiled, or unusable food and includes inedible
parts commonly associated with food preparation such as pits, shells, bones, rinds,
and peels. Food waste does not include liquids or large amounts of oils and meats
that are collected for rendering, fuel production, or other non-disposal applications,
or any food fit for human consumption that has been set aside, stored properly, and
is accepted for donation by a charitable organization or any food collected to feed
animals in compliance with applicable regulations.

Page 1 of 3 - Ordinance No.
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“Exempt” means liquids or large amounts of oils and meats that are collected for
rendering, fuel production or other non-disposal applications, or any food fit for
human consumption that has been set aside, stored properly and is accepted for
donation by a charitable organization and any food collected to feed animals in
compliance with applicable regulations.

C. APPLICABILITY

1. This ordinance applies to all businesses.

2. Businesses subject to the business food waste requirement include without
limitation cafeterias & buffets, caterers, correctional facilities, food product
manufacturing, food service contractors, full service restaurants, grocery retail,
grocery wholesaler, limited service restaurants, specialty food markets, warehouse
clubs: and those businesses with full-service restaurants or on-site food
preparation or service, colleges & universities, drinking places, bars, taverns,
elementary and secondary schools, hospitals, hotels, nursing & residential care,
retirement & assisted living.

3. Only those with full-service restaurant or on-site food preparation or services are

subject to this requirement.

D. BUSINESS FOOD WASTE REQUIRMENTS

1. Businesses must collect food waste that is controlled by the business, agents, and
employees. This requirement does not apply to food wastes controlled by
customers or the public. At its discretion, a business may also collect food waste
from customers or the public but must ensure that food wastes are free of non-food
waste items. K-12 schools may also include student-generated food waste from
school cafeteria meals but must ensure that food wastes are free of non-food items.

2. Businesses must have correctly-labeled and easily-identifiable receptacles for
internal maintenance or work areas where food waste may be collected, stored, or
both.

3. Businesses must post accurate signs where food waste is collected and stored that
identify the materials that the covered business must source separate.

4. All Businesses must comply with this section by September 30, 2023.

a. Businesses that are not schools generating greater than 1,000 pounds of food per
week must comply with this section by March 31, 2021.

b. Businesses that are not schools generating greater than 500 pounds of food waste
per week must comply with this section by September 30, 2022.

5. Persons and entities that own, manage, or operate premises with business tenants
subject to this chapter, and that provide garbage collection service to those business
tenants shall provide food waste collection systems adequate to enable those
business tenants to comply with the requirements of subsections 1, 2, 3, and 4 of
this Section D.

6. A business may seek a temporary compliance waiver issued by Clackamas County,
subject to the following conditions:

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a. The temporary compliance waiver will not exceed twelve (12) months; and

b. The business provides access to City staff, or designee, for a site visit to
demonstrate that the covered business cannot comply with this section; and

c. City staff, or designee, approves a temporary compliance waiver under this

d. City staff, or designee, performs periodic site visits to ensure the conditions
allowing a temporary compliance waiver under this section are still in place and
cannot be remedied; and

e City staff, or designee, may determine a renewal of the temporary compliance
waiver is warranted.

7. A business that does not comply with subsections 1-6 of this section:

a. May receive a written notice of noncompliance from the City or designee. The
notice of noncompliance will:
1. Describe the violation; and
2. Provide the business an opportunity to cure the violation within a specified

time period; and

3. Offer assistance with compliance.

b. A business failing to cure a violation within the time specified in the notice of
noncompliance may receive a written citation that will:
1. Provide an additional opportunity to cure the violation; and
2. Notify the business that it may be subject to a fine.

c. A business that does not cure a violation within the time specified in the citation
may be subject to a fine.

Section 2. The effective date of this ordinance shall be July 30, 2019.

Solid Waste Collection Services Rate Increase
June 4, 2019

Introduction — Good afternoon Mayor Gamba and members of the Council. | am Beth Vargas Duncan,
Regional Director for Oregon Refuse and Recycling Association (ORRA). As ORRA regional staff, | represent
the garbage haulers providing solid waste and recycling collection services within City of Milwaukie.

The haulers work cooperatively with city staff to provide modern and efficient waste collection services that
include garbage, recycling, and yard debris with food waste at reasonable rates. The haulers greatly appreciate
all the work of city leadership and staff to help manage these services.

Background - The haulers greatly appreciate the city’s rate review action last year in response to the
recycling market issues. The systemic impact on the market caused recycling costs to rise at record levels.
As you know, the haulers lost a significant amount of revenue in a short period of time because of the
sudden shift in market and your action was critical to stabilizing rates today in a volatile system. Not
every State or local jurisdiction in other parts of the country were as quick to respond and it has been
causing further disruption as a result. The conditions are still depressed in the recycling market values
and Oregon DEQ in collaboration among processors, haulers, local governments, and other stakeholders
continue to identify methods to control costs, maximize the recycling of material, and educate customers
about “recycling right” to reduce contaminants.

Today - We support the rate adjustments city staff presented. This is particularly important as we
respond to the recycling market changes and continue to educate customers in order to reduce
contamination in the recycling stream as part of our efforts to maximize recycling. We also support the
city’s food waste ordinance in response to Metro’s business food waste requirement. The haulers are
already collecting source separated commercial food waste from many city customers today.

Call to action -We recognize that Oregonians continue to lead the nation in recycling and addressing
recycling market challenges. We ask the City of Milwaukie residents and businesses to improve even
more and seek the latest information on what is recyclable and what should not be in the recycling
containers; everyone can reduce, reuse and recycle right.

For many decades, the haulers have demonstrated a strong commitment to providing excellent service to
the residents and businesses of Milwaukie while also producing sustainable results and consistent
operational safety. We look forward to partnering with the city in the future and appreciate the
opportunity to serve the City of Milwaukie. We request the Council adopt the rates as presented today.

ACTION REQUESTED
Adopt the solid waste rates for fiscal year 2020.

HISTORY OF PRIOR ACTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS
June 2014: Council and staff discussed the current solid waste rate structure and concluded that
no rate increase was necessary to sustain the system.

June 2015: Council approved a solid waste rate increase for residential and commercial services.

June 2016: Council approved increases to the commercial rates to equalize the rate of return
(ROR) across all service levels and create a new class of service for special waste required to be
disposed of outside the Metro region.

September 2016: The city held a curbside bulky waste event.

July 2017: Council approved a solid waste rate increase to drop box services and added a
voluntary food scraps recovery program.

August 2017: The city held a curbside bulky waste event.
October 2017: Council approved a yearly curbside bulky waste event.
June 2018: The city held a curbside bulky waste event.

June 2018: Council approved a solid waste rate increase for residential (19%) and commercial
(11%) services. Drop box service rates were projected to be sufficient and no adjustment was
made.

ANALYSIS
Council annually reviews and adopts solid waste rates charged by the city’s haulers. The process
is as follows:

e Around March 15 the city’s franchised solid waste haulers submit financial information
to the city’s contracted consultant, Bell & Associates, Inc., identifying revenues and
expenses for the previous year relating to the provision of solid waste services.

e The consultant consolidates the information and provides a Solid Waste and Recycling
Rate Review report containing a projected ROR.

e Costs are adjusted to eliminate amounts that may be allowable for tax purposes, but that
are not allowed for rate determination.

Page 1 of 2 - Staff Report
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e The report is used to evaluate the financial health of the system and set the solid waste
rates. Milwaukie Municipal Code (MMC) Chapter 13.24.160(2) states “rates shall be
adequate to provide an expected operating margin for the subsequent rate year equal to
10% of composite city-wide gross revenues; however, the City shall not be required to
change rates if the expected operating margin in the current year falls between 8% and
12% of gross revenues. The 10% target, and the 8% to 12% range of return on gross
revenues is considered sufficient to reflect the level of business risk assumed by the
franchisee, to allow investment in equipment, and to ensure quality collection service.”

e The ROR is reviewed, and rate adjustments are evaluated against the 8% to 12% ROR
acceptable range, with the target goal of a 10% ROR when rates are adjusted.

o Staff discusses the ROR with the consultant and the solid waste haulers.

o (City staff reviews the information and prepares the information for Council.

¢ Council discusses the information and adopts solid waste rates.

While every effort is made to accurately project future ROR, unknowns are still present. Two of
the city’s franchised haulers have recently adjusted their collection routes to increase efficiency
and reduce costs. In July 2018, residential and commercial rates were increased with every effort
to provide a 10% ROR. Unfortunately, the increased rates were not sufficient to provide the
targeted ROR between 8-12%

Additional factors that effect the ROR are increases to driver wages, health insurance costs,
recycling processing, and yard debris processing. Metro’s solid waste disposal fee will remain
unchanged.

The city’s initiatives such as the curbside bulky waste event (costing $71,000 in 2016, $67,000 in
2017 and $56,500 in 2018) the introduction of a voluntary residential food scraps program, and
the business food scraps program all have an impact on the ROR.

Staff has discussed the rates and ROR with the consultant and it is anticipated that the proposed
rates will cause the ROR to fall within the prescribed range of 8-12%.

BUDGET IMPACTS
The city will continue to receive franchise fees based on gross revenues from the three haulers.

WORKLOAD IMPACTS
None.

COORDINATION, CONCURRENCE, OR DISSENT
City staff and the consultant are in concurrence.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that solid waste rates be adjusted as shown on the attached History of Rates in
Milwaukie.

ALTERNATIVES

Defer rate adjustment to a later date.

Background

Collection of waste and recycling within the City of Milwaukie (City) is accomplished under
exclusive franchise agreements between Waste Management (WM), Hoodview Disposal
(Hoodview), Clackamas Garbage?!, and the City. Table 1 summarizes the customer counts and
revenue for each collection company.

As the regulator of waste and recycling, City Council is responsible for establishing rates for all
waste collection services.

Annual Cost Report

The annual cost report provides line-item costs and revenues associated with providing service
within the City as well as combined line item totals for their non-Milwaukie operations. The format
provides the capacity to calculate the cost of service for each line of business (cart, container, and
drop box). Cart collection is primarily residential customers whereas business customers are
serviced with a container.

In July 2018, the City increased residential collection rates an average of 8.4% - most residential
customers incurred an increase of $2.50 per month. Commercial collection was increased by $1.50
per collected yard, which was an average increase of 9.3% over the previous rates. The increase
in the rates was in response to the collapse of the recycling market as the franchised haulers were
paying over $120 per ton to local recycling processors to sort and market the collected materials
from the City’s residential and commercial customers.

In March 2019, both franchised companies submitted the annual detailed cost report to the City for
the calendar year 2018. The reported financial results of collection operations within the City was a
profit margin of just above break-even at 0.28%. Reported results were analyzed and the following
tasks were completed:

a. Analyze reported route collection hours to the reported customer counts for each line of
business.

b. Using a predictive test of revenue for each line of business, ensure the reported revenues
are reasonable for the number of reported customers.

c. By thoroughly reviewing the reported direct cost line items, determine if the expense is
reasonable in relation to the customer and operational data entered from the detailed cost
report.

d. Utilize a predictive test of disposal to determine if the reported disposal expense is
reasonable.

e. Using the reported administrative line items, determine if the expense is reasonable in
relation to the operational data entered from the detailed cost report as well as comparable
to prior report submissions.

f. Review the costs between the City and the franchised hauler’s other collection operations to
determine if the allocations are reasonable.

Adjustments made to the reports of both companies increased the results from 0.28% to 2.0%.
Table 2 details the return for each collection service provided within the Milwaukie franchise
collection system.

The 2.1% adjusted return for 2018 is very low when compared to the projected 2018 presented
with the rate increase package approved in June 2018. The Milwaukie composite incurred
approximately $160,000 of recycling processing cost from January to June 2018. The impact of
these costs, which were not included in the collection rates until July, reduced the composite by
approximately 3% (from 5% to the adjusted 2%). Recycling costs comprised $2.15 of the $2.50
rate increase with the remaining $0.35 in the rate paying for increased collection costs. The
projected results for 2019 from the rate package approved by City Council are included in the
appendix of this report.

Of interest is the substantial increase in expenses over the previous years. The expectation of
increased collection efficiency from the consolidation of the franchised companies within the City
over the last four years has not been fully realized?. Table 3 on the following page compares the
cost of collection, without the disposal / processing and franchise fees, for residential and
commercial service within the City.

In addition to collection costs, general and administrative (G&A) costs have also increased, mostly
in 2018. G&A costs are comprised of management, customer service, and administration costs.
Table 4 compares these costs over the last four years by each franchised company.

Reasons for the increases in costs in Milwaukie

Sale of Mel Deines Sanitary to Hoodview

Revenue and expenses generated before the sale to Hoodview were not reported to the City.
While revenue and expenses reported by Hoodview capture most of the expenses from the Deines
territory, it is still an incomplete picture of the true costs of servicing the combined areas. With the
integration of the Deines routes, Hoodview disposal completed a major re-route with the Milwaukie
and Clackamas routes that increased the collection costs in 2018. Hoodview management
reported that the driver hours used to allocate costs in 2018 might not be reliable due to the
change in operations.

Hoodview G&A Costs

General and Administrative (G&A) costs for Hoodview allocated to Milwaukie increased from
$44,895 to $183,911, an increase of 310% from the previous year. G&A costs should increase to
some degree with the acquisition of new companies; however, the amount reported in 2018 is
higher than expected. The explanation for the increase is due to adding City of Portland costs to
the G&A as well as the purchase of Mel Deines' Sanitary. Two full-time management positions and
additional CSR's were hired. Wages for all the CSR's were increased as the economy dictated.
There are other expenses that will require additional review of management, but a final answer has
not been submitted by Hoodview before the submission of this report to the City.

WM Collection Costs

WM'’s reported commercial collection costs increased by $133,977 from the prior year without a
commensurate increase in revenue and collection activity. Table 5 compares the reported amounts
from 2018 to the previous year.

The 11.3% increase in revenue is from a combination of the rate increase from last year (2.3%)
and a 9% growth in volume. Assuming the collection costs for 2019 will be in-line with previous
years, a rate increase for commercial collection is unnecessary.

Drop Box

Reported truck hours for drop box is a combination of the actual time expended to service each
box or compactor, plus an allocation of 19.7% of non-productive time added to the actual time of
each haul. The 19.7% non-productive time is defined by WM as the drive time from the yard to the
first and last customer of the day, plus any time that the driver is not servicing a specific customer.
For every truck hour, an additional 12 minutes of cost was added to the haul (60 minutes x .197 =
11.8).

The problem with allocating the non-productive time on actual productive time is that it allocates a
higher cost to the 1,572 special waste hauls to Hillsboro Landfill. The average haul time from
Milwaukie to Hillsboro Landfill is 2 hours and 55 minutes (2.79 hours). Multiplying each haul by
19.7% adds 55 minutes (2.79 x .197) to the actual haul time. To put this in perspective, 1,572
special waste hauls multiplied by 2.79 hours and then by 19.7% adds 863 hours of costs to
Milwaukie. The cost per hour is $96.26; therefore, $83,072 (863 hours x $96.26) of costs have
been allocated to Milwaukie.

When this haul rate was updated last year, it was set it at the cost of service. WM has been
charging $359.42 for the special waste hauls. At WM’s average time of 2 hours and 55 minutes,
the cost of service is $337.50. The difference in the cost versus the rate is $21.92 to the benefit of
WM.

Residential

The combination of three separate costs comprise the recommended rate increase for residential
service; the city-wide clean-up, the increased cost to process collected commingled recycling, and
the Metro processing fee for residential organics. Table 6 combines the following three costs and
calculated the proposed rate increase.

¢ The annual city-wide clean-up was added a few years ago; however, the cost of the service
was never calculated into the collection rates. In 2018, the haulers reported a combined cost
of $55,551. Spreading the clean-up cost over the City’s 6,024 customers is $0.78 per month.

o When rates were implemented in 2018, the estimated cost per ton to process commingled
recycling was $105. Over the last 12 months, the market for the recyclable materials has
softened further. The projected cost to process commingled in 2019 has increased to $112
per ton. The impact per customer per month is an additional $0.12.

¢ Metro will increase the residential organic processing fee from $67.08 per ton to $77.99 per
ton effective July 1. The additional cost to each customer is $0.33.

The franchised haulers reported 3,089 drop box and compactor hauls in 2018. All but 39 were
completed by WM. Approximately 52% of the hauls were special waste loads delivered to the
Hillsboro Landfill for Precision Cast Parts. The average time to haul the box of special waste to
Hillsboro and back was 2 hours and 47 minutes.

Drop box and roll off compactor service rates are set on the average haul time multiplied by the
hour cost to provide service. The service fees for the special waste loads and compactor loads
were analyzed are adequate for the current cost. However, the regular haul fee for drop boxes fee
needs to be adjusted to the cost of service. Table 7 details the cost of service calculation and
Table 13 summarizes the proposed increases.

The lower rate for the smaller 20 yard box is an incentive for customers to select the smaller box,
which is typically the best size for an occasional haul.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MILWAUKIE, OREGON,
ADOPTING SOLID WASTE SERVICE RATES EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2019.

WHEREAS, Milwaukie Municipal Code (MMC) Chapter 13.24(2) states “Rates shall
be adequate to provide an expected operating margin for the subsequent rate year equal
to 10% of composite city-wide gross revenues; however, the City shall not be required to
change rates if the expected operating margin in the current year falls between 8% and
12% of gross revenues;” and

WHEREAS, costs have increase due to both global and local policy changes; and

WHEREAS, without a rate increase the projected operating margin falls below the
acceptable rate of return; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the MMC it is anticipated that the proposed rate
increases will result in a projected overall rate of return that will be within the targeted
range.

Now, Therefore, be it Resolved by the City Council of the City of Milwaukie, Oregon,
that the solid waste service rates shall be adjusted, and the rates attached as “Rate
Schedule” are effective on July 1, 2019.

Introduced and adopted by the City Council on June 4, 2019.

Subject:  FY 2020 Master Fee Schedule Update

ACTION REQUESTED
Review and adopt the proposed updated Master Fee Schedule.

HISTORY OF PRIOR ACTIONS AND DISCUSSIONS

The city’s fiscal policies state that the city will periodically and systematically review user fees
and charges as adopted in an updated Master Fee Schedule each year, commonly in June
preceding the applicable fiscal year. The most recent fee schedule was adopted in June 2018 for
fiscal year (FY) 2019 by Resolution 43-2018.

Council reviewed the proposed FY 2020 Master Fee Schedule during the May 14 Study Session.

ANALYSIS

The Master Fee Schedule (both redline and clean versions are provided as attachments), if
adopted, will go into effect on July 1. Each year departments review the fees and make changes
as necessary. The suggested changes generally reflect either a new internal practice or a change
in cost. The over-arching goal is to accurately recover costs incurred by the city, as stated below
in the city’s adopted fiscal policies:

The City will maximize the use of service and user charges in lieu of ad valorem taxes and
subsidies from other city funds, for services that can be identified and where costs are directly
related to the level of service provided. The Council may establish fees at less than “full cost
recovery” when deemed in the public interest. The City will periodically and systematically
review user fees and charges to take into account the effects of additional service costs and
inflation.

The significant changes in the FY 2020 update are:

e To provide continuous improvement to the document, staff added cross-references
where applicable to direct customers from one section to another because there are
multiple areas discussing similar items.

¢ Building fees increase based on the Consumer Price Index (CPI) of 2.4% and have been
approved through the State of Oregon.

¢ Business registration fees increase by the CPI and rounding for even amounts.

e Downtown parking permit fee increase by $10/monthly and $30/quarterly per previous
Council direction. Parking fines are unchanged from the prior year.
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¢ Engineering changes include several formatting and clarifying changes as well as the
removal of fees that are no longer applicable.

e Fees in lieu of construction (FILOC) have minimal increases based on the Construction
Cost Index (CCI) with one exception: the transportation local fee decreased to $293 per
lineal foot from $446 per lineal foot and is representative of actual cost recovery.

e Library changes include fees related to the Library of Things service.

e Fees for lien searches increase to include an administrative cost along with the fees
charged by Net Assets/Conduits (lien record vendors).

e Police changes increase fees for alarm permits and adjusted fees related to false alarms;
these were based on Council’s discussion on May 7.

e System development charges (SDCs) increase based on the CCI.

e Utilities have several adjustments:

o Water and wastewater utility rates are to be determined.

o Stormwater increases by 14% as recommended by the Citizens Utility Advisory
Board (CUAB).

o Street Surface Maintenance Program (SSMP) and Safe Access for Everyone
(SAFE) fees increase based on CCI.

o Other fees such as water connections have been adjusted to reflect actual cost of
recovery. Additionally, a hydrant meter usage fee has been added.

o Under miscellaneous for utilities, there are increases in the delinquent notice and
after-hours turn-on fees. These increases are based on analysis of recovering
costs for staff time.

e Right-of-way utility fees increase 3% each year. A new fee was added related to small
cell wireless providers.

The Master Fee Schedule document is updated through the course of the year for changes or
additions of fees approve by resolution or ordinance.

BUDGET IMPACTS
Changes in the Master Fee Schedule will have various impacts city-wide.

WORKLOAD IMPACTS
Minimal impacts will occur city-wide to update the fees in the current systems used by staff.

COORDINATION, CONCURRENCE, OR DISSENT
Changes and updates were solicited from all department heads and staff.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Adopt the Master Fee Schedule for FY 2020.

ALTERNATIVES
A delay in adoption will leave current fees in place.

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Preface

City of Milwaukie, Oregon

The City of Milwaukie provides a full range of municipal services to the community,
including police protection, traffic control and improvement, street maintenance and
improvement, water, wastewater, and surface water management services, planning
and zoning regulation, building inspection and regulation, and community library
services. This Master Fee Schedule consolidates all City fees and charges adopted by
City Council resolution for the various services that the City provides. Typically, it is
updated annually and reflects all fee resolutions passed by Council during the year.

Fee Variance and Waiver Statement

Based upon an unusual circumstance or event, past practices, demonstrated hardship,
or public benefit, the City Manager is authorized to waive or decrease a fee(s) or
charge(s) in a matter or establish a fee not yet authorized in this schedule. When a new
fee is established by the City Manager it shall be incorporated into this document, and it
shall be included and specified during the next update to this document.

A waiver or reduction request must be in writing and communicated to Council to allow
opportunity for comment. If the City Manager or their designee agrees to said waiver or
reduction, he/she shall inform the City Council, in writing, of the request and his/her
decision, except in minor matters (defined as waivers or reductions valued at $1,000 or
less).

Effective Dates and Resolutions

The FY 2020 Master Fee Schedule fees are effective as of July 1, 2019 with the adoption
of Resolution #Rxx-xxxx, adopted by City Council on June X, 2019, unless otherwise noted.
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SECTION 1: ADMINISTRATION

1.  ADMINISTRATION

a. Billable Hourly Rates

The City employee billable hourly rate shall be calculated as 2.5 times step 4 of the
employee’s job classification, to the nearest $5 increment, unless otherwise specified.
The classification schedule can be found on the City of Milwaukie website under
Human Resources.

This calculation shall be used to recover costs for those services billed on an hourly basis,
including, but not limited to professional services such as planning, engineering, public
works, utility, financial, legal, and police services. The use of a multiplier of 2.5 is
intended to recover all overhead, training, benefits, and other costs associated with a
City employee’s time. Any work performed during overtime hours shall be billed as the
calculated hourly rate multiplied by 125 percent. The City Manager and/or
department directors are authorized to adjust calculated billings to reflect the impact
of unusual circumstances or situations.

The City of Milwaukie provides a full range of municipal services to the community,
including police protection, traffic control and improvement, street maintenance and
improvement, water, wastewater, and surface water management services, planning
and zoning regulation, building inspection and regulation, and community library
services. This Master Fee Schedule consolidates all City fees and charges adopted by
City Council resolution for the various services that the City provides. Typically, it is
updated annually and reflects all fee resolutions passed by Council during the year.

Fee Variance and Waiver Statement

Based upon an unusual circumstance or event, past practices, demonstrated hardship,
or public benefit, the City Manager is authorized to waive or decrease a fee(s) or
charge(s) in a matter or establish a fee not yet authorized in this schedule. When a new
fee is established by the City Manager it shall be incorporated into this document, and it
shall be included and specified during the next update to this document.

A waiver or reduction request must be in writing and communicated to Council to allow
opportunity for comment. If the City Manager or their designee agrees to said waiver or
reduction, he/she shall inform the City Council, in writing, of the request and his/her
decision, except in minor matters (defined as waivers or reductions valued at $1,000 or
less).

SALEM — Oregon House Speaker Tina Kotek said on Monday that she was able to
bring an end to Republican delay tactics primarily by improving communication with
members of the minority caucus who were “not feeling that they were heard.”

The Portland Democrat also said some House Republicans were growing weary of the
long hours and looming threat of six-day workweeks necessary to catch up, after
they insisted for the last month that bills be read in their entirety before receiving floor
votes.

House Republicans deployed the delay tactics around the same time Democrats
pushed through a multibillion-dollar business tax and education funding bill on @
party-line vote. Democrats hold three-fifths supermajorities in both chambers of the
Oregon Legislature.

They got back to business as usual last week, waiving the bill reading requirement in
the Oregon Constitution in order to proceed more quickly. At the time, House
Republican Leader Carl Wilson, of Grants Pass, avoided answering questions from
reporters for The Oregonian/OregonlLive regarding his agreement with Kotek.

Nonetheless, Kotek acknowledged her commitment to make Republicans feel more
included in the legislative process could bear concrete victories for the GOP.

Kotek said the public “might see amendments” to two proposals Republicans
oppose, a bill fo phase out dirtier diesel truck engines and a bill {o cap greenhouse
gas emissions in Oregon.

“We've had members working with people across the aisle on ideas and
amendments,” Kotek said. “Whether or not they can get passed will depend on
votes ... We're trying to narrow the clean diesel requirements in a way that we think
can move us forward but also not be onerous on other parts of the state.”

The speaker declined to comment on whether she agreed to kill any bills in order to
get Republicans to speed up the legislative process, saying those were private
conversations.

“It's not so much bills that die, but bills that members want or budget priorities for
members,” Kotek said.

In contrast, Senate Republicans ended an early May walkout under an agreement
with Democrats for the maijority party to kill two high-profile proposals: tightening the
state's immunization mandate and a package of gun control measures. They also
secured Democrats’ support for passing a negotiated paid family and medical leave
insurance plan this session.

The speaker said lawmakers are on track to wrap up work by the June 30 deadline,
“if not a few days earlier.”
