a. Staffing/Personnel: They respond to every call that they get, been
working on getting full staff for over a year. 2 officers released to full
duty in the past few months, 1 more almost there, and then 3 more in
the training academy who will be out soon. Want one dedicated traffic
officer, and hope to have that once staffing is improved, hired a full-
time traffic officer that retired from Clackamas County

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a. They were here last month via zoom about a safety campaign,
volunteer task force — CEl (Critical Energy Infrastructure) Hub task
force — here to explain a little bit more about what it is and why they
are here.

A 6-mile stretch along Columbia, 200 acres, (size of Mt.
Tabor) privately owned. In 500 tanks they store a variety of
chemicals, including jet fuels, almost all of the liquid fuel in
Oregon including gasoline.

ii. When they started putting tanks in there we didn’t know that

this was an earthquake zone, seismologists now predict that

that area will liquify in an earthquake and expect over 60% of
tanks will fail spilling hundreds of thousands of gallons of fuel
into the Columbia and Willamette

Multnomah County Risk Analysis report published at the end
of 2022 found that potentially larger than the Deep Water
horizon spill. In addition to this spill happening in our
backyard, it would also mean that none of that fuel is
available for emergency vehicles to use

They think only about 1% of the tanks are seismically
retrofitted.

In addition to the dangers from an earthquake, there is also a
risk of fire spreading from the area to the fuels or vice versa,
there is also a lot of trains which go through the area.
According to federal data, there are over 700 train
derailments in the United States in the last year

60% would be spilled on the land and 40% into the river;
chemicals include benzene, ethylbenzene, toluene and
xylene, and the estimate is somewhere in the ballpark of
30,000 people could die from chemical releases

Grad Party: All night supervised event after graduation,
supervised all night party, secret location, lots of stuff to do,
movie room, game room, bingo room, coloring room,
caricature artist, henna tattoo.

The engineering department seems like they will not be
recommending stop signs. We need people to show and
express support at the city council

. Chris HB: what does the traffic study say would make it

safer?

1. Jacob Sherman: It seems like the city isn’t being
consistent in the reasons they are giving, because the
study from 2022, said that there wasn’t enough volume
of cars to make a stop sign immediately necessary. But
this partly because 29" is mostly used by bikes and
pedestrians. Asking for stop signs on both sides at 6
intersections
