Discussion Topics:

1. Officer Hall reported on a few incidents in the neighborhood but noted things were pretty calm.  No one had any problems or complaints.

2. Linda reported briefly on several items from the NDA quarterly:

· Proposed CERT (Citizen Emergency Response Team)

· Transportation Code Amendments

· Lewelling Community Garden

· Citizens Utility Advisory Board project referrals

3. The group voted on and unanimously passed several grant requests:
· $3,000 for Homewood Park general maintenance and supplies for work parties

· $500 for the Public Safety Foundation (K-9)
· $1,000 for Meals-on-Wheels

At its March meeting the neighborhood will consider a $500 grant request for the April 18 Hector Campbell Carnival and discuss a grant for the Milwaukie Museum (people did not know how much to request as nobody knew what the needs/projects were).  The group was also waiting on additional information from MHS Grad Party organizers.
4. Sarah Smith reported the Homewood Park project was nearly done.  She is waiting for an inspection of the play structure and for the sod to take hold before opening it.  The grand opening is planned for April 11.  Sarah showed a proposed design for the sign for the Home Avenue end of the Park.  There is a work party on February 28 to finish some planting and remove ivy so the trillium will be more visible.  People we puzzled as to why the tree on Home Avenue but quickly got over it.
5. Linda Hedges suggested referring the matter of traffic calming near Homewood Park to Gary Parkin as it became more popular with the neighborhood children.
6. David Hedges gave the Public Safety Advisory Committee report.
