artMOB Draft Minutes
March 16, 2016 | Meeting Start Time: 5:30 p.m.

Present: Andrea Adams, Maitri Dirmeyer, Lars Campbell, Rebecca Banyas, Chris Haberman, Denise Emerling-Baker, staff liaison Mitch Nieman, and two guests (Sarafin Lillian and Hamid Bennett)
Absent: Chris Davis

Minutes Approval: After introductions, Dirmeyer moved to approve the minutes from February’s meeting. The motion was seconded by Emerling-Baker, and the committee approved the minutes unanimously.

Chinese Art show: The committee discussed details of this continuing project. The art will arrive in May, and it has been determined that we can keep it displayed as long as we see fit. Some percentage of sales will go back to the Sister City Association if it sells during show. If art sells later, the Chinese artists have agreed to donate to a cause (ArtMOB is a possible cause). It is not known yet if art will be framed or it there will be needs for framing. Action item: Emerling-Baker and Haberman to begin work on a walking tour of the Chinese art in Milwaukie and send out reqests for help to the committee.  

artMOB documents: Discussion of how to handle internal documents with all members of the group. It is decided to create a google docs site with all artMOB documents, where members can comment on said documents with one person as the editor. The “How to curate at City Hall” document was sent out by Emerling-Baker, and she will put a final version in the google docs site. Action item: All three documents in process to be reviewed by each member of the committee by April 13. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Percent for Art: The committee learns of Banyas’ work on a draft policy introducing a Percent for Art program for City Council to consider. Alma Flores, Community Development Director, is going to look at the art ordinance we're proposing to make sure it’s consistent with city community and economic development strategies. At its base level, the program would set up a parked account where that percent (or 1.5%) would live for public art projects. This piece is to set up a policy, then a different document will draft guidelines for the policy (which will talk about how the money is invested in art). Action item: Banyas to get draft to the committee by end of March (via google docs site), at which point the committee can have a week to comment, then it will go into the city council packet. 
April 19 City Council meeting: Discussion about what information to present to council in our meeting with them on April 19. It is decided to talk about the Percent for Art possibilities, and to consider discussing the idea of a master plan for art in Milwaukie. Adams may have connections to the group who created this master plan in Eugene, and others have contacts in local groups with similar documents. 

Elections: Emerling-Baker nominates Chris Davis for treasurer, Banyas seconds. Approved by consensus. 
Clackamas County Arts Alliance board vacancy: The arts alliance had mentioned seeking someone to represent Milwaukie. Former artMOB member Val Hubbard’s name came up as a possibility. 
The meeting was adjourned at 7:05pm.
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
