Introductions and Welcome: Mary Weaver, Vice-Chair
Guest: Interim Mayor Jeremy Ferguson
Mayor Ferguson gave a brief history of his attachment to the city of Milwaukie, his service on the budget committee, and he spoke about his desire to continue to move the city forward during the six months of his term of office.  Particular projects in which he has an interest include the Quiet Zone. He took requests from neighbors to investigate the issue of flashing lights by the school on Railroad Avenue, to find other ways to discourage speeders around HC School, objections to the Balfour House property and opposition to the county’s efforts to push the Sunnybrook extension through the protected area behind the Aquatic Center.

Information: A report is being prepared by staff on the city’s response to the winter storms.  This report will be made available when it is completed and presented.
No police or fire personnel were available.

Projects Updates: Mr Aschenbrenner was out of town on business, and was unavailable to report on projects. 
Grants:  The Milwaukie HS Graduation Party paperwork has not yet been submitted for approval. The parks paperwork is in progress.
Parks Report:  Sarah Smith reported that the contractor was delayed on beginning the work on the play area and trail because of the winter storms.  He has made considerable progress the past two weeks and anticipates the work including the play structure to be done by the end of January.  Wood chips need to be spread along the trail, and a work party on Saturday the 17th is planned.  An additional work party to pull ivy and plant new plants is scheduled for 9am on Saturday February 28th.  The county will continue to maintain the public service areas of the park.  Volunteers will still maintain the natural area.
Public Safety Advisory Committee Update: Mary Weaver reported that the committee is working to update its by-laws and re-establish its mission and purpose.  Additionally, they are working on the Officer of the Year Award Dinner.

Other Information: The Neighborhood Food Fight was able to collect 948 items of food, and $2300.45 donated, which was matched by Providence Milwaukie Hospital.  The winter storm hit on the first day of the food drive and considerably impacted its success.
