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Meeting Notes
7:00pm, March 12, 2012
Public Safety Building Community Room
Introductions and Welcome: Mary Weaver, co-Chair, led the meeting. Present: Captain Steve Bartol, MPD, Co-Chair Linda Hedges, Parks and Gardens Director Sarah Smith, Treasurer David Aschenbrenner, Staff Liaison Pat Duval, Levi Roberts, PSU Masters Student, and four neighbors
Milwaukie Police Update: Captain Bartol distributed the monthly property crime stats. He reported there has been a 50% decrease in residential burglaries and car prowls in the last month, attributable to the day shift police officers’ pro-active efforts in keeping the numbers down. 
He mentioned that the Chief has recently visited with concerned neighbors in the area around Campbell School and that he also met with NCSD officials regarding criminal activity at the school and ways both they and the community can help reduce it. The MPD has increased evening and night shift patrols of the school. NOTE:  NCSD officials will be attending April’s NDA meeting to discuss this with neighbors. (Please plan to attend!!)
He reminded everyone that the Police Officer and Cadet of the Year Dinner is March 21st and tickets can be purchased online for $20 at www.milwaukiepsf.org. 

He reported that the federally funded Oregon High Impact Drug Trafficking Area Initiative (OR HIDTA) had conducted a study of Violent Street Gangs and their growth in Clackamas County. The primary source of data was anecdotal through interviews with police officers in Clackamas County jurisdictions. Milwaukie Police Department participated in this study. Over half of the officers interviewed in the County reported gang members engaging in drug production or sales. MPD encourages citizens who observe graffiti to report it to the police department immediately, as this sometimes indicates gang activity, although most often in Milwaukie it is created by teenagers or young adults “tagging” and who have no gang affiliation.

Minutes from the February meeting were approved by consensus.
Treasurer and Grants  Report – David Aschenbrenner reported that we have about $18,000, with $5,000 committed to the WSMP pathway project and another $8,000 in the Parks budget. 
City Liaison Pat DuVal had nothing new to report, and no one had questions of her.
Parks Report: Sarah Smith reported she has received the lease from NCSD for the community garden, and with a couple of changes, anticipates the final signing this week. She reported that start-up costs for the garden will be around $9,000 but she anticipates donations covering some of these costs. She proposed a $5,000 grant from the NDA to help with the development costs, covering water meter installation, city costs, insurance and materials. Chris Wilson moved and Darin Smith seconded a motion to grant $5,000 to the Campbell Community Garden. The motion passed unanimously. The garden committee is actively seeking donations and volunteers to help. She acknowledged Wichita Sanitary Services’ donation of yard debris service weekly throughout the growing season. Landscape East and West will be donating the materials for the hose connections in the garden, including pipe, back flow prevention, and hose bibs, and some of

their employees will donate their time to install them." Plots will be open only to Hector Campbell neighbors until April 15th and will then be available to others in the city. Plot costs will range from $40 to $55 or so per year, dependent upon the plot size. This should generate about $1195 in revenue. The garden should be self-sustaining once it is set up. Neighborhood Main Street Project: Levi Roberts, a PSU Masters student, briefly outlined the project, which is looking at the community’s wishes relating to development of a small commercial core in the 32nd Avenue and 42nd and King Road areas. There is a visioning workshop on March 21st at Lewelling School, 6-7pm. They would like at least 5 neighbors from each affected neighborhood to attend. He and other PSU Urban Studies master’s students are doing the outreach and market analysis portion of the project for the city. They will finalize their work by the end of spring term and report to the Planning Commission by the end of May. They were asked to return at our May meeting and provide us with their report at that time. Grants:  Chris Wilson brought a grant proposal for $500 to help fund the 2012 MHS Grad Party. Linda Hedges moved and Sarah Smith seconded a motion to support this grant. It passed unanimously.

Mary Weaver detailed a request to commit the remainder of HCNDA’s funds in the WSMP Education and Awareness project budget ($298) toward the MPD Bike Helmet project to help purchase bike helmets, lights and locks for children who are recipients of the department’s bike restoration and give-away to children from the local public elementary and middle schools. David Aschenbrenner moved and Linda Hedges seconded a motion to do so. It passed unanimously.
Boards and Commissions report  
Councilor’s Questions: Councilor Hedges was ill and not in attendance.
PSAC Report: Mary reported that the Police Officer and Cadet of the Year Dinner is March 21st. Tickets can be purchased on-line at www.milwaukiepsf.org for $20. 
Mary mentioned that she will become term-limited at the end of June and is unable to continue as HCNDA’s PSAC member. This position, as well as the other Officer positions, will be up for election in May. Those neighbors with an interest in serving the neighborhood and the community at large can contact any current officer for more information.

Planning Commission: Christopher Wilson reported that the Neighborhood Main Street Project is their most exciting current project. He urged everyone to take the on-line survey and participate in the upcoming workshop on March 21st. Linda Hedges raised the subject of the Residential Standards Update project and commented on issues she sees with the proposed Accessory Dwelling Units. Mr. Aschenbrenner also raised issues, and there was further discussion relating to the Metro Master Plan allowing increased density in downtown Milwaukie.  
There was no further business. The meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
