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Meeting Notes
7:00pm, June 13, 2011
Temporary location – City Hall
Introductions and Welcome: Mary Weaver, Chairperson, welcomed those who attended. Milwaukie Police Capt. Steve Bartol, City Recorder and Staff Liaison Pat DuVal, Mary Weaver, David Aschenbrenner, Sarah Smith, Linda Hedges, Darin Smith, Frank Lamp (rep. Milwaukie Community Club), and Glen Ropella.
Milwaukie Police Update: Captain Bartol distributed the monthly property crime stats. He said many of the larcenies reported were because people leave valuables such as GPS devices, laptops and purses in their vehicles. People should record the serial numbers of their valuables and not leave anything in their vehicles – put items in the trunk or take them with them. 

He described the new digital speed sign’s features and how it will be deployed. 

The department hopes to purchase another one in this next year’s budget, and Linda Hedges mentioned that PSAC or NDAs might want to purchase more of the signs to place around the city as they are a good awareness and educational device.

Captain Bartol said that a missing endangered man had been located and was being treated in hospital. 

He announced the Police Department’s annual Shred Day will be held from 9 to noon at the PSB on Saturday, June 18th. 

There was discussion of the new medical marijuana dispensary store that has opened on Bluebird and River Road; discussion over legality of operation and inherent possible problems. The police department will be monitoring the activities. The store meets city planning code requirements for its operation.
Information:

a. Minutes from the previous meeting were approved by consensus. Linda Hedges enquired as to whether Action Items ought to be reported on, and that was agreed. An item of sending the multi-NDA grant application form to a grant requestor had been done.

Treasurer and  Grants  Report – David Aschenbrenner reported that we have a healthy balance, with money in savings and the remainder evenly divided between an administrative fund and Homewood Park fund. There was an authorization by consensus that if necessary up to $7,000 could be used as matching funds for the WSMP projects under consideration.

Sarah Smith was asked whether we need to continue Survey Monkey’s $20 per month expense and it was decided it could be cancelled.

City Liaison Pat DuVal reported Linwood NDA’s Movie Night will be held this Friday night and the featured movie is Back to the Future. The movie is free and will be held at the field next to Linwood School. She also reminded everyone of the Shred Day on Saturday June 18th 9-noon at the PSB. She stated the Scott Park (Historic Milwaukie sponsored) concerts begin June 22nd, Wednesday, noon-1pm next to Ledding Library. The Ledding Library annual book sale will be at Portland Waldorf School gym June 24-26. The third free guided tour of the Walk Milwaukie series will be held in the Historic Milwaukie Neighborhood this Sunday, June 19, beginning at 1 p.m. in the Milwaukie High School parking lot.

Light Rail report – David Aschenbrenner reported that the Design and Landmarks Committee is discussing Light Rail’s walls and artwork at their upcoming meeting. The Lake road platform was moved south and now overhangs Lake Road, and that is causing more engineering work to be done. The ceremony to commemorate the beginning of the Light rail bridge building will be held at OMSI the 30th of June at 10am. Other issues such as the Kellogg Creek pedestrian walkway and other project aspects affecting Milwaukie will be discussed at the next meeting examining budget add-backs following the completion of 60% design. More meeting details can be found on City of Milwaukie’s website.

Parks Report: Sarah Smith reported that bark chips have been spread on the trail and the gravel was put down in front of the park on Home Avenue. There has been work recently by volunteers to remove ivy and NCPRD Natural Resource Coordinator and Sarah planted plants and helped to pull ivy and invasive species as well. Sarah mentioned the proposal made to the NC School Board for a Milwaukie Community Garden to be allowed on the Campbell School site. The School Board failed to take any decision at their June meeting and do not appear to be in any hurry to make a decision on the purpose of the school, which also delays a decision on the garden. Water is the biggest problem and has the most potential for costing a lot. Sarah said the community garden will be enclosed with a fence and locking gate but hopes a true community garden that anyone can tend and harvest could be planted outside the fence. PSAC Report: Mary Weaver mentioned the Shred Day (previously mentioned) and Linda Hedges asked for the group to prioritize the four projects submitted under the WSMP. They were: 1) Homewood Avenue pathway from Wilma to Hunter Ct; 2) street painting and bollards in front of Homewood Park at Home Avenue; 3) Awareness and Education project – brochure about neighborhood, fall activities including new schools for the kids and bus stops for kids; 4) 42nd and Washington crosswalks.

Boards and Commissions reports
Budget Committee: David Aschenbrenner reported that the city’s 2011-12 budget was approved on June 7th by Council and included a 15% rate increase (about $5.50 per household per month) for water, sewer and storm water, primarily to fund upgrades to infrastructure that is upwards of 100 years old and needs to be replaced. He said that there is a requirement on the economic development fund of $100,000 for Community Development to bring all those projects back to Council for individual project approval. He does not know whether he will continue to serve on the committee as he and another member are term-limited. 

No other representatives of city boards and commissions were present.

Campbell School replacement report:  Mary Weaver reported that no action was taken at the North Clackamas School Board’s June meeting regarding which proposal they will accept for future use of Campbell School. There were 3 proposals offered: Cascade Heights Charter School to use the entire premises; North Clackamas Parks and Recreation to use the gym and playing fields and Hector Campbell NDA and Milwaukie Community Garden to build a community garden on the upper field. (Note: newspaper reports in the past week have stated the NCSD Board is also considering selling one of the closed schools. This was not proposed at the meeting with us in May. No further information is available at this time).
August 8th Neighborhood Picnic Planning: The third annual picnic will be held in Homewood Park in the open area by the play equipment. Volunteers were asked to assist with the set-up and clean-up, children’s activities and solicitation of donations of raffle prizes. A postcard will be sent out to all neighbors in our boundary in late July. We’re hoping to have a screech owl from the zoo, and perhaps face painting for the children. Police and fire staff have been invited, as have City Council and State Rep. Carolyn Tomei. Those willing to help should contact one of the NDA officers.

Action: Linda Hedges to email neighbors list for volunteer help; invite media reps from Clackamas Review; ask Nick Loomis about frozen yogurt supply
Brown Water Incident:  Mary Weaver asked who had been affected by the recent brown water incident. Several people were. David Aschenbrenner stated he felt it was unfair of the city to tell neighbors to run their water to get rid of the brown water in their pipes, especially in light of the recent water rate increase, without giving them a credit, since the city’s actions might have caused the incident. The City is going to be running a public education outreach program to educate neighbors why the brown water incidents happen and what should be done.  Neighbors wanted to go on record asking for better communication from the city in instances like this. More information is now available on the city’s website. But a reverse 911 call at the time could have provided more immediate information, preventing people from hiring a plumber or buying water when it was an unnecessary expense.  Action: Pat DuVal was asked to enquire what happened in this instance.

There was no further business. The meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
