Historic Milwaukie Neighborhood  District Association Meeting Minutes for February 13, 2012
[bookmark: _GoBack]The NDA has a grant request for the Milwaukie High School graduation night party.  Chris Wilson attended the meeting on behalf of the parents to ask for support to fund the party.  Suggestion was made to ask for help from the students for downtown cleanups in exchange for funding the party. The NDA voted to give Milwaukie High School $500.00 in return for 50 hours of community service for the downtown cleanups.
David Mealy attended the meeting to discuss the residential standards update.  He is interested in expanding office use on arterials, even on those zoned for residential use.  There was a brief discussion about this whether this issue was discussed at the steering committee meetings.  Jean Baker and Dion Shepard did not recall that it was and were concerned about the impacts to neighborhoods.
Ed Pareki asked the NDA for support on a project that he will be renovating next to the First State Bank building.  He had a drawing of what the building renovation would look like.  The NDA voted to send a letter of support for the project.
The monthly police update was provided by Captain Rash.  He distributed the crime statistics for Milwaukie neighborhoods.   There were questions about whether police calls at Spring Creek apartments were decreasing.  Captain Rash advised that there were a number of evictions and that the calls had decreased.  There were questions about whether sex crimes were included in the handouts, he did not know if they were available.
Ray Bryan updated the NDA on the possible speed reader locations.  The group indicated that they would prefer Lake and Harrison, then Monroe at a later date.  There was a brief discussion of possibly purchasing a portable speed reader for use in the neighborhood to increase its effectiveness to reduce speeding in the neighborhood.
The group discussed the annual downtown cleanups.  In the past the NDA has supported and coordinated the cleanups.  Dion Shepard will work with others to schedule the cleanups.  Additionally the NDA will distribute a letter to businesses encouraging them to assist with litter cleanup and the landscaping.  Mona offered the help of the pony prancer dance team with the cleanups.
JoAnn Herrigel  provided information regarding residential parking permit program.  This issue had been discussed in February.  JoAnn distributed  guidelines from the Transportation System Plan that cover permit parking which would need City Council direction for staff to develop a permit program.  JoAnn advised that the NDA should address the council regarding the need for residential parking permits.  Jean Baker agreed to map the area for the permits.  
The meeting ended with a slide show of the historic buildings in Milwaukie which is also available on the City’s web site.
