Minutes Historic Milwaukie NDA Feb. 9, 2009
Our meeting was held at the library pond house. Chair Dion Shepard called the meeting to order and began with the 12 people present introducing themselves. Our city liaison was Beth Ragel
Ed Pareki gave a report on his current and future building renovations. The Jefferson building is progressing rapidly, they have the ground floor rented already to a portrait photographer. His Main Monroe building still needs a tenant and he welcomes all inquiries and ideas for potential tenants. Ed is planning the renovation of the building next to the Main Monroe building. He will be submitting an application for permits soon. He plans to restore the building so that half of it will look like it did originally and the other half will match. The original tenants of the building were the post office and Perry’s pharmacy.

Next Officer Dan Parks gave us some follow up information from last months visit by Milwaukie’s Police Chief. The group had asked about the number of sex offenders that were registered in Milwaukie and why there were so many. Officer Parks reported that Milwaukie has the same business hours for offenders to register as other jurisdictions. He also provided us with statistics on the number of offenders, whether they were in the city limits or not, and how many were at the work release center. There are no predatory sex offenders registered in Milwaukie.

Officer Parks also distributed a map of the location and type of recent crimes. He also updated the group the status of the canine program, which has new officer assigned to it. They are waiting for a class to open up for training. Office Parks is a former canine officer and believes that Milwaukie has a really good dog. The police department is moving ahead with its plans for accreditation. 

Third on the agenda was reporting and updating on ongoing committees and projects

Dion said that we will be having a Downtown cleanup this spring. The Lions Club will sponsor the event and set the date. We will also be having a Kronberg Park clean up and will schedule that around the restoration work going on there.

Ray and Debbie talked about the Portland to Milwaukie light rail CAC. They talked about the bridge selection and quiet zone request. Several concerns were brought up; we will ask TriMet to be at a future meeting.

Ed Zumwalt talked about his plans to have at least two indoor concerts in the near future.
Beth Ragel reported that there will be Waste water master plan meeting on Feb 25, a light rail open house on March 24, and downtown bus shelter open house sometime soon. She passed out flyers for these events.

Ray announced the PSAC officer of the year dinner to be held March 19.

The meet was adjourned.
