MINUTES FROM THE ISLAND STATION NEIGHBORHOOD ASSOCIATION MEETING

Thursday, March 20th, 2008

ATTENDEES: Carolyn Tomei, Gary Michaels, Lisa Batey, Bill Hoelz, Bruce Smith, Greg Chaimov, Alicia Hamilton, Mary Weick, Charles and JoAnne Bird, Officer Ulli Neithch

TOTAL ISNA RESIDENTS IN ATTENDANCE: 10

· Meeting, Chaired by Alicia Hamilton, opened at 6:30 p.m.

· Treasurer’s Report: Social Outreach Grant awarded. $1500 deposited into account. Balance is $6926. A motion to pay the Grange $500 for last year and this year was carried. (9 approved, 1 abstained).

· Motion to approve February minutes carried. (10 approved)

· Spting Park Update: Beth Ragel and Landscape Architect, Pat Landau, came up with a solution for the 3 parking spaces, 2 of which will be in front of park and 1 in front of the berm on 19th. Lisa Batey inquired whether or not neighbors would like one of the spots to be ADA/Handicap Compliant. Lisa mentioned that one of the spots does not have to be a handicapped accessible spot and that it is up to the neighborhood to decide. Charles and JoAnn Bird stressed how important it is to them to have an ADA compliant handicapped spot. Bruce Smith said that as someone affected by the parking issue he would like to see as many spots dedicated to parking as possible and wondered if we could make a spot ADA compliant at a later date. Greg Chaimov asked Bill Hoelz what he thought about getting a NO PARKING sign in front of his house to deter park parking….>Bill was not interested in that measure. A motion to approve the current plan with the spot right next to the entrance to be made ADA/handicap accessible was made and carried. (8 approved, 2 abstained). Gary Michaels questioned the materials being used between the park and the parking spots. Beth Ragel said that she did not think the current drawing is 100% accurate for materials, but is merely to show the parking solution. She will confirm with Pat and the City Engineers what the materials are and that they are ADA code compliant. A question re: whether or not Mark Hughes has approved the plant choices was raised. No one was aware that he had objected to the plant recos since he has had access to the park plans through the Riverfront Board. Beth will confirm this is the case. Someone asked who will be maintaining the plants and Beth mentioned the N.Clackamas Parks District will. Lisa Batey mentioned that Hector Campbell has put an underground water spigot in a lock box in their park so that neighbors can water the plants occasionally as needed. That may be something we look into down the road.

· Elk Rock Island Update: Charles Bird reported that the 2/23 work party was a huge success thanks to neighbors, the Riverkeepers, the Lewis and Clark crew team and the Elk Rock Island Bar and Grill.

· Traffic Calming Plan: Charles Bird discussed the traffic calming plan he presented to the City at the CUAB meeting last week. He said that Gary Parkin’s hope is to get the PSAC to oversee all traffic calming issues and that the money needed for traffic improvements will be funded from as a city expense and not from the CIP. Lisa Batey voiced concerns that our plan will lose steam if it is overseen by the PSAC. Gary Michaels expressed concerns over the proposed one-way on 19th Avenue as he would not be able to get out of his driveway if that were the case.  Charles Bird expressed that most of these ideas are merely suggestions and not official proposals. The suggestions agreed to by the neighborhood are listed in February’s minutes (include curb bump-outs and pedestrian walkway at 22nd and Bluebird, rumble strips at 22nd and Wren.) Gary Michaels asked that this document be distributed with the minutes. Alicia Hamilton said she would take care of this.

· Light Rail update: Lisa Batey discussed what had transpired at the downtown station meetings….4 potential spots in downtown (Lake Rd., Washington, Monroe and Harrison). Terminus could be Lake Road or Park Avenue. Park and Ride at Southgate and either Lake Road and Park Ave. Greg Chaimov mentioned the above-grade structure that would cross 99E was quite intrusive. Lisa Batey mentioned that the development in that are should lessen the structure’s impact as it would be in proportion scale-wise. Gary Michaels questioned development in this area considering the lackluster development occurring in downtown. He thinks there isn’t enough critical mass to encourage such development. Questions arose regarding crossing 99E….Lisa mentioned that there is a plan in the downtown development plan that would have a walkway where Kellogg Creek is located (underneath 99E). Greg Chaimov mentioned there is discussion of a footbridge to Kronberg Park in the works. City Council will vote on issue in June. 

· Officer Ulli came to the meeting. She did not have any neighborhood updates at the time but did mention that if you have questions or concerns you can reach her at: neitchu@ci.milwaukie.or.us.  Someone asked if one could get information re: a specific house/address. Officer Ulli said the information is there, but isn’t certain if it is accessible to public. You can request a call log from the police that will list all calls within the city. You can also request a colored map that marks accidents/burglaries, etc within the city.

· Announcements:

· Congratulations to neighbor, Greg Chaimov, on his election to City Council. Neighbors asked status on city lawsuits. Greg said the city lost the sewage suit and is still dealing with the Balfour Property suit.

· NDA Membership meeting on March 26th. Will be a workshop on recruitment and retention. City Hall at 6:30pm

· Down to Earth Day on June 14th. New drop-off locations at Southgate and off of JCB. More details to follow in May Pilot.

· Milwaukie Daze Parade is coming back. Alicia Hamilton mentioned that she had been approached by local mom, Tamara Huber,  looking to bring this event back. Alicia will be working with Tamara, Beth Ragel, Grady Wheeler and Mayor Bernard to bring the event back on July 26th. Lisa Batey inquired about whether or not there would be music. Alicia said she was just focusing on the parade and said if anyone would like to get involved in any capacity they are encouraged to do so.
