Police Report- Bob Jordan

Chief reports a lower crime rate in the neighborhoods.  He also reported on the recent Heroin death in Milwaukie.  The drug turn in program held recently at PSB with Police, Cadets, Milwaukie-Providence technicians and the PSAC committee was again very successful.  There are a number of turn in sites now so neighbors do have more choices.  There will also soon be a special depository machine in the Police office area for drugs to be turned in at any time.  Other communities have done this with much success.  The second Bike Giveaway will be held at the end of the month.  Each kid will get a “new” bike whether refurbished or new and a helmet.  Anyone can donate bikes by going to the police station.  You can also donate dollars if you don’t have a bike to donate.  The city is working on a revision to the Noise Ordinance.  The details have not yet been completed and there will be a meeting posted for those who want to participate in the discussions.  This city would like citizen feedback.  Lake Road will soon be open again.  Until it is posted for general traffic, it is still considered closed to just local traffic and drivers are being ticketed if just passing through the construction area.

PSU Graduate Students Project-Neighborhood Main Streets-Allison Moe




Allison talked with the group about Neighborhood Main Streets Project work which will be concluding soon.    The Open House meeting will be held Saturday May 19th from 10am to 2pm at the Pond House, 2515 SE Harrison St.  Proposed solutions will include Zoning Changes, Street Improvements, and Economic Development Programs.  The team will discuss the specific recommendations they will be giving to the Planning Commission June 12th.  The city is hoping to adopt some of the proposed changes and a summary will be posted on the city web site.

Dave talked with us about the Sewer Treatment agreement.  There is an open house on May 10th at 6pm at Milwaukie High School.  The rate change may be an increase from $2.00 to $36.00.  There is a proposal for either a fixed rate or the same rate.  Baseball is on the calendar for the City Council Meeting on the 15th.  There is a possible $900,000 a year income from the baseball stadium.  The first two years payments for light rail has been passed by the city and they have made a deal with Tri-Met half way.  The mayor, Jeremy Ferguson is leaving Tri-Met for a position working with the City of Portland next month.
