January 9, 2012 7:00PM
The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Chairperson, Pepi Anderson.

Announcement:  Frank, the custodian at Lewelling School, notified us that there is a new dumpster in the parking lot for neighbor use to drop recycling.  It is not labeled, but is for public use.  Please follow the normal list of materials that can be recycled in your home Blue Roller, do not include glass, yard debris or garbage.

Approval of Minutes to December 11, 2012 NDA Meeting
K-9 Unit Grant Request:

After discussion continued from the December meeting regarding the City’s loss of Jag, our K-9 Tracking dog, it was moved by Paula Harris, seconded by Ray Harris and the NDA voted to Give $300 to the Milwaukie Public Safety Foundation specifically to fund the purchase of a replacement K-9 and also to provide funding to support the training of a K-9 officer.
Treasurer’s Report:

We currently have $9309.51 in our account.  We deposited $767.00 funds earned at the Winter Solstice.  We will receive our new budgeted grant monies July 1st of $4,000.  It is important to note that we spend up to $7000 for our music and production for our Music in the Park series in August.

Police Report:

Bob Jordan reported to the group that Jag was euthanized and explained the current practice of use of our dogs and the standing in the community as we share across lines when the need arises. Our dogs are a valuable addition to our police force and Jag will be honored for his contribution.  The Milwaukie Police Department has passed through the certification process with the Oregon Alliance of Compliance Network with recommendation and will receive their certificate in April.  This is part of a nationwide Alliance.  This process was facilitated by Dave Rash, one of our Milwaukie Police Officers.  Milwaukie does collect and recycle firearms, but will work with Cease Fire Oregon to participate in that known organization to also facilitate this.  This provides a safe haven for turning in firearms.  Aided by the School Resource Officer from the department, the relationship with Milwaukie High School has been strengthened and the Milwaukie Officers now have immediate access into the school through a key card system for emergency access to the facility.  There is an ongoing relationship with Rowe Middle School as well through the officer.  Captain Steve Bartol has been accepted into the FBI Police Academy Executive training program.  This is quite an honor and again adds credibility to the skills and standards set by the Milwaukie Police Department.  Dave (NDA Resident) mentioned that Hill Street has cars parked there that have been parked there for many months.  A trailer has been removed after follow-up by the Code and Parking Officer.  He also mentioned that he observed the men who have been evident in Sellwood neighborhood openly carrying rifles and handguns.  The chief was aware of the “Open Carry Movement” activities and briefly discussed the ramifications.  Jenna (NDA neighbor) also brought up concerns regarding the abandoned house on Flora Street.  It is apparent that it is being used by drug dealers/squatters and presents a safety hazard to the neighborhood.  Chief noted that this property is actually in unincorporated county, not Milwaukie, but he will bring this to the attention of Clackamas County for follow-up.  A reminder to all that there is a NON-Emergency Police number that can be used for non-urgent requests 503-786-7500.   
City Liaison








Bill Monahan announced several upcoming meetings:  This Thursday there is council meeting related to the city budget.  This is held quarterly.  On January 15th the city council will seat the new council members and elect the president of the council for the year.  On January 22nd the council will continue their goal setting for the year.  There are several board and committee vacancies coming up due to term limits so this is a good opportunity for citizens to apply and volunteer to be on one of these committees.  He emphasized the importance of volunteers and also that Beth Ragel is heading the program to develop this aspect of the city.  This month the Pilot newsletter also had valuable information related to volunteers.  There will again be a leaf drop off in Autumn for example that can use volunteers to assist and also promote the volunteerism idea.  The date for the neighborhood clean up has not been announced, but usually is annually.  Bill will see if he can get that date for us.  The questions regarding the Kelly Creek dam and “un-dam” project were discussed and there will be a public meeting January 22.  Things are moving ahead, but it takes a lot of investigating to make sure all considerations are made.  Kellogg for Coho and ODOT are involved in these discussions.  The Winter Solstice went very well and thanks to the city and Beth for the upgrades in the event.  Dave Hedges, city Councilor was also in attendance and discussed some of the rumors and unfounded stories that have been circulating.
Winter Solstice Report
The event went well for the NDA, with a decrease in profits more evident due to the slightly inclement weather.  It still was an improvement over all years except for last year.  A suggestion was made that the city provides the opportunity for a “committee” meeting earlier in the year to allow for more time to work on plans.
Library Board
Report:

Paul Klein has been unable to attend the last meetings, but is aware of the “Request for Qualifications” necessary for the next step in the development of plans for expansion.  Katie Newell is continuing to progress the planning and development in her role as the current Librarian Manager for Milwaukie.  The hope is to have it brought to the citizens in November of 2013.
Land Use Committee and Annexations:

Paul Klein shared a city map indicating the properties that have already been incorporated into Milwaukie from the unincorporated area of Clackamas County.  The updated residential codes are now on line at the city website.
Community Garden Report:

Lisa Lashbrook announced that there were 5 openings at the Hector Campbell Community Garden.
Parks:

Ray Harris announced the Milwaukie Watershed event scheduled this Saturday at 7:00pm at the Masonic Hall in downtown Milwaukie.  Those interested can find more information on the City Website as well.

The Milwaukie Pilot: 

Those attending discussed the benefits to receiving this newsletter in the mail.  There are residents who do not utilize the internet and do miss receiving this.  The hope was presented that the city would reconsider this loss and finds a less expensive way to produce and send this out.  It was recommended looking at placing it in more public spaces and possibly newspaper boxes.
Music in the Park:

Pepi reminded that we need to make a decision regarding dedicating monies for this August season.  There will only be 3 Wednesdays this year.  We will plan to use the first Monday as a thank you to the community and provide something to recognize that in the way of food/concessions as we did this 2012 season as this has taken the place of our Picnic.  Ray Harris moved that we dedicate $6000 to the program with the caveat that we might need to look at further funding as Nick makes his contacts to schedule the groups who will be performing.  Paul Klein seconded and the motion carried.  We will also be looking for other funding through grants or sponsorship that will assist with this program.  It was also decided that if that does develop the full $6000 will not need to come from our current funds, but will be replaced by those grants or funds obtained.
