Lewelling NDA Meeting 3/9/11

Meeting started at 7pm by Chair Klein.

Karla from the Turning Point Church came an spoke about the food shelter that the church runs and the growing number of families who are turning to them for assistance.  They now serve approximately 25 local families on a monthly basis.  A donation was requested and a grant application will be emailed to them for submission.

Chief Jordan spoke about crime in the neighborhood and The Officer Of The Year Award scheduled for March 24th.  They honor the officer, reserve officer and cadet all in the same evening.  The American Legion is hosting the event.  In the past the canine dog was purchased with some of the funds raised at the event.  He also stated there was an opportunity for the city to bring on another dog into service.  This would be a drug dog from a city that is advancing their officer and can no longer support the dog.  

Jeff stated that he was stepping down as of this meeting and that Pepi Anderson had expressed an interest in becoming the chair.  Jeff opened the floor to any nomination of other parties.  There were none.  Jeff nominated Pepi and Art seconded the nomination.  Pepi was elected unanimously.  Jeff stated that this was only an interim election and that the NDA would hold regular elections in May as stated in our by-laws.

Lisa Lashbrook spoke about the Milwaukie Community Gardens.  The is only one plot left of the initial 30 in the program and the site is located at St Paul’s United Methodist on Linwood.   There is a work party scheduled for March 19th 10am if anyone is interested in helping. 

Paul Klein spoke about the Milwaukie Walking Group that he is forming.  The first walking group is scheduled in the Ardenwald Neighborhood and will take place in the second half of April.  He wants to attend the other NDA meeting and try to set up a walk in each.  He would like to incorporate some history or spots of interests in each walk.  Eventually he hopes to have a Facebook page and spread the word via email to generate interest in walking throughout Milwaukie.

Pepi talked about the WSMP.  Liz Manspeaker, the school principal, was in attendance to discuss some ideas that may help the school.  Cut through traffic through Brookside to Willow is possible an issue.  The idea for some educational awareness was brought up and Liz said she would be interested in assisting.  She was asked if she felt that if the school speed zone presently on Stanley were to be extended to the park area.  She stated “without a doubt”.  She explained that most of the kids walking to school since the redistricting are now coming from east of Stanley and generally cross Stanly at Willow and walk up the back side of school.  Pepi stated that we will need to settle on some ideas and they will be submitted for approval.  Projects will be give extra emphasis if more than one NDA were to work on the project together.  Also it could happen that one big project may be selected.  Alex Campbell stated that the deadline was April 15th for proposals and that educational programs should also be submitted.
