The purpose of this program would be to have a market that is more sustainable, with locally grown food, bulk food, and better prices available for Milwaukie residents. There is a one-time membership payment, and after 2 years a dividend would be paid to members. Every household has one vote on issues that concern the co-op. There are currently ten grocery co-ops in Oregon.  A community workshop will be held at the end of June to determine where this co-op should be located. 2.  3 Creeks/Sunnybrook Project – Chris Runyard was present to talk to Linwood residents about the work that is being done to oppose the Sunnybrook project to protect our 80 – 100 acres of Oak trees and our neighborhood.  An open house is scheduled for May 23 at Linwood Elementary from  6 – 8pm in the cafeteria.  Linwood Neighborhood Association is opposed to the Sunnybrook Project because of the negative affect on our neighborhood. A unanimous vote was made to send a letter to oppose this issue. We must let our County Commissioners know how we feel. 7.  Milwaukie Police Captain Steve Bartol, Officer Scott Heutson and Jag were present to discuss issues in Milwaukie.  The chemical cloud at Precision Cast Parts caused concern, but was very well controlled by the police department.  Milwaukie reverse 911 was not activated.  If your household does not have a land line and would like to register your cell phone for the Code Red Program, go to the City of Milwaukie website, click on police dept. and code red program.   Milwaukie has acquired a new police canine for drug detection.  The canine came from Washougal, is already trained and is doing a great job.  The police department also would like to hire at least one more officer. We have an authorized staff of 36.  Recruitment for officer training is open. A digital speed sign is set up on Railroad Ave. westbound, it is collecting traffic statistics. These will be used for citizen awareness.  Milwaukie would like to purchase this equipment sometime during this year. The Milwaukie Police Department is again hosting a shred day and child safety seat inspection on June 18.
