The group asked if Herrigel had identified any potential board members.  She said she had not.  They suggested that a colorful flier be placed at the Community Booth advertising the Board opening.  

Kellogg Ped/Bike Bridge Grant Support

Alex Campbell from the City’s Community Development Dept updated the group on the status of the light rail bridge over Kellogg Lake.  He noted that, at the City’s request, Tri Met had designed the light rail bridge to accommodate a pedestrian/bike bridge (suspended below) that could be built after the light rail project was completed.  He said that Tri Met and the City are now exploring grant opportunities to see if the structure could be built at the same time as the light rail bridge.  One grant opportunity, he said, was the State Urban Trails Fund program which funds 2 to 4 projects for a total of about $ 1 million. The deadline for submittals for this program would be July 9.

Another program the City and Tri Met are exploring is Federal Transportation Enhancement Funds.   This program provides about $6 million in grants statewide and submittals would be due in the end of September.  Funds would be available in 2013-14.

Alex said the City is currently developing a design concept for the ped/bike structure and determining costs.  He noted that the proposal would be for the bridge to begin at Lake Road, cross the lake and touch down at Kronberg Park. He noted that crossing McLoughlin Blvd would be a significant cost and may be infeasible, given height restrictions by ODOT.  He asked the group for their input on where the touch down at Kronberg should be and how users should move south and/or west from there.
Board comments:

· Dow – there needs to be a ground trail to connect to sidewalks (on the east side of McLoughlin)
· Hughes – need the bridge to connect to Kronberg, not the Island Station area

· Young – the access to the McLoughlin Blvd crossing should be as straight as possible (parallel to McLoughlin)

· Dow – short term, it would be good to have a trail that was straighter through the park rather than meandering

· Hughes – it would be good to have the trail connecting to a trail at the Lake Rd side rather than simply connecting to the street 

The Board approved a motion by Dow (seconded by Schaeffer) that staff should draft a letter of support for this project and send to the Board for editing.
Reports from Board on Recreation Programs
Herrigel reminded the group that at their last meeting members had reported on Parks they had visited and made recommendations for improvements where necessary.  She said that following on this activity, she had thought it would be good for the Board to review the District’s “Healthy Living” mailer to see what they thought of the recreation programs offered by the District and to see where they thought improvements could be made.   There was some discussion about the availability of the Healthy Living Guide and Herrigel said she would look into where it was posted or where she could get copies and share what she found with the Board. Joan Young noted that programs would be listed at www.healthyliving.com by the end of August.
District Advisory Board Update
Hughes reported on a discussion the DAB was having regarding noise impacts on neighbors of the ball fields at NCP.  He said that the District had made a commitment to the neighbors to “mitigate” the impacts of the new fields and that they have a responsibility to meet that commitment.   He said that the DAB has asked for additional information on potential noise mitigation options.  It is thought that some work on the dug outs may be helpful.  The DAB has asked that when the CIP is reviewed that integrating noise mitigation at that time be considered.  Hughes said he felt that the District needed to learn to integrate this type of mitigation into their projects rather than having to fix things after the fact.




City Updates

Riverfront – Planning Commission approved the land use applications for the Riverfront Park in May.  Staff will need to report back to Planning Commission and DLC with details over the next few months.
Utility Billing of Parks – The City is conducting audits of the commercial and residential utility bills.  As part of that audit, it has been noted that many of the City’s parks have never been charged for water, sewer or storm.  The City is working with the District to determine what the costs will be and who should pay them.  From her cursory research, Herrigel noted, she has determined that most Park Districts in the state pay for the utilities in Parks – when they are owned by Cities and maintained by Districts. 
WES NIN Grant Proposal  -  Herrigel described a revegetation and in-water stream enhancement project that Water Environment Services (WES) has proposed for the north side of North Clackamas Park.  The group was supportive of a grant application to Metro’s Nature in the Neighborhoods program and made a motion to write a letter of support.  Hughes requested that Herrigel relay to WES that he would like to be involved in the consultant selection process for this project.
District Update

· The NCPRD budget was going to the BCC that Thursday for approval

· CCAB planned to write a letter to the Milwaukie Planning Commission regarding their concerns with the NCP Master Plan proposing an alternate entrance to the north side.
